Minutes for the Town Council Meeting held Thursday, September 12, 2019 beginning at 6:00 p.m. in the Annabella Community Center, located at 295 East 300 North, Annabella, Utah.  Mayor Brent Christensen conducting.

ROLL CALL.  Roll call was answered by Mayor Christensen.  In attendance were Councilmembers Ken Blackburn, Hayven Dunn, Jill Anderson and Kelvin Johns.  Tina Mitchell, Clerk, was in attendance.  Scott Thomsen, Maintenance Supervisor, was also in attendance.
2.
OPENING REMARKS.  Councilmember Anderson offered a prayer.

3.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.  Councilmember Johns led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

4.      APPOINTMENT/MIKE TORGERSON ENTERPISE ZONE CREDIT.  Mike Torgerson was in attendance to discuss the benefits of the enterprise zone credit for business owners in Annabella.  He explained that the zoning offers tax credits for businesses hiring employees, purchasing equipment, etc.  He noted that Monroe and Richfield both have the enterprise zone designation.  Because the zoning could be beneficial to Annabella residents, the Town Council was in favor of submitting the application and asked Tina Mitchell to contact the state coordinator to begin the process.
5.      APPOINTMENT/PAT ROBERTS WATER RATE QUESTION.  Pat Roberts was in attendance to ask about the possibility of offering a lower water rate option for residents who do not used the 10,000 gallons allowed each month.  She noted that she doesn’t feel it is fair to pay the base amount for the 10,000 gallons allowed when she and her husband use less than that amount.  Mayor Christensen explained that the Town Council would need to investigate the numbers and see how it would affect the projected revenue.  He noted that, although it is doubtful the water rates would decrease, the Town Council will look into it.  
Mrs. Roberts also noted that it would be nice to see the grassy area south of the Community Center used as a skating rink in the winter.  The Town Council noted liability could be an issue with a skating rink.  The possibility of state requirements to monitor the ice/water were also discussed.

6.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES.  The minutes from the August Town Council meeting were presented for approval. Councilmember Dunn made a motion to approve the minutes.  Councilmember Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
7.   APPROVAL OF WARRANT REGISTER.  The warrant register was presented for approval.  Councilmember Anderson made a motion to approve the warrant register as presented.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Johns and the motion carried unanimously. 
8.    WATER IMPROVEMENT PROJECT UPDATE.   Jacob Olsen, Jones & DeMille, was in attendance to give an update on the water improvement.    He noted that he would like to meet with the Town Council for a 90% design review to go over the project.  He also discussed the Zenner meter pilot program as well as piping design issues for the well.  Mr. Olsen also discussed the timeline for advertising bids, bond closing, etc.  It is anticipated that the project can begin the first part of December or January.
9.   DEPARTMENT BUSINESS.  Councilmember Jill Anderson reported that she is putting together a Park Improvement Committee, and has asked previous Annabella Mayors if they would be on the committee.  She will report to the Town Council with any updates.  
Councilmember Johns noted that there has been mention regarding the need for a street light on 300 South/300 East near the pump house for a school bus stop.  He asked the Town Council to be aware of the area and see what they think.

The Town Council discussed the overgrown tree limbs at the intersection at 300 South 200 West.  Tina Mitchell was asked to contact Charles Billingsley to send out a nuisance violation warning and get the process started to clear the safety hazard.  The Town Council also asked that a letter be sent to the current owner of the property located at 327 West 200 South regarding the weed overgrowth in the front yard.

Scott Thomsen, Maintenance Supervisor, reported on water pumping.  He added that he has also decreased the number of days the Town parks are watered.  He also explained fire mitigation strategies he is working on to stay in compliance with the State Fire Mitigation Plan.
Tina Mitchell was asked to find the cost to pave the block of 200 West in 2017.  (Note: The payment to Staker Parsons was $38,902.50).
10.   ADJOURN.  At 7:22 p.m. Councilmember Dunn made a motion that the meeting adjourn.  Councilmember Anderson seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
