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Current Act Includes:
· Does not allow smoking in any workplace with more than one employee (includes break rooms). §26-38-2(n)
· Prohibits smoking in all publicly accessible enclosed indoor facilities whether publicly or privately owned.  §26-38-3(1), §26-38-2(a)-(p)
· Does not allow smoking within 25 feet of entry, exit, open window, or air intake of buildings. R392-510-9

Recently added:
· Hookah
· Allows narrow exemption for hookah facilities that meet specific criteria:
· Must be certified by Health department
· Must already be in business on January 1, 2012
· Must have already sold a mixture of tobacco and flavors for purpose of heating and exhaling in hookah pipe
· Maintain a Class C or D liquor license
· No one under 21 allowed
· May not sell product containing >30% tobacco or >0.05 nicotine
· Sunsets 2017 unless Legislature takes action to continue
· Electronic Cigarettes
· Bans use of e-cigarettes in virtually all places that smoking tobacco has been prohibited
· Allows for sampling in establishments whose sales are 75% of their gross income
· Prohibits anyone under the age of 19 in establishments that allow sampling
· No sunset on this part of the amendment
· Note: Utah law already prohibits the possession by sales or sales to anyone under the age of 19
Exceptions:
· International airport terminals in first class city
· Individual proprietor shop areas not commonly open to the public
· Guest rooms in hotels, motels, “bed and breakfast” lodging facilities
· Native American ceremonies
Penalties for Violation According to §26-23-6
· Civil penalty not to exceed $10,000 per occurrence
· Class B misdemeanor for first violation
· Class A misdemeanor for any violation within two years after the first violation
