PUBLIC COMMENT:

Mayor Miller said if a citizen has a question or would like to make a comment to please keep it under three minutes.

There being no public comment, Mayor Miller moved to the next agenda item. 

SCHEDULED DELEGATIONS:

WENDI HASSEN, CACHE VALLEY CENTER FOR ARTS – TO DISCUSS THE CACHE CELEBRATION WHICH IS RECOGNIZING 100 YEARS OF FEMALE SUFFRAGE IN THE UNITED STATES.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Korinna Brown said Wendi Hassen would not be at tonight’s meeting.  Korinna is the Vice Chairman of the Committee that is celebrating the recognition female suffrage in the United States.  Women in the Utah Territory got right to vote well before the 19th amendment was passed in 1920.  The territorial legislature of Utah unanimously granted women the right to vote in 1870.  Unlike other suffrage victories in history, this one came about without any large protest or civil action by women’s groups.  The Committee will have a traveling exhibit that will go from school to school highlighting how women in Utah were given the right to vote. There will be a celebration in March 2020 at the Tabernacle in Logan along with film screenings and panel discussions.  They would like Hyrum City to include information in its newsletters about their events.   

MICHELLE WAYMENT – TO DISCUSS INCREASING THE NUMBER OF DOGS ALLOWED UNDER A KENNEL LICENSE.

Michelle Wayment said she has purchased lot #9 in the Hyrum Industrial Park and wants to open a dog boarding facility for day and overnight pet sitting.  She wants to be able to hold 30 dogs in individual kennels and suites.  Hyrum City’s Kennel License only allows for 12 dogs but in order to build a facility she would need a license for 30 dogs.  She is not going to be permanently holding dogs at her facility, it is strictly a short-term facility.  She wants to be able to watch dogs for people when they go on vacation or if they want to send their dog to a pet sitter while they are at work or on a day trip.  She will not become a boarding home for dogs that are in need of an owner.

Councilmember Bingham said she likes the idea of a short-term pet sitting service.  The lot she has purchased is away from residential houses and the property is zoned Manufacturing.  She suggested the code be changed to allow 30 dogs under a Kennel License in Manufacturing Zone.  She also suggested as part of the kennel license that the City Council review it and approve it every year.

Councilmember Rasmussen said if the ordinance is changed then they will have the right to provide short term care for 30 dogs.  The City wouldn’t be able to revoke their kennel license if there were complaints but hopefully the business owner would be willing to work with the City on coming up with solutions of there is a problem.

Councilmember Clawson suggested the Planning Commission review the ordinance and present amendments to the City Council allowing a kennel license in the M-2 Manufacturing Zone to have 30 dogs with the restriction that no dogs be housed longer than 30 days and that no dogs be housed that are waiting for adoption.

Josh Runhaar with Cache County suggested Hyrum City contact the Planning Office at Cache County since they just revised its kennel license ordinance to help prevent permanent dog boarding facilities.

INTRODUCTION AND ADOPTION OF A RESOLUTION AND ORDINANCE:

RESOLUTION 19-20 – A RESOLUTION REQUESTING THE RECERTIFICATION OF THE HYRUM JUSTICE COURT.

Mayor Miller said every four years Hyrum City has to recertify is Justice Court.  Hyrum City Attorney Jon Jenkins has reviewed the requirements for recertification of the Justice Court and has written an opinion letter about the feasibility of continuing to maintain the court.  

ACTION	Councilmember James made a motion to approve Resolution 19-20 requesting the recertification of the Hyrum Justice Court.  Councilmember Bingham seconded the motion and Councilmembers Bingham, Clawson, James, and Rasmussen voted aye.  The motion passed. 

ORDINANCE 19-09 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE MUNICIPAL ZONING MAP AND ANNEXING CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY AND EXTENDING THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF HYRUM CITY, UTAH (800 EAST HYRUM CITY ANNEXATION – CACHE COUNTY CORPORATION APPROXIMATELY 84.108 ACRES).

Mayor Miller said this is the final step in the annexation process for Cache County Corporation and LaGrande Johnson Construction consisting of approximately 84.108 acres of real property.  The annexation agreement with Cache County has been revised since it was posted to the City’s website but the City Council should have received a copy of the proposed amendments.

ACTION	Councilmember Bingham made a motion to adopt Ordinance 19-09 amending the Municipal Zoning Map and Annexing Certain Real Property and extending the Corporate Limits of Hyrum City, Utah (800 East Hyrum City Annexation – Cache County Corporation approximately 84.108 acres) with the submitted changes to Cache County’s Annexation Agreement.  Councilmember James seconded the motion and Councilmembers Bingham, Clawson, James, and Rasmussen voted aye.  The motion passed. 
ORDINANCE 19-10 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE ZONING MAP OF HYRUM CITY, UTAH BY REZONING PROPERTY FROM COMMERCIAL C-1 TO MANUFACTURING M-1 (DOUGLAS D. AND SANDRA LYNN HEINER PROPERTY TAX ID #03-063-0013 LOCATED AT APPROXIMATELY 800 NORTH TO 900 NORTH 700 EAST – WEST OF THE EXISTING ARMOR STORAGE UNIT PROPERTY).

Mayor Miller said a public hearing has been held on the rezone of this property and the Planning Commission recommended rezoning it from Commercial C-1 to Manufacturing M-1.

ACTION	Councilmember James made a motion to adopt Ordinance 19-10 amending the Municipal Zoning Map of Hyrum City, Utah by rezoning property from Commercial C-1 to Manufacturing M-1 (Douglas D. and Sandra Lynn Heiner property tax id #03-063-0013 located at approximately 800 North to 900 North 700 East – West of the existing Armor Storage Unit Property. Councilmember Rasmussen seconded the motion and Councilmembers Bingham, Clawson, James, and Rasmussen voted aye.  The motion passed. 

OTHER BUSINESS:

APPROVAL AND ACCEPTANCE OF ELK MOUNTAIN PUD PHASE 8. 

City Administrator Ron Salvesen said the City Engineer has reviewed Elk Mountain PUD Phase 8 is recommending acceptance of the infrastructure.

ACTION	Councilmember Rasmussen made a motion to accept Elk Mountain PUD Phase 8.  Councilmember Clawson seconded the motion and Councilmembers Bingham, Clawson, James, and Rasmussen voted aye.  The motion passed. 

MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL REPORTS.

Councilmember Rasmussen said the New York New Years Eve Celebration will be held at the Elite Hall again this year.  Museum Director Jami Van Huss has received a grant from the Steps Program Museum Training.  The money will be used to help with security of artifacts.  She needs security cameras and is hoping the City will help pay for them out of the General Fund rather than her budget.
The plans for the Elite Hall Annex have been given to Lundahl’s Construction to provide a cost estimate on the project.
 
Councilmember James said he has arranged for Santa Clause for Holiday at Hardware.
Councilmember Clawson said the irrigation water has been turned out and there is very little water coming down the canal.  

City Administrator Ron Salvesen said last week a semi-truck hit two power poles in Hyrum and the lineman worked until 3:00 a.m. getting power restored.  Then another power outage happened on Saturday because of the rain.  The linemen were able to restore the power quickly.  Sewer rates are going to have to be increased with the improvements to the sewer plant.
