Council Member Clyde made a motion to dismiss from closed session to discuss property acquisition and convene in open session.  Council Member Carson seconded with all voting in favor, 5-0.
Work Session
Pledge of Allegiance
Presentation of Park City Chamber/Convention & Visitors Bureau Summer visitation results, and Winter marketing efforts; Bill Malone and Jim Powell
Bill Malone and Jim Powell, from the Park City Chamber/Convention and Visitors Bureau gave an update by review of the following Summer visitation and Winter marketing efforts presentation.
Presentation of Park City Leadership 25’s class project, “Prepare for Wildfire”; Janna Young
Janna Young, Deputy Manager, and members of the Leadership Class 25, reviewed the following information of their Class Project.  Class 25 chose for its service project, community wildfire preparedness. The project scope involved two primary components: 1) public outreach and education; and 2) a community resource guide. The class also participated in an ancillary sub-project involving collecting soils to be used in a landscape analysis of soil carbon content.
Presentation of petition by Manorlands, Uintalands, and Wilderness Acres residents requesting Summit County maintain a portion of Aspen Drive; Max and Kelly Schramm
Max and Kelly Schramm, representing homeowners of the Manorlands and Uintalands, presented signatures of property owners to request that Summit County take over maintaining approximately 1 mile of Aspen Drive off Highway 150.

The Council explained what services are provided to the area and that the property taxes collected are distributed to many other entities, not just Summit County which only gets approximately 15% of collection.

Jami Brackin, Deputy Attorney, explained the requirements and standards that would need to be met, including additional right of way, plat amendments, applications to planning and engineering for consideration of approval, and maintenance standards.  It would also require annexing into Service Area 6 for taxes to be collected from homeowners for special road maintenance.
Convene as the Board of Equalization 
Council Member Clyde made a motion to convene as the Board of Equalization with Council Member Wright seconding and all voting in favor, 5-0.

Discussion and possible approval of 2019 stipulations; Stephanie Larsen
Council Assessor Stephanie Larsen presented the following stipulations and recommended approval.

Council Member Clyde made a motion to approve the stipulations as presented.  Council Member Carson seconded and all voted in favor, 5-0.

Dismiss as the Board of Equalization
Council Member Carson made a motion to dismiss as the Board of Equalization and reconvene as the Board of County Council.  Council Member Clyde seconded and all voted in favor, 5-0.
Summit County Manager’s 2020 budget message and presentation to the Council; Tom Fisher and Matt Leavitt
Tom Fisher, County Manager, and Matt Leavitt, Finance Officer, reviewed the following message and presented his recommendation of the 2020 budget.  No action of the Council is required today and the budget review is scheduled over several meetings in the coming weeks.  The public hearings and adoption of the budget is planned for December 11, 2019.
Consideration of Approval
Discussion and possible approval of Ordinance 717-B, Amendments to Title 2, Chapter 20 “Eastern Summit County Water Conservancy Special Service District”; Helen Strachan and Phil Bondurant
Helen Strachan, Deputy Attorney, and Phil Bondurant, Deputy Director of the Health Department, submitted changes made from a previous meeting regarding the Eastern Summit County Water Conservancy Special Service District.  They reviewed the following information and recommended approval by adoption of Ordinance 717-B.
Council Member Clyde made a motion to approve Ordinance 717-B, Amendments to Title 2, Chapter 20 Eastern Summit County Water Conservancy Special Service District as recommended.  Council Member Wright seconded the motion and all voted in favor, 5-0.
Discussion and possible adoption of comments regarding the Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA) proposed rule: “Updated Regulations on Water Quality Certifications”; Janna Young
Janna Young, Deputy Manager, reviewed the following staff report regarding updated regulations on Water Quality Certifications and recommended the Council approve comments in opposition to specific provisions of the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA) proposed rule and authorize submittal of those comments to the Federal Register.
The Council was supportive of the comments and letter as reviewed.
Public meeting regarding Snyderville Basin Special Recreation District’s intent to increase 2020 property taxes in the amount of $2,379,231, which is an approximate 72% increase, for the purpose of maintaining and replacing District assets and preparing for future capital investments; Brian Hanton and Megan Suhadolc
Brian Hanton, District Director, and Megan Suhadolc, District Administrator of the Snyderville Basin Special Recreation District, explained the need and steps needed to satisfy the requirements of Utah Code and enable the District to levy a tax rate that exceeds the certified rate.
Public Input
Public comment was opened.

Gerd Holmsen Aguilar spoke representing several citizens at the meeting.  She pointed out the need for assistance for the older people in the community.  Assisted Living, help for the impaired, better Senior facilities including a health center, are critical to keeping people here who have lived here for many years.  Many of these people can’t afford to stay or are being forced to leave because there are not support facilities needed.  She asked if the Council has a plan to help the Senior population in the future.
Chair Armstrong and Manager Fisher noted several steps made over the past few years but stated they do understand the request.  They are still working on plans for future improvements.
Hearing no other comments, the public comment was closed.
