Call to Order

Mark Morris calls the Sugar House Park Authority Board meeting to order at 6:05 pm.
Board members present are:  Mark Morris, George Sumner, Wayne Johnson, Chad Anderson, Joedy Lister, Mark Kittrell, Alden Breinholt and Lauren Shurman.
Board member not present is Elizabeth MacGregor.
County staff member present is Craig Cheney.
Mark M. explains how the park is unique because it is managed and governed by a board of volunteers.

Approval of Special Event and Athletic Field Use Requests

Susan Henson / Kristen Ricks, The Leukemia & Lymphoma Society
The board approved October 12 for The Leukemia & Lymphoma Society at the January 10 board meeting.  Susan is here to discuss a safety issue they had with last year’s event.

Last year, their walk was interrupted by an activity at Highland High School that ended during their event.  Many, who attended the school activity, parked in the park’s pedestrian walkway especially around the northeast area of the park.  The Leukemia & Lymphoma Society had coincidentally already contacted Highland High School to use their parking lot.  So it seemed unusual that Highland High School would schedule their own event given that they have given up some of their parking space.  The parked cars narrowed the width of the pedestrian walkway and the cars leaving the park caused interruptions with the event walkers.

Susan is requesting to have the park road closed during their event.  The board says this would have little effect on the problem since most of the cars that are causing the problem would already be in the park.  There is no way to force the cars to leave at a specific time once they are already in.  The board suggests that Susan should post more monitors in that area, place barricades along the pedestrian walkway with “no parking” signs on them, and contact Highland High School about any events they may have planned.  Moreover, it is also suggested to contact the City’s Parking Enforcement to enforce no parking along the pedestrian walkway.  The board is already working with the City on parking issues and enforcing no parking zones.
Susan will take these suggestions to minimize the issue.  She also mentions that this event will be the same as last year’s, especially the fireworks.  Last year they hired Vortex Productions who used legal fireworks and it was an impressive 5 to 6 minute show.
The board makes no motion to approve their event. 

Steve Bingham, Huntsman Cancer Foundation
Steve is requesting to run part of the Salt Lake City Marathon course through the park on April 20.  The course is similar to that in year’s past.  The marathon and the half-marathon courses will go through the park.  The mile 5 aid station will be in the park and will include tables, water and trash cans.  After the race, clean up crews will come through the park and clean up all trash.  There will be no entertainment.  The runners will be completely through the park by 9 am.  Steve’s latest count is 7000 to 8000 total runners.

Wayne makes a motion to approve the Salt Lake City Marathon course through the park on April 20 subject to:


payment of fees the same as last year’s.

Mark K. seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  8 in favor, none opposed.

Bart Thompson, Utah High School Activities Association
The Utah High School Activities Association has been exempt from appearing before the board in order to obtain approval for its state cross country championships meet.  However, last year complaints were received due to excessive traffic congestion in the park.  The cross country course crosses the park road on the east side and goes on to Highland High School’s track.  Also, several spectators are crossing the park road from the school to the park.  This causes excessive delays in allowing vehicles to traverse along this section of the park road.

Bart is proposing to take the following steps in order to mitigate the traffic congestion problem:

· have all school buses park at the Highland High parking lot instead of at the park,

· erect temporary fencing along the east section of park road in order to define a single, narrow corridor at which pedestrians would cross the road.  This would give more control to the police as to when and how long the park road would be clear for vehicular traffic to traverse that section.

The board asks that no stakes be used in the ground when installing the temporary fence.
Wayne makes a motion to approve the state cross country championships on October 23 subject to:

have school buses park at Highland High School, erect a temporary fence to define a single, narrow corridor for pedestrian crossing of park road, have spectator vehicles park at Highland High School, post signage a week in advance to notify public about event and about potential congestion and open park’s east gate at the end of the event for vehicle egress.
George seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  8 in favor, none opposed.

The larger Central City volleyball tournament on July 20 needs to also reserve the Sego Lily Pavilion.  Last year, the tournament participants parked in that pavilion’s parking lot.  There was another reservation there and complaints were received that they had no place to park.
Wayne makes a motion to approve the USA Ultimate Frisbee athletic field use on May 19, the Central City Recreation Center volleyball tournaments on July 20 and July 27, subject to:  reserving the Sego Lily Pavilion for the larger tournament on July 20 and the Lungevity Foundation special event on August 17.

Joedy seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  8 in favor, none opposed.
The board does not approve Central City’s cross country meets on October 11 and 12 due to conflicts with the previously approved Leukemia & Lymphoma Society set up and event on those dates.

Approval of Minutes from the February 14 Meeting

Mark M. asks for any comments or corrections. 

George asks the minutes to reflect that in the discussion with Scott Workman, Scott and the board agreed to change Scott’s proposal language from “gross amount of funds raised in sponsorships” to “… funds raised in revenue.”
Mark K. says that it was Mark M., not him, in the Financial Matters agenda item who made the statement.

Mark K. makes a motion to approve the February 14 meeting minutes.

Joedy seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  5 in favor, none opposed; Lauren, Wayne & Alden abstain.

Construction Projects Update

PRATT Trail and Draw

Wayne says that the “notice to proceed” given last year was suspended due to bad weather.  Landscaping including irrigation for the berm should start soon.  The trail will be prepared and its road base will be constructed.  The trail will not be asphalted until the Draw is completed.  A construction fence will remain up during the whole construction period.  It will take over a year to complete the Draw.  No construction vehicles will be on the park roads.
New Restroom

Wayne says a new restroom will require a competitive bid.  A project manager is needed and Wayne proposes that Andrea Sorenson, County Parks Planning, be the manager.  Wayne also thinks that Holly Adams would be a good architect.  She has worked with the County before.
Wayne brings up funding.  Would all of the CIP funds be collected at once and then drawn down monthly?  Alden states that the City only pays based upon invoices.  Joedy asks who the contractors are contracted to?   The restroom is site-specific.  If the design for the first restroom can be applied to the future replacement of the others, that would bring down the cost for those.
Wayne asks for board members to represent SHPA on upcoming project meetings for the next two to three months.  George and Chad will take this on. 

Wayne comments about the past research done on restroom design.  Even though the single stall, pre-fab design was chosen, Wayne asks the board to look at other options.  The lake-side restroom needs to be heated and the single stall design isn’t conducive to that requirement.  Wayne recommends a design with a style for the “nicest park in the valley.”  The submitted CIP request didn’t bind SHPA to a specific design.
Pond Dredging Bid

Wayne got a bid from the County’s Flood Control department to dredge the park pond.  Dredging is one solution to mitigate the ducks from getting diseased.  The bid is informational only.   The pond was dredged about 15 years ago.  The pond had aerators but they stopped working in shallow, silty water.  Another alternative is to remove the pond and just keep it as a stream.  All options are expensive.
Mark M. says he was approached by a University of Utah department who want to look at Parley’s Creek and water ecology engineering.  They would pursue grant money on behalf of the park.  Lauren asks if the Tracey Aviary could help.  Wayne says the duck problem is at Liberty Park and the Great Salt Lake too.
Capital Improvements Long-Range Planning

George distributes a long-range capital improvements plan summary.  This summary only lists the big projects that were in our 2008 master plan. What are the small improvements that we can do, costing a few thousand dollars?  George estimates we can spend up to $20,000 per year on improvements (not projects.)    
Drinking fountains?  2 have been replaced, 6 more are needed.  If you replaced them all at once, it would be less expensive.
Repairing the Garden Center building’s parking lot drain?  
Alden comments that the City wouldn’t give more CIP money if the already funded money hasn’t been spent yet.  Wayne says all of the restrooms are in poor shape.

George asks about asphalting.  Wayne says that a chip and seal would suffice for the parking lots now.  Lauren asks if CIP requests can include funds for both restrooms and asphalt?

Alden comments that security lighting should be moved up in the priority list.  The lighting could be made more efficient.  George says the master plan talked about the ambiance of park lighting.  

George’s intention is to re-write this plan.  He’ll plan on restroom replacements at 2-year intervals.

Mark M. asks about re-striping.  Most parking lots need to be re-striped.
Discussion and Approval of Highland High Baseball Field Contract Renewal

Mark M. says that Nate Jones, with Highland High Baseball, sent over an agreement.  Mark K. and Lauren reviewed and okayed it.

Lauren says that Nate wants to construct better dug out roofs.  They are looking at an (amateur) design that uses corrugated metal instead of a cloth, wind-screen material.  The roofs would be detachable so that they could be removed at the end of the season.  
Alden asks about liability insurance for something like this.   Does our current baseball agreement address liability?  Chad asks how we would know if their design passes muster?  Chad will meet and inspect the project design.
Lauren makes a motion to approve the baseball agreement.
Wayne seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  7 in favor, none opposed; Mark K. abstains.
Lauren makes a motion to approve installastion of dugout roofs, subject to:

inspection by Chad,


removal of roofs at the end of the baseball season.
Joedy seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  7 in favor, none opposed; Mark K. abstains.
Lauren will review the baseball agreement to see if a further amendment is needed.
Financial Matters

Mark M. reviews the financial statements transactions for February.
George makes a motion to approve the February financial statements.
Chad seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  8 in favor, none opposed.
Wayne asks about the audit.  Mark M. will check what is left to be done.  Wayne says the County needs our financials asap.
President’s Report
Mark M. wants to invite Mark Danenhauer back and award him with a plaque.  Joedy will follow up on that.  Do we have a record of where we got the plaque from?  Craig will find out.
Mark M. had previously asked Joedy to work with Scott Workman on the July 4 event.  Mark M. renews this request so that we can make sure Scott is understanding of and is following our agreement.
Mark M. has been contacted by someone who wants to donate a bench.  We need to check what the price will be and if it has changed that much from when Lex donated a bench last year.  Craig will send Mark M. the Victor Stanley invoice from 2012.
