1 & 2  Welcome and Approval of February 2013 Minutes  22 

Kane Loader called the meeting to order at 7:32 a.m. at the offices of Trans-Jordan, 10873 S  Bacchus Hwy, South 23 

Jordan  UT and inquired if anyone had changes to the February 2013 Minutes.  No changes were requested. 24 

Dave Newton made a motion to approve the February 2013 Meeting Minutes and Russ Kakala seconded the motion.  25 

The motion passed unanimously. 26 

3  Treasurers Report 27 

James Scott reported on the financials.  Currently we are at 67% of the budget year with expenses running around 28 

46% for operations.  We are in line with where we need to be at this point in the year.  A fixed asset purchase of a 29 

fleet truck was made in February which is part of the regular rotation. 30 

4  Legal Issues 31 

Craig Hall reported on the following: 32 

Legislature – There was one bill this past session that made amendments to the State DEQ permitting requirements 33 

for new landfills and transfer stations.  The bill requires that a transportation study be done.  The Bill still needs to be 34 

signed by the Governor. 35 

NURLA - NURLA is looking at a possible expansion and have invited other members into their association.  We 36 

participated with them prior to the original formation, but backed out when they were officially formed.  Box Elder 37 

has now left the group but others are still involved.  NURLA would like to include more members as far south as 38 



Provo.  If we want to participate, it would be in a limited role with the right to back out any time.  We would want to 39 

look at reviewing / participating not just landfill issues, but all waste issues.  A resolution to join NURLA is ready for 40 

Board approval.  Resolution 13-01 is a resolution authorizing the filing of a petition for membership in NURLA.   41 

Dave Newton made a motion to sign Resolution #13-01 and also sign the petition.  The motion was seconded.  42

5  General Manager’s Report 53 

Dwayne Woolley reported on the following: 54 

Interlocal Website Transparency – We are now required to post both budget and minutes on Utah’s Transparency 55 

website.  Member Cities should also indicate a partnership (membership in the Interlocal agreement) with Trans-56 

Jordan on their individual websites along with a link to our website. 57 

DEQ DSHW Control Board – Dwayne has been re-appointed to the DEQ Solid and Hazardous Waste Control Board by 58 

the Governor. 59 

Break-in – We had a break in on Tuesday night.  They cut the lock, moved the dozer that was in front of the gate, and 60 

went to HHW.  They took chemicals, fire extinguishers, first aid kits, batteries, two 55 gallon drums and filled them 61 

with gas (a total of 160 gallons was missing).  We will flip the circuit breaker to the gas pump every evening now to 62 

prevent the theft of gas.  We are currently upgrading our security camera system.    There was a trial last Thursday 63 

for the last of the individuals caught from last year’s break-in.  He was fined $1,500, $200 was awarded to Trans-64 

Jordan for restitution and sentenced to 45 days jail time. 65 

WASTECON – WASTECON will be September 15-19 in Long Beach.  Let us know if you are not going.  We need to book 66 

hotel rooms.  Waste Expo is May 21-23 in New Orleans this year.  If you can’t go to WASTECON you may want to go 67 

to Waste Expo.  We have budgeted for each city to go to one or the other, not both.   68 

KENNECOTT -- Kennecott wants to put in a new string of cut off walls for their South Water project.  DEQ will have a 69 

public hearing tonight and another one next month.   We don’t see this as an issue.  They are just replacing what they 70 

have already done.  71 

Solar Project – We currently have a RFP out for a Solar Project.  There has been a lot of interest received but we feel 72 

there are only five companies that have real potential for our project type. The deadline for bids has been extended 73 

an extra two weeks. 74 

Cell 4 Capping Projects – Currently we are working on three different bids to cap Cell 4.  We have bids out for drilling, 75 

piping, and lining.  The drilling bid is for 20 wells and is due this week. 76 

Sandy City Transfer Station Update – Sandy City is exploring options other than a transfer station, such as a Waste-to-77 

Energy facility.  They are not solid on anything and say they cannot discuss what is going on right now. 78 

Fee Increase – Our Fee Schedule with the proposed increase will be presented for final approval in the June meeting.  79 

We still anticipate $28 per ton for commercial waste and $14 per ton for member cities.  Greenwaste and residential 80 

fees are being reviewed.  Since we only bring in 30,000 tons of residential waste per year any increase would not 81 

make a big difference in revenue.  Since we are short on incoming Greenwaste, Dwayne will not be proposing a rate 82 



increase for greenwaste disposal because that would probably curtail the volume and hurt operations.  However, we 83 

are looking at raising the rate for compost.  The County Landfill (SLVSWMF) is anticipated to raise their rates to $29 84 

per ton at the landfill and $36 per ton at the transfer station.  Wasatch Front Waste and Recycling (old Salt Lake 85 

County Sanitation District No. 1) has asked if they can bring some of their greenwaste to Trans-Jordan.  In order to 86 

balance the budget over the next five years it is necessary to raise the cities rate to $14 per ton for long term 87 

stability.  In addition, Freon removal costs will go from $8 to $9 as a pass through cost. 88 

Verizon – Verizon has resurrected the concept of putting a cell tower on our property in a few years.  If it is ok with 89 

the board we will continue to pursue this opportunity.  90 

Budget Re-opening – At this time we anticipate that we will not have to re-open the budget this year. 91 

Salt Lake Valley Health Department (SLVHD) Presentation -- The SLVHD is proposing an increase in fees but not this 92 

year.  They currently have one-day collection events throughout the valley in addition to their permanent facilities.  A 93 

permanent ABOP collection site is going to be placed in Riverton.  Amounts for HHW collection are increasing 94 

annually.   The SLVHD would like to build a centrally located building for convenience but they will also maintain a 95 

presence at both Trans-Jordan and the County landfill for those who bring HHW there.  This new facility will 96 

streamline the program and provide better customer service.  When a new building is completed, the SLVHD would 97 

discontinue one-day community events and consolidate ABOP sites.  The cost for the building will be $2,869,000 with 98 

annual payments of $208,627.  The proposed rate increase will be effective July 2014 and would take the fee to $1.85 99 

per ton which is a 35 cent increase.  In addition, the rate would increase to $2.25 in July 2016 and $2.75 in July 2018.  100 

They are looking at ways to streamline their budget and to add new revenue streams.  The preferred location for the 101 

building would be along the I-15 corridor centrally located.  There was a discussion to look at ways to partner in the 102 

future by exploring a combination facility with a transfer station.   103 

A motion was made and seconded to pursue a study to work with SLVHD for a drop off facility.   104 

Debris Management Group – South Jordan is coordinating a debris management group.  There will be a FEMA 105 

training class April 2nd and 3rd at South Jordan City. 106 

Fire System – Previously the underground waterlines of our water system were given to South Jordan City.  A 10 foot 107 

easement on both sides of the water line will be signed with South Jordan for the lines on our property. 108 

Next meeting will be held on April 18th 109 

A motion was made to adjourn and seconded.  Meeting adjourned at 8:57. 110
