ORDINANCE NO. 20-0212-01
AN ORDINANCE GOVERNING THE USE OF

ELECTRONIC MEETINGS FOR THE

ROCKVILLE TOWN COUNCIL

WHEREAS, the Rockville Town Council desires the ability to hold electronic meetings; and


WHEREAS, Utah Code Annotated 52-4-207 as amended provides for the holding of such meetings,

BE IT THEREFORE ORDAINED BY THE ROCKVILLE TOWN COUNCIL

1. The Town Council may convene and conduct an electronic meeting in accordance with Utah Code Annotated 52-4-207 as amended.

a. A quorum of the Council must be present, either in person at the anchor location or by electronic participation. At a minimum, two (2) Council members must be in attendance at the anchor location. Town Council members participating electronically shall be considered present at the meeting, and, for all purposes, shall be afforded every opportunity to participate in the discussion of the agenda items, and shall be allowed to cast their vote on issues coming to the Town Council for a vote. If, for any reason, lack of communication with a member of the Town Council causes a lack of a quorum, no additional business may be conducted until the quorum can be reconstituted. Business already conducted remains valid and binding.

b. A Council member must give notice to the Town Clerk as to what electronic means they intend to utilize to attend a meeting at least three (3) working days prior to the meeting to allow for arrangements to be made for the electronic meeting.

c. One anchor location for electronic meetings shall be the Rockville Community Center, 43 E. Main Street, Rockville, Utah 84763. Other locations may be deemed acceptable as required by circumstances, as long as adequate facilities are provided for public participation. Public participation is limited to the anchor location.

d. Due to the limited availability of equipment and other logistical considerations, there will be a limit of two (2) telephone conferencing connections (and/or other electronic connections) at any given meeting, thus allowing for one anchor location and up to two (2) “remote” locations for a given meeting.

e. One or more member(s) of the council may participate from the same remote location (and Town staff may participate from any remote location where at least one member of the Council is present).
f. Electronic meetings may be prohibited or limited based on budget, public policy or logistical circumstances.

g. For an electronic meeting to be held, one of the members of the Town Council present at the anchor location shall be designated as the Chair. 
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h. If part of a Town Council meeting is a closed meeting, then that portion of the meeting shall not have electronic connection to or participation from a “remote” location (a location connected by telephone/ electronic conferencing to the main “anchor” location), other than participation to call for or to adjourn the closed meeting (would require a quorum of three (3) voting Town Council members to be present at the anchor location, to maintain a quorum for the closed meeting).
i. Notice of the meeting is to be given pursuant to Utah Code Annotated 52-4-207 and 52-4-20.
j. No member of the Council may attend more than three (3) meetings per year electronically.
THIS ORDINANCE shall go into effect immediately upon signature and posting.
