Study Name:  Design Effective Digital Technology to Improve Older People's Cognitive Functioning in Information Search and Processing

Brief Description of Study:  Research suggests that the current digital resources including websites are not optimally designed for seniors who often experience at various levels frustration and confusion when looking for information online.  Based on our previous research with VA which suggests optimal design in digital media can help improve seniors (caregivers) cognitive functioning in information processes (see Daniel et al., 2011; Zheng, 2012; Zheng, Hill & Gardner, 2012), the current study further aims to explore the kinds of cognitive functioning (e.g., memory) and coordination with motor skills.  The current study will extend the previous findings to a larger population so it benefits the senior population in general.  The goal of the study is therefore to find out what is/are the optimal design(s) that assist in seniors learning and searching for information online as well as the cognitive functionality of other forms of digital media such as multimedia in seniors' information processing and learning.  Volunteers of older adults from the senior centers (Columbus Senior Center and Liberty Senior Center) in Salt Lake County will be recruited to participate in the study.  The participants will be randomly divided into two groups:  control and experimental groups.  The experimental group will be directed to an online website designed and developed by the researcher which includes features of cognitive support for information searching and learning.  The control group will be directed to the same website but it contains none of t he features mentioned above.  The benefits of the study include (a) an understanding of the relationship between seniors' cognitive functionality and information presentation formats, and (b) best practices for the design and development of web-based and other forms of digital resources for seniors.  Aging Services agrees to allow recruitment of participants in Salt Lake County's Aging Services Columbus and Liberty senior centers only using the submitted survey.  Aging Services also agrees to the method of recruitment being a flier/poster to be hung in the senior center and upon senior center Director approval a presentation to participants.  Aging Services does not agree to solicitation of participants by any other means or in any other Aging Services' programs.

Brief Description of Study:  Intimate partner violence (IPV) is a significant public health problem associated with adverse outcomes for children and families.  Women living with IPV suffer mental and physical health consequences that may negatively impact parenting.  Children exposed to IPV are at high risk for ongoing behavioral problems and subsequent child abuse.  The Salt Lake City YWCA offers services for women living with IPV through resource centers and shelter living.  This project will identify specific needs of mothers and children as they seek services to end intimate partner violence.  Results will be used to develop resources to support mothers and their children after exposure to IPV and give researchers insight into the prevalence of problematic behaviors and parenting difficulties within a shelter and non-shelter setting.  The specific aims of this study are three: 
1) To assess the parenting needs of women seeking resources related to intimate partner violence.
2) To characterize the types of behavior problems over time in children of women seeking services to end intimate partner violence.
3) To assess the health care needs over time in children of women who are seeking services to end intimate partner violence.

Brief Description of Study:  This study uses paired-preference assessment and a concurrent schedule of reinforcement to find out more about the nature of social deficits in individuals with autism.  The purpose of this research is to evaluate the degree to which social interactions are reinforcing for individuals with autism or individuals with other pervasive developmental disorders by comparing the reinforcing properties of three different stimulus classes.

Brief Description of Study:  The purpose of this study is to (1) determine the correlation between inherent gait speed, daily physical activity, and (2) determine the correlation between exercise commitment and yearly doctor visits in a healthy, active older population..  Researchers will interact with and perform interventions on human subjects in this study.  Risks to the subjects will not be greater than those they would encounter in daily life or performing routine daily physical activity.  Beneficial information regarding the subject’s cardiovascular health will be made known to them.

Study Name:  Long-Term Predictive Accuracy of Adult and Juvenile Specific Risk Assessment Tool with Juveniles Who Offended Sexually

Brief Description of Study:  The JSORRAT-II is an empirically developed risk assessment tool for juvenile sexual offenders. It was developed and initially validated using extensive reviews and analyses of Utah Juvenile Court and Utah Juvenile Justice Services case files for 1202 juveniles who were adjudicated for a sexual offense between January 1, 1990, and December 31, 1992 and between January 1, 1997 and December 31, 1997. The 12-item JSORRAT-II proved to be highly accurate in separating sexual recidivists from non-recidivists in the development sample and performed adequately on validation in Utah and in Iowa. The present study hopes to assess the long-term, adult predictive accuracy of the JSORRATII, as well as several other risk assessment tools (e.g., J-SOAP-II, Static-99). To do that, we need to identify adult recidivism data for the 1202 juveniles in the original study.

Brief Description of Study:  The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) Office of Policy Development and Research selected Mathematica Policy Research (Mathematica) and its subcontractor, Chapin Hall at the University of Chicago, to conduct a study examining housing programs available to young people aging out of foster care, focusing on HUD’s Family Unification Program (FUP). This research will select four communities that appear to be particularly strong examples of serving youth with FUP vouchers to learn more about how the communities operate FUP. In each community, we will conduct key informant interviews with a variety of staff from Public Housing Authorities (PHAs), Public Child Welfare Agencies (PCWAs), and other organizational partners who are responsible for administering the program. We will aggregate themes across respondents and sites to synthesize lessons for HUD and other communities around the nation. Navina Forsythe completed an expedited review.  Proposal qualifies for expedited review because research presents not more than minimal risk and research involves survey and interview data of agency personnel only.  Protocol was approved after researcher added DHS IRB contact information to informed consent.

Brief Description of Study:  Change request.  Currently, study protocol requires storage of de-identified interview data on the protected servers of the Intermountain Injury Control and Research Center.  This limits the ability of the PI in the ongoing analysis of these interviews to those days when she is physically located in the IICRC.  With this amendment, we request that the PI be allowed to store fully de-identified interview data on an encrypted University of Utah computer during periods of ongoing data analysis.  This will increase efficiency in completion of this analysis without increasing risk to subjects.  Ongoing data analysis suggests that we are approaching thematic saturation.  If new subjects are recruited, we plan to recruit only English speaking mothers.  No translation of the consent document is included in this amendment.  Navina Forsythe completed an expedited review of change request.  Change qualifies for expedited review because it is a minor change during the annual period of approval.  Change request was approved.
