The meeting was called to order at 5:04 p.m.by Chair Sam Cunningham.  The Chair asked for approval of the minutes and vouchers.  Dr. vanVloten motioned to accept the minutes and vouchers as presented; seconded by Steve Young.  All in favor; none opposed.  Motion carried.
PEHP
Dave asked Tracy Randall to introduce Whitney Wilde from PEHP Insurance. Whitney was present to explain the options for insurance plans and ways to save money in the future.  Any changes would be available for January.  The Chair and Dave thanked Whitney for her presentation.  The Chair asked for the next step to take as a Board, regarding the insurance issue.  Dave explained that the Health Department could still ask for bids with other insurance companies, and compare prices.  Dave asked Commissioner Nelson what Emery County offers for insurance and discussion followed about different counties.  The Chair summarized by saying the Health Department will work on this internally and bring the information back to present to the Board for approval.  The Chair asked about any bookkeeping problems with the insurance options for different employees, but Tracy stated only 2 options can be offered at one time through PEHP and that would not be a problem.
HEALTH EDUCATION ACTIVITIES UPDATE
Dave introduced Debbie Marvidikis to speak about the Health Education Activities.  Debbie passed around new pedometers for all those in attendance at the meeting.  She presented a power point on different health education programs offered through our department and answered questions.
DEPUTY DIRECTOR
This issue was moved to the end of the agenda and discussed in Executive Session.
LEGISLATURE
Dave stated the list of bills that applied to health or public health are listed and included in the board packet.  He quickly reviewed those bills with brief explanations on each.
Steve Young stated SCR10 was a bill for VMTE and explained it passed both the House and Senate.  There is no money involved, but it basically states that Utah supports what the committee is doing for cancer screening in Monticello.  It was going to the Governor to be signed that week.
SEQUESTRATION
Dave stated that Sequestration has not come about yet, except for threats.  CDC is telling Local Health Departments to expect 5.5% cuts.  The biggest issue with cuts to the programs is getting staff to do different duties in different programs instead of continuing to do what they have been accustomed to.  The WIC program has already taken a big hit, and another 5% cut is expected.  The MCH Grant is in the same situation as WIC.
The Chair stated she is hearing that cuts will take place in the administration aspect, rather than programmatic cuts.
POLICY & PROCEDURES
Tracy explained the policy on Workshops and Conferences in the Packet and the revisions.  Dr. vanVloten motioned to approve the wording; seconded by Kathi Reaves.  Discussion included the question from Steve Young concerning the quantity of people sent to the same meetings and whether it is cost effective. Dave explained it is not cost effective if there is only one meeting; if there are different sessions then it is cost-effective.   All in favor of the changes; none opposed.  Motion carried.
Tracy then reviewed the policy on Fringe Benefits.  The Chair asked about cuts on some of the employee’s hours and asked if these cuts affected their benefits.  Tracy explained these benefits are not affected.  Tracy also explained the changes for benefit coverage and hours worked would apply to any newly hired employees or those employees who choose to reduce their hours from 40 to less than 30.
Dr. vanVloten motioned to approve; seconded by Commissioner Nelson.  All in favor; none opposed.  Motion carried.

STATE AUDIT
Dave explained every few years the State performs an audit at each health department.  He asked Tracy to explain the recommendations and findings from the recent audit.  She explained there were 2 points that need to be corrected.  #1=The MER matching the general ledger, and #2= Getting permission from the WIC program to purchase new WIC computers.  Both issues have been resolved.
MRC/HOSPITAL COALITION
Dave explained he had asked Robby Donaldson to come and review this topic, but Robby was not able to attend the meeting this evening.  Dave reviewed the information and listed all the agencies who participated.   Dave answered questions from the board members.
The “Utah Shake-Out” Earthquake Exercise is scheduled for April 17 this year and we will be participating.
R317 DRAFT
The R317 is the Rule that governs Waste Water issues.  Brady reviewed and discussed this Rule.  Brady talked about alternative systems for waste water.  Commissioner Lyman asked if opting out to do these systems is a district-wide decision or county by county.  Brady stated we could do this county by county.  
He stated there are interesting points for San Juan and Grand Counties involving “evapo-transferation beds” in areas where there is little or no soil.  These are currently experimental systems.  This new rule would allow places to apply for a variance, for permission for this type of system.
TATTOO FEE
Brady explained he found the SEUDHD Body Art Regulations Policy that was adopted in March of 2000.  He explained the language contained in the policy.  Dr. vanVloten asked about any language regarding Hepatitis or AIDS.  Brady stated it does discuss Hepatitis B but nothing on AIDS.  It was decided to expand the sample application contained in the packet (from Central Health Department) to include both Hepatitis B and AIDS.  Brady suggested a first time fee of $50 and the renewal fee of $30.
Steve Young made the motion to approve the fee/amended application with the addition of the wording regarding Hepatitis B and AIDS.  The motion was seconded by Kathi Reaves.   Dr. vanVloten is very interested in knowing whether the Health Department would allow someone to do a tattoo if infected with either Hepatitis B or AIDS.   More discussion continued.  Councilwoman Tubbs defined that we can go on with the approval of the fee, without approving the wording of the application.
Steve Young made a substitute motion to read: Motion to approve the body art fee of $50 (not to include the approval of the application until the wording is changed).  Substitute motion was seconded by Commissioner Nelson.  All in favor, with the exception of Dr. vanVloten, who abstained from voting on this.  Motion carried.

MEDIA
Dave stated everyone could go through the packet and review the media articles.  
PUBLIC HEALTH
Dottie quickly reviewed her public health articles (i.e. childhood vaccines and risks, pneumococcal vaccine, Baby Your Baby Income scale, WIC updates, and CDC Health Update).
ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH
Brady announced Orion Rogers has been hired in Grand County for the Environmental Health department.  The Chair asked Brady what Orion’s hours are in Moab, and Brady explained Orion works Monday through Friday.  Discussion followed about Orion’s 40-hour work week, although the office is closed in Moab on Friday.  Orion is usually out in the field on Friday, but he has a cell phone and can be reached.
Brady recently inspected the Tamarisk and they have restaurant issues they are working on.  They are given one week to work on these and if not resolved, then they are closed down.
OTHER
Steve Young asked about some Managers Meeting minutes that were sent with the Board Packet and asked about the extra money sent to Monticello that was left over from the VMTE Program.  Teresa Garrett had mentioned to Steve Young that extra money would be sent to the health department and used as part of that program.  
Steve Young stated that San Juan County is getting the short end of any Health Department services.  He went on to explain that Monticello Office is only open 2 days a month and no services (or very limited services) are provided.  The Chair stated they have the same concerns in Grand County, and suggested that something be prepared for the next meeting showing why these cuts in Grand and San Juan County were executed.  San Juan County has been without a nurse for a month now.  The Chair understands the concerns from San Juan County.
The Chair requested at this time (6:50 p.m.)that the Board go into Executive session.
The meeting resumed at 7:06 p.m.
There will be a committee to formulate an evaluation of the Health Director, pending the acceptance of someone (Gary Suttlemyer) to represent San Juan County.  The Board of Health Chair will also be on the committee.  Councilwoman Tubbs asked that someone be chair of this committee.  It was suggested that Sam be the chair of the committee, since she is the chair for the Board. 
Meeting adjourned at 7:09 p.m.
