Agenda Item:  Consider a request for a mural to be painted on an existing concrete wall at 3176 Santa Clara Drive.    Jonathon Kolon, applicant and property owner

Applicant:  Mr. Jonathon Kolon, property owner

Sign location:  3176 Santa Clara Drive

Mural Artist:   Mr. Daniel Growler



Request:   The city has received a request from Mr. Jonathon Kolon, property owner, to allow him to hire an artist to paint a mural on an existing concrete retaining wall along his property frontage at 3176 Santa Clara Drive (see photos of property attached).    The city staff has reviewed the request and support the proposed mural believing it would provide an aesthetic improvement to the barren concrete wall along his Santa Clara Drive frontage.   The applicant stated that he and his wife will take responsibility for maintenance of the art work – both in terms of potential graffiti repair and refreshing the art work when original has faded.



Relevant City Code provisions from Chapter 17.45 Historic District Sign Code

1.  17.45.020 Definitions:   Wall Mural: A work of art such as a painting applied directly to a wall, fence, pavement, or similar surface that is decorative in nature and content.

2.  17.45.050 Review Procedures:   A sign application is reviewed by staff, and upon staff request may be reviewed by the Heritage Commission.

(note, in this case the City Council will also consider this request because the retaining wall is on city right of way)

3.   17.45.120 Permitted Permanent Signs

         L.  Murals:  Wall murals shall be permitted if the content is in keeping with a moral society and in keeping with the theme of the Historic District and is approved by the Heritage Commission.    A maximum of ten percent of the mural may be used for advertising as long as the advertisement is incorporated into the mural.    (note, no advertising is proposed in this request)

		1) Size : limited to one wall

	2) Height Limit:  Must be below the roofline of the wall ( note, assumes         the mural is on the wall of a building).

	3)  Illumination:  Murals may be illuminated; see section 17.45.110:J.  (note, in this case no illumination is proposed)



Proposed size and design of mural:   The proposed mural has a Native American design which seems appropriate given the proximity to the Jacob Hamblin pioneer home.  ( See attached photos of proposed wall design.)    Jacob Hamblin was famous for his ability to deal with Native American tribes, among his many other skills.    The size of the mural is basically the size of the existing concrete wall;   the circles shown in the photo are approximately 6’ in size and staff understands the mural will extend all or most of the length of the wall.  

 

Heritage Commission action:    The HC recommends approval of the wall mural with the condition that the Commission may inspect the final art work to see that it follows the general design presented and approved by the HC on 4/15/20.    The applicant, Mr Jonathon Kolon, said  during the HC meeting that he will be glad to work with the city to get a small plaque posted next to the mural which will briefly describe the meaning of the art work, which is about “life forces of the earth”.    Corey Bundy will coordinate a possible plaque with Mr Kolon.

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City Council Agenda Report for 4/22/20:  Consider approval of a Road Dedication Plat for Caymus Lane.



Applicants:   Various property owners have cooperated in the dedication of property for the platting of Caymus Lane, a public street intersecting with Vineyard Drive.

Engineer:   Rosenberg Associates

 





Various property owners along the proposed Caymus Lane have agreed to dedicate the necessary road right of way to get this street properly dedicated and a plat recorded with the county.    The proposed public street is 343’ in length and 35’ wide.     Lance Rigby is the contractor who will complete the street improvements.    There is a request pending for a building permit for a single family home and this proposed public street will provide the necessary access.    The future extension of Caymus Lane could also lead to additional single family homes along the street extension.

  The total area for the current road dedication amounts to 0.31 acre.



Staff recommends approval of the road dedication plat.   (Note that road dedications do not require a public hearing, whereas the vacating of a street or easement does require a public hearing.)

1. Call to Order. 


 


Chair Wayne Rogers called the meeting to order at 12:00 p.m.   


 


2. Working Agenda: 


 


A. General Business. 


 


1. Request Recommendation to Planning Commission for Hillside Review 


of The Edge at Grand Desert Amended Preliminary Plat, Located in the 


South Hills Area, South of the Sycamore Subdivision, Joseph Platt, 


Applicant; Brett Henke, Kuma Engineering. 


 


Chair Rogers reported that the above project was reviewed by the Hillside Review Board about two 


years earlier; however, because there have been changes to the original plan, the Hillside Review 


Board felt that more discussion and review was needed.  Some of the changes included the 


following: 


 


• Extension of the road through what is known as the Williams property, where Chapel Street 


will connect to the project.   


 


• A small change was made to the alignment of the road extension that provides access to the 


top.   


 


• What was originally called the Future Phase is now Phase 1.  


 







 


Santa Clara City Hillside Review Board Meeting – 04/01/20 2 


Brett Henke, from Kuma Engineering, reported that the layout of the Hotel Central area has 


changed slightly from what was originally presented.  He explained that with regard to the access 


road that runs to the BLM to the west, it is now proposed that there be retaining with rock or 


concrete on the north edge of the roadway, where the level lots would be.  Mr. Henke stated that the 


Hotel Central area has elevations for the lowest levels such as the parking level and a hotel step off 


the building and in the back.  As part of the new proposal, the road would be cut and retained.  The 


edges would be retained so that the project does not push up into the hill or on either side of the 


road and the drainage will adhere to the recommendations based on the original plan.  Mr. Henke 


noted that some adjustments may be needed depending on what happens with the road and the final 


approvals.  


 


Community Development Director, Corey Bundy read the Soils Report but had not seen anything 


regarding the hotel side or the upper portion of the roadway.  Mr. Henke stated that that information 


was included in the report and the addendum letter included as part of the additional submission.  


Mr. Henke reviewed the site plan showing where the explorations were or are taking place and 


although a few have not yet been drilled, there is enough information from the previous study.  


Although they get close to clay in a few locations, for the most part, separation is maintained from 


the clay on the hillside. 


 


In response to a question about test holes on the north end of the Chapel Street Drive extension, 


Chair Rogers stated that there is a separate report that begins where the original report left off.  


While the test hits in the original report showed blue clay most of the way, the test hits to the north 


showed sandstone.  To the north, there is a layer of sandstone, which is why the bridge was placed 


in its current location.  There was a small amount of clay on top of the sandstone in one of the holes, 


and the sandstone acts as a good stabilizer for the hillside.  


 


City Engineer and Engineering Consultant, Todd Olson, stated that he had not seen the updated 


Geotech report findings and asked if the areas on the original report that were in blue clay would 


have the four-foot excavation. Chair Rogers confirmed that that would be the case and that the 


recommendations would remain the same. 


 


Kyle Hafen commented that the process is still being worked through with the Bureau of Land 


Management (“BLM”) because they want the BLM access to be a secondary road.  The reason the 


road is showing on the current plan is to go through the process and have it approved as a backup 


plan as a secondary access. The hope, however, was that the road will not be needed.  


 


Chair Rogers explained that they want to use as much on-site rock as possible for cuts and fills.  


The new plan shows only one location with a large cut that will require significant engineering for 


the wall.  David Black pointed out that on the north side of the road there will be a fill but it flattens 


out.  He suggested that instead of retaining the fill areas, a flatter slope be placed on the north side 


of the road and let it run out at perhaps 4-to-1 so that it can be revegetated.  That way, the mitigation 


could be by slope restoration and not necessarily by retaining.  


 


Support was expressed for Board Member Black’s idea, and it was noted that anything that can be 


done to minimize retaining walls and work with the original topography would be best.  
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Board Member Black assumed that the fill slope by TP 6 would be retained so that the drainage 


would not be impacted.  If stacked rock or block is used, it would be important to keep it as natural-


looking as possible. 


 


Chair Rogers affirmed that other local areas have the same rock that could be used so that the 


natural colors can be matched. 


 


Board Member Black asked if the drainage into the roadway would drain into a storm drain, drain 


down the asphalt or if there would be a cut ditch on one side, and what type of erosion protection 


there would be.  He also asked where the drainage would eventually go.  Mr. Henke explained that 


there will be curb and gutter in the road with inlet boxes to capture the water.  The water would be 


routed into a tie-in that runs into the wash near TP 5.  Eventually, the drainage will run into the 


river.  


 


Joby Venuti asked how the drainage will be addressed on the west side near the top of the cut.  


Mr. Henke explained that having a ditch on the upside with a crossover to the other side or the 


storm drain would be the best way to capture the water from the slope.  It would then tie into the 


storm drain where possible.  He added that it would be better to have more ties to prevent excessive 


flow in a channel above the walls.   


 


Board Member Venuti stated that from a construction perspective, it is important to protect the 


walls on the north side and ensure that the water does not get behind the retaining.  Mr. Henke 


agreed and stated that there will have to be a swale on top for erosion control, such as a check dam 


or riprap in critical areas, and connections into the drainage system that runs in the roadway. 


 


Board Member Black inquired about drainage.  Since there can be erosion coming off of the hill, he 


asked if the catch basins that drain into the wash by cross-section CC could be connected and taken 


down to the north of the bridge.  Mr. Henke stated that he tried to match the original studies, which 


showed locations where they had proposed to take drainage up from the road into the washes.  He 


agreed that it would be better to avoid areas where there would be erosion in the wash and continue 


the drainage down to the bridge.  He explained that the goal in the hotel area would be to split the 


drainage going north.  The drainage would then go down that road to the east depending on what 


happens with the road.  The big swale between Hotel Central and the BLM road is one of the major 


drainages so the plan has direct flows there.  However, since that road might go away, some 


modifications may have to be made.  Mr. Henke stated that they would make any needed 


modifications to the original drainage submitted such as the street, storm drain, and the hydraulic 


grade line.  He stressed that they would meet all requirements.  Mr. Henke added that the architect’s 


goal was to design the building to look as if it were placed in the hillside.    


 


Board Member Black referenced Snapshot 5 and inquired about fill in one of the washes.  He asked 


if that was to be a retain fill with rock rather than catch it down the hill.  Mr. Henke stated that the 


original language called for a small seven-foot rock wall.  He did not know if those plans would 


remain the same or if the grades would remain the same.  Board Member Black stated that it would 


minimize the disturbance to not try to catch fill down the slope.  He was not concerned about 


aesthetics or the cuts because the developer will want to hide them to the extent possible.  He was 


concerned about the uncertainty of the situation.  Various possible scenarios were described and he 


asked if something should be done to ensure that the disturbance is addressed.  For example, the 
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entrance road could potentially be a separate phase and bonded to ensure that it does not remain 


unfinished.  


 


Mr. Bundy agreed and pointed out that there is already a section on page 15 of the Hillside 


Ordinance that specifies the bonding requirement.  The intent was to make sure that it will be a 


facility that the City does not have to provide ongoing maintenance for. 


 


Board Member Venuti expressed concern about number five and making sure the drainage on the 


top of the walls is as it should be.  He agreed with Board Member Black’s idea to slope out the 


bottom part because it would be effective and save money.  


 


Board Member Black moved to approve The Edge at Grand Desert Amended Preliminary 


Plat, located in the South Hills area, south of the Sycamore Subdivision, as presented with the 


following recommendations: 


 


1. Address the concerns about the slope above and the retaining walls regarding 


drainage. 


 


2. Any natural rocks or concrete block should match the area and color 


aesthetically. 


 


3. There should be bonding on this project for the roadway, in accordance with the 


current ordinance. 


 


Board Member Ence seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously with one 


abstention.  Board Member Todd Jacobsen abstained from the vote as he is one of the Project 


Engineers. 


 


The applicant, Joe Platt noted that the plan was previously approved by the Planning Commission 


and asked what the next step should be.  Mr. Bundy stated that the request should next be reviewed 


by the City Council and that the preliminary plat would need to be updated under the new 


engineering company, Kuma Engineering. 


 


City Planner, Bob Nicholson, stated that a public hearing is not required but observed that the 


preliminary plat has changed significantly.  The original plat was more residential, whereas the 


current one is primarily the hotel project.  Mr. Platt noted that more soil work and drainage studies 


have been completed but the scale and scope of the project has not changed.  Mr. Nicholson 


commented that the changes made to the new plat may require Planning Commission review.   


 


2. Review Hillside Ordinance and Make Recommendation for Public 


Hearing to Planning Commission. 


 


Chair Rogers reported that the desire was for the Board to review the Hillside Ordinance and 


discuss the possibility of making changes.  He asked that the Board Members review the ordinance 


and make a list of questions to be shared with the group.  There could then be discussion on 


potential changes or additions.   


 


David Black shared the following thoughts regarding the ordinance:

• Require developers to build retaining walls as part of the subdivision. 
 


• Set a standard for minimum roadway sections when there are blue clay areas (two feet over, 


four feet over, etc.) 


 


• Do not require borings on every lot or eliminate borings that go to a sufficient depth below 


the plan cuts. 


 


• Issues with developers wanting to extend fills into an area designated as open space. 


 


• Drainage issues or requirements on the back of residential lots. 


 


Mr. Nicholson requested that Board Member Black send his ideas to Selena Nez to forward to all of 


the Board Members.  He and Mr. Bundy would compare the ideas to the Hillside and Subdivision 


Ordinances to see where there are gaps or where the current requirements may need to be enhanced. 


 


Mr. Bundy suggested tabling review of the Hillside Ordinance until the following month to allow 


the Board Members to review it.  The Board Members agreed. 


 


3. Discussion Items. 


 


There were no discussion items. 


 


4. Approval of Minutes. 


 


A. Request Approval of the January 15, 2020, Meeting Minutes.  


 


Board Member Black moved to approve the minutes of January 15, 2020.  Board Member

A. INTRODUCTION 
 


Santa Clara City has contracted with Sunrise Engineering to prepare an amendment to the 
already adopted Santa Clara City, Utah Master Traffic & Transportation Plan/Impact Fee 
Facilities Plan with Impact Fee Analysis (the Adopted Plan). This amendment shall be 
considered part of the Adopted Plan once the amendment is adopted by the City Council. 


 
This amendment adds two crossings across the Tuacahn Wash including a road to connect the 
two crossings.  This change has been necessitated since the Adopted Plan was prepared due to 
the projected growth near the wash. These wash crossings will provide reliable access across 
the wash to the future growth areas.  Santa Clara City felt it necessary to complete an 
amendment to the latest update of the Adopted Plan to address this project. A concept plan for 
the two wash crossings is attached to this amendment.  
 
Additionally with this amendment, the Pedestrian Underpass/Overpass project has been 
removed from the Plan and a new road in South Hills extending from Gates Lane to the South 
Hills Recreational Park has been added. 
 


B. IMPACT FEE FACILITIES PLAN 
 


Section IV.C.i of the Adopted Plan shall be modified by adding the following: 
 


Tuacahn Wash Crossings 
 


In order to provide reliable access for future growth that is expected in the surrounding area in 
the near future, two culvert crossings and a section of roadway between the two crossings are 
planned across the Tuacahn Wash.   
 
  







 
 


The cost for this project was estimated based on the attached Engineer’s Opinion of Probable 
Cost.  
 
Cost Estimate: $677,000 
 


Extension of Gates Ln. to South Hills Recreational Park 
 


A paved road is being recommended at the extension of Gates Ln. due to the projected growth 
in the area and due to the traffic anticipated to reach the proposed South Hills Recreational 
Park. 
 
The cost for this project was estimated based on the attached Engineer’s Opinion of Probable 
Cost.  
 
Cost Estimate: $817,000 
 
The “Pedestrian Underpass/Overpass at Rachel Dr.” paragraph from Section IV.C.i of the 
Adopted Plan shall be removed. 
 


C. IMPACT FEE ANALYSIS 
 
The impact fee charged to a single-family equivalent (SFE) in the Adopted Plan was previously 
calculated as $2,155. The second amendment to the Adopted Plan increased the maximum 
eligible impact fee per SFE to $3,122; however, it is understood that the City did not increase 
the impact fee at that time. 
 
The cost estimate for the Tuacahn Wash crossings also includes the costs associated with the 
road improvements connecting the two culvert crossings.   
 
The crossings at Tuacahn Wash and the extension of Gates Ln. to South Hills Recreational Park 
will both be considered 100% Impact fee eligible because they are necessary due to new 
growth. Table VI.B-1 shall be revised as shown on the following page to reflect the costs 
included in Amendments 1 through 3. 
 
The cost estimate for the Tuacahn Wash Crossings ($677,000) is the estimated cost at the time 
of construction and will therefore not be adjusted for inflation.  
 
The Tuacahn Wash Crossings and the extension of Gates Ln. to South Hills Recreational Park 
projects include assumed financing (10 years @ 4.0%).  There was no interest assumed to be 
earned from the impact fees being collected for these projects as it is assumed the impact fees 
collected will immediately be used against the loan. Table VI.B-2 shall be revised as shown on 
the following page to reflect the calculated total Impact Fee eligible costs included in 
Amendments 1 through 3.

The impact fee eligible amount of the Tuacahn Wash Culvert Crossings is therefore $834,689.69 
and for the extension of Gates Ln. to South Hills Recreational Park it is $1,007,287.02.  
 


D. MAXIMUM ELIGIBLE IMPACT FEE 
 
The Total Impact Fee Eligible amount as shown in revised Table VI.B-2 is therefore $8,396,400.  
The new eligible amount can be calculated by taking the total Impact Fee Eligible amount 
divided by the total trips (20,991) and then multiplied by the number of trips per SFE (9.44) as

	This Interlocal Cooperative Agreement (the “Agreement”) is entered into by WASHINGTON COUNTY, a political subdivision of the State of Utah (“the County”); and SANTA CLARA CITY, a Utah municipal corporation (“the City”), hereinafter collectively referred to as “Participants”.  The purpose of the Agreement is to set forth the obligations that the City will perform to support the County in hosting the IRONMAN 70.3 World Championship – St. George (2021), the IRONMAN North American Championship (2020 and 2023), and the IRONMAN 70.3 North American Championship (2021, 2022, and 2024) and fulfilling the County’s contract with World Triathlon Corporation (“WTC”).



RECITALS



WHEREAS, for the past ten years, Washington County and the City have worked together with other public entities in order to host IRONMAN events; and



	WHEREAS, the prior event hosting agreement between Washington County and WTC as well as the prior interlocal agreement between the City and County regarding the IRONMAN events have expired and need to be renewed for the area to successfully host new IRONMAN events; and



	WHEREAS, the County has entered into a Host Venue Agreement with WTC under which the County will host IRONMAN races for another five year term (“IRONMAN Contract”), a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit “A”, and under which Washington County will host the IRONMAN 70.3 North American Championship for three years (2021, 2022, and 2024) and host the reintroduction of the full IRONMAN to the area for the IRONMAN North American Championship for two years (2020 and 2023) (each individually referred to as an “Event” or collectively as “Annual Event”); and



	WHEREAS, in addition to the IRONMAN Contract, Washington County has been selected to host the IRONMAN 70.3 World Championship and has entered into a Host Venue Agreement (“World Championship Contract”), a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit “B”, and under which Washington County will host the IRONMAN 70.3 World Championship – St. George (2021) (referred to as an “Event” or the “World Championship Event”); and



WHEREAS, The Utah Interlocal-Cooperation Act, Utah Code Annotated Sections 11-13-101 et seq. (1953, as amended), permits local public agencies, including counties and cities, to make the most efficient use of their powers through cooperating with other public agencies; and



	WHEREAS, due to the large positive economic impact that will come to the City and its residents by having the IRONMAN events conducted in and around the City, the City is willing to assist the County in fulfilling some of the County’s responsibilities under the IRONMAN Contract and the World Championship Contract.     





	THEREFORE, the Participants agree as follows:



REQUIREMENTS OF THE COUNTY UNDER THE IRONMAN CONTRACT 

AND THE WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP CONTRACT THAT SHALL BE PROVIDED BY THE CITY



Section 1.	The City shall provide the following to the County at no expense to the County (except as provided in Section 3), during each year of the term of the IRONMAN Contract and for the World Championship Contract:



(a)	Planning and Coordination.  Coordinate the use and permitting of needed and available City facilities, roads, easements and volunteer recruitment for all race sites in Washington City to include: race course, aid stations, concessions, parking, VIP hospitality, spectator viewing, transportation and municipal services. 



(b) 	Venues/Facilities.  The City will provide venues and facilities in a similar manner, location, and quantity as the City has historically provided. The Parties acknowledge that adjustments to the course may be needed from year to year based on new growth and development in the area. Any adjustments will be discussed and approved by the Parties well in advance of the annual event. Certain facilities and personal property listed herein will be required from the Tuesday before to the Tuesday immediately following each Race.  The County shall identify all facilities and personal property listed herein needed for an Event, and the dates needed, no later than 60 days prior to an Event.





SERVICES



Section 2. 	With respect to each Event and as coordinated by WTC’s Race Director, the City shall facilitate, assist, and contribute services for the following support services as needed within the City:



(a) Police, Emergency and Other Municipal Services within the City.  Provide and/or arrange for the provision of costs for police and municipal services within the City necessary to plan and conduct the Events, including police, traffic operations, community awareness, waste management, and electrical services. The City shall ensure that police will command and ensure all emergency services (police, fire, and ambulance) needed to maintain public safety. 



(b) [bookmark: _DV_M165]Traffic Control Devices and Services.  The City shall provide (or cause to be provided) diagrams and/or plans to assist with the placement of traffic devices within the City.  The City shall have no obligation to provide traffic control devices, cones, message boards, etc.



	(c) 		Community Awareness.  The City shall provide community notifications (provided a reasonable time before the Event) to all potentially affected persons and third parties within the city, informing them of planned street closures and Event schedules.



(c) Waste Management Services. The City shall ensure that the Venue is clean and well-kept at all times. Adjustments will be put in place according to the needs of WTC. The City shall provide (or cause to be provided) recycle containers, garbage units, large units for disposal, transportation, and manpower.









REIMBURSEMENT



Section 3.	The County shall reimburse the City for all race day overtime costs for police and municipal services necessary to conduct the portion of the event that is within the boundary of the City, including police, traffic operations, traffic control devices (cones, barricades, VMS boards), community awareness, waste management, electrical services, and parking. The City shall coordinate police and service employee schedules during race week to provide for the least amount of overtime hours possible during race day.

 



TERM



Section 4.	This Agreement shall become effective on the date that both Participants have duly executed the Agreement and will continue in effect until thirty (30) days after the 2024 Event, unless otherwise agreed to in writing by the parties.



COMPLIANCE



Section 5.	The City shall agree to the following items in order to comply with the terms of the IRONMAN Contract and the World Championship Contract:



(a) Intellectual Property of WTC.  The City shall not, without WTC’s prior written consent, use any intellectual property rights of WTC, including without limitation the IRONMAN® mark, the 70.3® mark, and the design mark known as the “M-DOT.”  The City shall promptly inform WTC of any possible misuse or infringement by any person or entity of the Event Logo or any other intellectual property of WTC.



(b) [bookmark: _Ref353886585]No Construction; Street Cleaning.  Unless reasonably required and unavoidable, the City shall not begin and/or effect any structural, engineering, beautification, or related works during the Event and the week prior to the Event. The City shall be responsible for sweeping and cleaning up all Venue areas prior to and after each Event. 



(c) Venue & Race Course Exclusivity; Condition of Race Course.  The City shall provide WTC with exclusive use of locations (as necessary for conducting the Event) within the Venue for purposes of staging and conducting the Race, the transition areas and infrastructure, the Expo, and all other aspects of the Event. The City shall ensure that, as necessary to conduct the Races, the Race course route (i.e., the roads, waterways, and other public spaces actually used for the Race) is closed to the public during the Race and for a reasonable period before and after the Race, and, subject to reasonable exceptions, is made exclusively available to WTC during such periods. The City shall ensure that all Race routes within the Venue are in good condition during the Event.





EXCLUSIVITY



Section 6.



(a) Use of Racecourse and Event-Related Areas.  Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Agreement: During the period between (and including) the Monday preceding the Race Date until (and including) the Friday following the Race Date (collectively, the “Event Period”), the City shall not produce, conduct, host, or permit any event (other than such Event) that takes place, in whole or in part, on any portion of the Race course or at any Event-related area; provided, however, that during the Event Period (excluding Race day) private functions, corporate events and the Washington City Cotton Days Celebration may take place but only if such events do not do or include any of the following: 



(i) include any endurance-, running-, road cycling-, or swimming-related race, competition or event having a distance longer than an “Olympic” distance triathlon; 

(ii) include any vendor exposition, tradeshow, and/or the selling of any merchandise and/or services that has the effect of exploiting the goodwill of the Event and/or gaining market exposure by way of intrusive and/or associative marketing practices;

(iii) occur on the Race course or at any other area where any part of the Event is being conducted, or adversely affect the ingress or egress to or from any such areas;

(iv) in any way jeopardize or adversely impact Event production or operations;

(v) infringe on any WTC intellectual property rights; or

(vi) include or constitute Ambush Marketing (as defined in Section 7 or otherwise promote themselves as purportedly being part of or in connection with the Event). 



(b) Advertising Other Triathlon Companies or Long-Distance Triathlons. Unless otherwise pre-approved, in writing, by WTC (which approval may be granted or denied in WTC’s sole discretion), during the Term and except as set forth in this Section, the City shall not permit its website to display any marketing, promotion, advertisement, reference, or the like, of (i) any other triathlon event series or company, including but not limited to International Triathlon Union (ITU), Revloution3 Triathlon, Life Time Fitness Triathlon, Challenge Family Triathlon, and HITS Triathlon (or any of their respective successors or assigns)(the “Ironman Competitors”), (ii) any person, entity, or group (other than WTC or any subsidiary or licensee thereof) that operates, organizes, produces, or is otherwise involved in any triathlon having a distance longer than that of an “Olympic” distance triathlon (as such distance is defined by the International Triathlon Union), or (iii) any triathlon having a distance longer than that of an “Olympic” distance triathlon (as such distance is defined by the International Triathlon Union), unless such triathlon is owned or operated by WTC or any subsidiary or licensee of WTC.



Notwithstanding the foregoing, the City may permit its website to display marketing, promotion, advertisement, reference, and/or otherwise associate with, BBSC Endurance Sports (“BBSC”), provided however, that the City may not permit its website to display any marketing, promotion, advertisement, reference, or the like, of (A) any BBSC event(s) if such BBSC event(s) features any race distance longer than that of an “Olympic” distance triathlon (as such distance is defined by the International Triathlon Union), or (B) BBSC if BBSC or any of BBSC’s events are acquired by and/or operated by any Ironman Competitor.



(c) Non-Competition. During the Term and the eighteen (18)-month period thereafter, the City shall not produce, support, advertise, promote, conduct, host, permit, or contract or partner with any person or entity (other than WTC or a subsidiary thereof) for or in connection with, any other triathlon located, in whole or in part, within the Venue if such event features any race distance longer than that of an “Olympic” distance triathlon (as such distance is defined by the International Triathlon Union).







AMBUSH MARKETING



[bookmark: _Ref351530279]Section 7.	

(a) “Ambush Marketing” means selling (e.g., including, but not limited to, sponsorship, merchandise, vendor space), advertising, or marketing, by any third party that is not a WTC-authorized sponsor, merchandiser, and/or vendor of the Event, where such selling, advertising, or marketing (i) is in connection with, or in proximity to, the Event, or (ii) otherwise has the effect of exploiting the goodwill of the Event and/or gaining market exposure by way of intrusive and/or associative marketing practices. 

(b) The City shall not cause, engage in, or permit any Ambush Marketing, and, except to the extent the City is prohibited by law from doing so, the City shall prevent and stop Ambush Marketing at, near, or in connection with the Event, including without limitation by:



(i) Causing its employees and agents to promptly report, to WTC and the proper City or County authorities, any marketing or activity reasonably appearing to be Ambush Marketing;  



(ii) Ensuring, prior to and during the Event, that the Event perimeter and any other key advertising locations under the City's control do not carry any form of temporary advertising or promotional material relating to the Event, except as may be approved in writing by WTC (in WTC’s sole discretion);



(iii) Using, invoking, and applying the City’s powers to protect all trademarks and copyrights associated with the Event;



(iv) Preventing the distribution of product samples, premiums, promotional literature and other commercial and non-commercial materials within the established Event perimeter or adjacent to the Event site, except where expressly authorized by WTC;



(v) As allowed by law, causing all signage and other physical items of Ambush Marketing to be taken down, moved, removed, and/or confiscated immediately by the City or, if applicable, law enforcement personnel; and 



(vi) Cooperating with WTC to prevent Ambush Marketing, as may reasonably be requested by WTC.

 






INDEMNIFICATION



Section 8.	



(a)	Each Participant agrees to be fully responsible for their own acts of negligence, or their respective agents’ acts of negligence while acting within the scope of their authority, and agree to be liable for any damages resulting from said negligence to the extent permitted by law.  Each Participant shall indemnify, defend and hold the other Participant and its officers, employees, and/or agents harmless from any and all claims, costs, liabilities, judgments, expenses or damages arising out of any negligent and/or act of malfeasance by the other party, its officers, employees, and/or agents.



(b)	Nothing contained herein shall be construed as consent by either of the Participants to be sued by third-parties in any manner arising from this Agreement, or as a waiver of sovereign immunity as to any Participant.





GENERAL PROVISIONS



Section 9.



(a) Interlocal Agreement to be Kept on File.  Each Participant will file this Agreement with its keeper of records.

(b) Approval.  This Agreement shall be approved by each party, pursuant to the requirements of the Interlocal Cooperation Act.



(c)	Attorney Review.  This Agreement shall be reviewed as to proper form and compliance with applicable law by a duly authorized attorney on behalf of each party, pursuant to the requirements of the Interlocal Cooperation Act. 



(d)	Costs.  Unless otherwise stated in this Agreement, each party shall be responsible for its own costs of any action done pursuant to this Agreement, and for any financing of such costs.



(e)	No Interlocal Entity.  No separate legal entity is created by the terms of this Agreement.  To the extent that this Agreement requires administration other than as set forth herein, it shall be administered by the duly assigned employees of the Participants, acting as a joint board.  No real or personal property shall be acquired jointly by the parties as a result of this Agreement.  To the extent that a party acquires, holds, and disposes of any real or personal property for use in the joint or cooperative undertaking contemplated by this Agreement, such party shall do so in the same manner that it deals with other property of such party



(f) Participants Status.  Each Participant represents and warrants that it is a political subdivision of the State of Utah and is authorized to enter into the transactions contemplated by this Agreement and to carry out its obligations hereunder.



(g) Termination of Agreement.  This Agreement shall be in full force and effect and be legally binding upon the Participants only after its approval and execution by the governing bodies of each of the Participants.  This Agreement shall automatically terminate if and when the Ironman Contract is terminated prior to the fulfillment of its term.  Furthermore, the Participants by mutual consent may terminate the Agreement at any time after all contractual obligations and debts relating to this Agreement have been fulfilled and retired.



(h) Counterparts.  This Agreement may be executed in several counterparts, any one of which shall be regarded for all purposes as one original.  The Participants agree that they will execute all instruments, documents, and resolutions or ordinances necessary to give effect to the terms of the Agreement.



(i) Entire Contract.  This Agreement merges and supersedes all prior negotiations, representations and agreements between the Participants relating to the subject matter hereof and constitutes the entire contract between the Participants.



(j) Amendment.  This Agreement shall not be modified or amended except in writing, which shall be signed by the duly authorized representative of each Participant after adoption of a resolution by the governing body of each participant approving the modification or amendment.



(k) Dispute Resolution.  The Participants to this Agreement are governmental entities working together for mutual advantage.  In the event a dispute arises with respect to this Agreement, the Participants agree to first submit the matter to non-binding mediation.  



(l) Governing Law.  This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Utah.

Subject: 	Approve 3 New street standards for PD zone in Santa Clara City Construction Standards by resolution.





Staff Report: Over the past few years Santa Clara has approved roads in Planned Developments that are smaller than our Construction Standards allow.  The smallest ROW we currently have in the Construction Standards is 44’ ROW with 29’ of asphalt.



It’s staffs desire to have three other street right-a-way designs.

1.  34’ ROW with 29’ of asphalt, 2’ curb with utility easement of 14’ on each side that includes a 6 foot landscape, 4 foot sidewalk on each side of back of curb in the utility easement.

2. 35’ ROW with 26’ of asphalt, 2’ curb, 4’ sidewalk on each side.

3. 41’ ROW with 29’ of asphalt, 2’ curb, 4’sidewalk on each side.



 All three of these ROW’s are currently operating in PD zones and all emergency vehicles can operate properly.

WHEREAS, Santa Clara City finds it necessary from time to time to amend fee schedules to properly compensate the City for services rendered; and 


WHEREAS, Parks Impact fees are deemed a fee for service requiring that the fee cover the cost of the service; and


WHEREAS, the Council and Mayor at a previous City Council Work Meeting recommended to reduce the current Parks Impact Fee from $3,906 to $2,906: and  


WHEREAS, the Council recommended the reduction based on preliminary plans for construction of the Black Desert at Entrada Development which would eliminate the need for Neighborhood Parks 1,2 & 3; and it was also recommended not to fund the BMX Park with Park Impact Fees. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Santa Clara City Council that the Parks Impact Fees for new residential developments be amended to be 2,906 per household and be collected 100 % at Building Permit Issuance.  

This Resolution shall become effective the billing cycle beginning on August 13, 2020, and upon appropriate adoption, recording, and posting in the manner prescribed by law.

Dear Council,

After a review by City Council during the April City Council Work Meeting, the City Council and Mayor recommended to reduce the current Parks Impact Fee from $3906 to $2906. The Council recommended the reduction based on preliminary plans for construction of the Black Desert at Entrada which would eliminate the need for Neighborhood Park 1, Neighborhood Park 2, and Neighborhood Park 3. The City Council also recommended not to fund the BMX Park with Parks Impact Fees. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The adjustment of Parks Impact Fees will occur on the same date as the Streets and Public Safety Impact Fee adjustments. The current Parks and Trails Impact Fee Study dated June 2019 will not be amended until approximately 2026 on the normally scheduled interval.
