Youth Committee/Do the Write Thing —

Rachael thanked the Board for reading and scoring essays. Today is the deadline for the
Board’s scores of Do the Write Thing essays. The grading matrix was very helpful. The top
twelve will be sent on to the VIP judges next week. A venue for the awards luncheon is yet to be
decided. This year 16 schools participated, 11 districts and 32 teachers. The Wheeler
Foundation may provide support again this year.

DMC/CASP Update — Scott Jackson reported on the Local DMC Working Groups

1. Salt Lake Working Group: The group met on February 6, 2013 for five hours with
representatives from four jurisdictions. Franklin Cruz, OJJDP trainer facilitated the group,
helping to develop a strategic plan. The group subsequently divided into three smaller
working groups: Salt Lake City, West Valley City/UPD, and West Jordan. The groups
reviewed the Arrest Assessment report and developed plans to address the issues identified
in each jurisdiction. Each of the smaller working groups will meet on their own and then
report to the larger group at the April, 2013 meeting.

2. Weber Working Group: Martin Nish attended the DMC Leadership Training along with other
local chairs on February 5, 2013, facilitated by Franklin Cruz, OJJDP Trainer. The training
was basic but informative, discussed relevant issues regarding how to manage and maintain
a local DMC Working Group and find local leaders.

3. Utah County Working Group: The tentative presentation scheduled for February 22, 2013 to
the Utah Blue Ribbon Committee to seek “buy-in” from school administrators did not take
place due to their full agenda. Jerry still wants to pursue this venue and report at a later
date.

Troubled Youth Conference Request — A request has come to UBJJ asking for funding
registration scholarships for the 34™ Annual Troubled Youth Conference to be held on May 9 —
10 at Snowbird, Utah. The request is for $4,000 to provide 27 scholarships. Scott Jackson
made the motion to approve funding. Jim Marchel seconded the motion which passed
unanimously. Pat Berckman and Gini Highfield abstained.




Northern Utah Gang Conference Request — UBJJ received a funding request for $10,500 to
provide 60 scholarships for the 2013 Northern Utah Gang Conference. This year’s conference
will have an emphasis on disproportionate minority contact. Reg received consensus from the
Board to pull together monies from various sources to fund this request.

JAG Abstract Request —

On February 14, 2013 CCJJ authorized the Utah JAG program manager to solicit project
proposals for evidence based programming benefitting the Utah Juvenile Justice System. UBJJ
will have the opportunity to recommend one to five project abstract(s) for consideration by the
CCJJ. UBJJ will need to prioritize JAG project abstract(s) with the total of all abstract(s) received
not exceeding $450,000. UBJJ abstracts will be considered for JAG funding by CCJJ along with
proposals from other agencies. CCJJ will have their annual meeting on April 11. Reg would like
to have a subcommittee review the requests that are submitted. Reg has the request in
electronic form and will send it to the Board. On April 8, Reg will send submissions electronically
for Board review.

Jim Marchel stated that we will be more relevant when we see two sides of local issues, i.e.,
School Principals views as opposed to School Resource Officers.

Educate about what is going on nationally.

Start conversation with State Superintendents.

Address intergenerational poverty. (Include this item on the April agenda)
