Mayor Evans called the meeting to order at 12:10 p.m.

Items of Common Interest

Field at Canyon View Junior High
Mr. Hirst indicated there is a field at Canyon View Junior High that the City uses and maintains for soccer.  The principal has asked the City not to mow the field anymore; however, the school mows it at 4.5 inches and soccer likes it at 2.75 inches.  The soccer group is requesting they be allowed to mow it for the five weeks in the spring and fall so they can play on it at the desirable length.  Grass length is a serious issue for the soccer groups.  The group wanted to go talk to the District, but Mr. Hirst asked them to allow him to speak with this group first. 

Vern Henshaw, Superintendent, advised the soccer group can mow the grass as low as they want.  He will talk to the principal. 


Development Issue – Contact Person

Mr. Davidson indicated the City occasionally has development projects that impact the Alpine School District.  There are times the City would like to coordinate with a specific person.  Mr. Davidson asked who the District would want that to be.  Rob Smith, Assistant Superintendent, said he will be the contact person.
Mr. Smith stated there is some concern with the treatment facility being built near Vineyard Elementary.  He did not open the notice in time, but he has been checking on information.  He said it would be great to receive the notices electronically.
Mr. Davidson indicated the City will reach out to the direct contact person when they have a development concern such as the treatment facility.  He then asked what concerns the District has been hearing in terms of the proposed facility.
Mr. Smith explained the concerns include:

· Proximity to the elementary school
· Individual supervision 

· Safety to students

Mr. Smith stated this reminds him of the concerns they heard when they were proposing Summit and East Shore High School.  

Mrs. Street explained Wasatch Mental wants to do a Transitional Treatment Center for foster children that are in protective custody of the State.  The children need some place to be when they are between homes and need some assistance.  This item will not even go to the City Council because it is a permitted use in the zone.
Mr. Davidson indicated staff will watch for items like this and contact Mr. Smith.
Mr. Henshaw asked the location of the proposed facility.  Mr. Chesnut explained it is northeast of the school across the street near the storage units.  
Mr. Henshaw indicated there was concern that it would be located next to the playground, but that does not seem to be the case.

Truth in Taxation

Mr. Henshaw indicated the Board is looking at the possibility of doing Truth in Taxation hearing to recoup the loss of State funds due to charter schools.  The Board will talk about this at their next meeting.

Retirement

Mr. Chesnut stated he is retiring on June 28, 2013, and Mr. Davidson will be replacing him on July 1, 2013.  He expressed appreciation to the Alpine School District for the relationship they have enjoyed.  


Cascade Golf Course Development

Mayor Evans asked the District if they have any concerns about the Cascade Golf Course property project.  Mr. Smith replied he actually met with Todd Petersen, and the District is excited about the proposal.  This will be a great addition to the city.

School Reconstruction Projects

Mr. Davidson asked about the school reconstruction projects.  Mr. Smith replied they are both going great.  The Council indicated it would be nice to tour both facilities before school starts again this fall.  Mr. Smith advised they will make arrangements for that as part of the next joint meeting.
Set Date and Time for Next 
The next meeting was scheduled for August 14, 2013, at noon with the possibility of touring Westmore and Cherryhill Elementary Schools.
