	Robyn Barkdull reported on the letter from the Mark Steinagel, Division Director, to all building inspectors.  She reported that only about 48 percent of all jurisdictions are reporting building permits to the State Construction Registry.
Robyn Barkdull informed the Board that DOPL now has citation authority over building inspectors. Building inspectors can now be citied for requiring work that materially varies from what is required by Title 15A State Construction and Fire Codes Act.  

During the last legislative session DOPL was asked to look at their professions in connection with a time based requirement and competency testing.  The Board felt that since certification was required through the International Code Council, this would not pertain to them.
The Board reviewed a criminal history matrix related to the denial of an applicant for licensure.  Applicants can now submit a pre-licensure application to see if their criminal history will keep them from receiving a license before they pay the fee or proceed with completing education and other requirements.
Robyn Barkdull asked the Board how they felt if DOPL audited a certain percentage of renewals to see if the ICC certifications are current.  The Board was in favor of having DOPL audit licensees.
Paul James reported that Bridgerland does do some code update programs.  The local ICC chapters hold code training and also training is available through ICC.  

Robyn reported that there may be a rule change coming that would require building inspectors to report to the Division any sub-par work of architects and engineers that has been turned in for plan review by the jurisdiction and that is left uncorrected.  George Williams suggested that there be more than one complaint filed before an investigation starts.
