WELCOME:
Claudette Eastman conducted the meeting and welcomed the Board and guests to the meeting.  She said the Board is holding an electronic meeting and some members of the quorum are participating electronically.
MINUTES:


Connie May made a motion to approve the minutes of the Library Board meeting held February 18, 2020.  Mel Miles seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.

CONTRACT – RATIFICATION:

-R & O Construction – Consent of Surety for the final payment on the Syracuse project in the amount of $119,989.24.  Mel Miles made a motion to ratify the contract.  Connie May seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

-Wall 2 Wall Flooring to replace the carpet at the Internet stations and walk-off carpet in the entry way at the Headquarters Library in the amount of $4,111.69.  Connie May made a motion to ratify and Mary Lynne Morgan seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.
-Contract Summary for low dollar amounts approved in Commission 3/10/20 in the amount of $6,330.00.  Mel Miles made a motion to ratify the summary.  Mary Lynne Morgan seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.

-Donation of Materials over $50 approved in Commission meeting 3/10/20 in the amount of $658.75.  Connie May made a motion to ratify the donation summary.  Mary Lynne Morgan seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

-Creative Empire, LLC, dba Mango Languages for language learning database in the amount of $13,479.  Mel Miles made a motion to ratify the contract and Connie May seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

-Interlocal Cooperative borrowing agreement was tabled until we get a signed copy back from Weber County.  
CAPITAL PROJECTS - UPDATES:

Chris told the Board that we have been moving forward with the Clearfield project.  We have worked through the value-engineering process with AJC and Spindler and have negotiated a guaranteed maximum price for the project of just over $4.6 million.  To reduce costs we have eliminated the telescopic seating in the meeting room, and the concrete and trellis’ on the west side.  We have the Notice to Proceed from the Commission and anticipate a 12 month build, with a June or July 2021 opening date.  Spindler has been great to work with.
LIBRARY RECOVERY PLANS (COVID-19) – UPDATE:

Chris told the Board that she is proud of the Library System and the work we have been able to do remotely.  She thanked the recovery team which has planned phase after phase for re-opening.  All of our phases have been approved by the Davis County Covid Policy Team and the Davis County Health Department before we implement them.  After being able to provide only curbside service and on-line resources, the Library opened to the public on May 18, 2020 on a limited basis.  Staff have been disinfecting and quarantining the books and materials.  Curbside service is on-going and has gone extremely well.  Bookdrops are open and the books are quarantined 48 hours before staff check them in.  Furniture is 6 feet apart or removed temporarily, there are one-way arrows in the stacks, greeters are at the front doors and hand sanitizer is available to the patrons as they come in.  Masks are strongly encouraged.  At this time there is no Internet service and we are working on how to disinfect electronic equipment after each use.  We are actively ordering again.  We are grateful to the Facilities Department for providing us with hospital grade disinfectant and for making sneeze guards for the reference and check out desks.  The Staff are wearing masks and social distancing as well.  We believe we are working as safely as possible for the staff and the patrons.  We will continue to expand services when it is safe to do so.  Lynnette Mills told the Board about the great responses we have had on social media and on our website.
TECHNOLOGY – UPDATE:

Josh Johnson told the Board about the additional Website Pages the Library has added including the Stuck at Home page that shows patrons everything available to them from home and includes temporary resources available during the COVID-19 pandemic.  He also told them we have updated email notifications sent out by the Library to patrons.  
RATIFICATION OF BILLS - FEBRUARY 2020, MARCH 2020:
Mel Miles made a motion to ratify the February 2020 expenditures.  Connie May seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mel made a motion to ratify the March 2020 expenditures.  Connie seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
Claudette Eastman thanked Chris and her team for the huge load they have carried and expressed appreciation from the Board.
