Public Present:  Annie Eldredge came at 7:40 pm.
1. Meeting Called to Order


The Mayor began the meeting at 7pm.  Jacie Torgersen offered an opening prayer and David Barnhurst led those present in the pledge.

2. Approval of April 30, 2020 meeting minutes


Councilor Kabonic motioned to approve the minutes with one change that he voted no instead of unanimous and Councilor Sawyer seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.
3. Review April Invoices, checks & financial report
Councilor Sawyer motioned to accept the expenditure and Councilor Kabonic seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.


There was an invoice for $30,000 for the general plan that the town will be reimbursed for half from CIB.
Jacie Torgersen presented an estimate for 2 new slides from Play world for $3,151.  There are cracks in them and they need to be replaced so that the town is not held liable for any injuries.  Councilor Poulsen motioned to replace the slides and Councilor Dinges seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous

5. Petitions, Remonstrations and Communications


5.1 Ensign Engineering – CIB Applications
Mayor Eldredge, Gary Zabriskie and Ensign Engineering amended, reviewed and submitted an application to CIB for the chip seal project for the town.  The town is going to do the groundwork on the Proctor Canyon Road and 300 S to get it ready for chip seal.  Councilor Sawyer estimated it would be approximately 1800 feet from the bridge out to the well at 25 feet wide and cost approximately $18,000 for the road base there.
Councilor Kabonic feels like the town would be spending a lot of money on the Proctor Canyon road for only one town resident who lives out there. He feels that the town could spend money on other things. Councilor Sawyer says that he has talked to Gordon Hilton and he said he would contribute to the road.  It will also help the town get more money from B&C Roads if they have more roads that are paved.  Councilor Dinges thinks that the town needs to move forward and get it taken care of.

5.2 Number of Vacation Rentals in Residential Zone
Councilor Sawyer talked to Gordon Hilton who currently has 6 vacation rentals at his property and it is zoned residential.  The limit is 5 rentals or the property needs to be zoned commercial.  Mr. Hilton said he is not going to rent the 6th because it is out in the garage and is too noisy so he will just keep that one for his personal use and not rent it out.  The town will not need to make any changes and they will go with Mr. Hilton’s word that he will only be renting out 5.

5.3 Generator for Community Center
There have not been any electricians respond so the town will table the generator and try again in September to see if they can get any bids.


5.4  Open & Amend 2020 Budget
The council reviewed the budget line by line to make amendments and changes as needed and decide on the amounts for the 2021 budget.  They decided to give Davide Barnhurst $40 a month on top of his salary to go towards his cell phone since he uses it for the water system.  This will be changed in an ordinance next month.

6. Ordinances

6.1 Ordinance 2020-03 Compensation of Officers
Councilor Sawyer motioned to approve Ordinance 2020-03 and Councilor Poulsen seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.  The Mayor would like to have Mr. Barnhurst’s title changed to water superintendent instead of water operator.
7. Report of Officers – boards – committees


7.1 Water Department – Water Usage

Water usage for April 2020 was 703,700 gallons of water from well #5.  Ben Neilson helped Dave Barnhurst figure out what was wrong with well #4, the electrical connections were corroded.  They will disinfect the well next week for iron bacteria and then it should be ready to use again.  The probe should be here tomorrow for well #5 to put in.  Well #5 has been used for the last 4 months.  Mr. Barnhurst hopes to go back to well #4 in June.

The meter that PCI has been using was moved from Garkane so Dave Barnhurst took it off.  Western Rock has used about 100,000 gallons of water so far.  The town could possibly trade them water for road base.

Councilor Kabonic motioned to waive the connection fee for Tony’s Outpost gas station and Councilor Sawyer seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.

7.3.a Bids for road construction
Councilor Kabonic motioned to give Councilor Sawyer permission to go ahead and get bids for the road base and crowning of the road out Proctor and on 300 S and Councilor Dinges seconded the motion.  Councilor Sawyer will contact Ensign Engineering to do a drawing to send out for bids.


7.4 Parks & Recreation-


7.4.a 4th/24th Celebrations
Councilor Poulsen is concerned about holding the celebrations this year with how many older people we have in our community.  The council felt that the bounce houses should be cancelled for sure.  Councilor Poulsen had an idea to maybe do a drive-in movie or something and then everyone could still social distance.  The parade could also be done and keep a social distance.  Jacie Torgersen would like to see the town get hats and t-shirts for the celebrations.  The 2.4 race would also be a possibility.  Councilor Kabonic suggested waiting until June to make a final decision.

7.6 Planning & Zoning Commission


7.6.a Regulations on Storage Containers
Jacie Torgersen sent a draft ordinance on storage containers to the town council to review that the planning & zoning commission came up with.  Those containers that are existing will be grandfathered in as they are.  They took samples from other communities.  Mayor Eldredge would like to also add in the ordinance that semi-trailers are prohibited for short term storage in the Town of Hatch.  Councilor Kabonic would also like to have added that the cargo container needs to be on a piece of property with a residence, not just the containers themselves.  There would be fines applied for violating the ordinance.
Mayor Eldredge did attend a meeting for Mayors and the county commission said that they would help the Town of Hatch pay for portapotties this year out by the new kiosk for ATV’s.  The town needs to take a garbage can down there also.  The porta potties will be here on June 1st.  The county commissioners told the town to see if they could apply for a grant to get a restroom facility put in.

8. Unfinished Business
After further research Mayor Eldredge found that we could donate some money to the Hatch Irrigation Company but there is a process to go through for donations.  There needs to be a 14-day notice and a public hearing unless the amount has already been budgeted for.  The budget can be opened or amended for the specified amount.  The irrigation company could still use some help so does the town want to try and help them still?  Councilor Sawyer suggested that the town match what the irrigation company gave towards the project.  Councilor Dinges feels like it is a direct benefit to the town in the long run because it relieves stress on the system whether they have irrigation water or not. Councilor Sawyer motioned to donate $8,000 to help with the replacement of the pipe along highway 89 and Councilor Poulsen seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous. Mayor Eldredge will contact UDOT and let them know.
