Call to Order

Mark Morris calls the Sugar House Park Authority Board meeting to order at 6:00 pm.
Board members present are:  Elizabeth MacGregor, George Sumner, Alden Breinholt, Mark Morris, Chad Anderson, Joedy Lister  and Wayne Johnson. 

Board members not present are Mark Kittrell and Lauren Shurman.
County staff member present is Craig Cheney.
Mark M. explains how the park is unique because it is managed and governed by a board of volunteers.  The board oversees special events.  The board’s charter is to preserve the park.
Board Recognition:  Mark Danenhauer
Mark M. presents Mark Danenhauer with a plaque and thanks him for his years of service and many, many hours on the board.
Mark D.: Thanks the board.  He enjoyed being a member.

Approval of Special Event and Athletic Field Use Requests

Heidi Moreton, Girls on the Run
Mark M. explains this event has already been approved, and Heidi is here tonight to ask about closing the park road during their event.

Heidi says that the event has grown.  They are now looking at about 2000 runners, 1000 of them kids.  The run begins at 9 am.  Could the road be closed from 9 am to 10 am?

Mark M. says there are already other pavilion reservations in the morning.  There are four other pavilions reserved, three of which may be conflict.  There arrival times are 8 am and 9 am.
Wayne suggests posting signs and monitoring the gate and trying to filter who can come in.  This may cause a bottleneck of which cars can get in to the park and which can’t.  
Use barricades around pedestrian walkway?  (Not practical.)  Intermittent barricades with streamers?  Cars are not supposed to park on the pedestrian parkway.  But once some starts to, everyone else will.
George thinks the start of the race up to the first ½ mile will be critical.  As Wayne suggested, post signage and monitor the gate to tell motorists where to park.  Chad proposes monitoring, controlling traffic control and closing gate for 10 minutes.  Wayne says to monitor the traffic within the park to avoid back-up.  

Recommended:  Close the 1500 East entrance until 8 am.  Close the 1400 East entrance until 10 am.  This will discourage the Girls on the Run participants from trying to park in the park.  Post signage and post a monitor to indicate where to park in the park.  Hire a police officer to monitor traffic flow within the park, especially at the start of the run.
Heidi asks about opening the east-most gate for will be the most critical time.  Wayne says if most of the Girls on The Run participants will park at Highland High instead of in the park, there isn’t a need to open that gate.

The board doesn’t amend the approval of this event.  Send these updated event instructions to Noel Versteeg.
Jyl London, Love of Life Foundation
Jyl is requesting to hold a “ninja-themed” 5k run to raise money for a 3-year old child who was diagnosed with Leukemia in March.  They’re expecting about 350 participants.  They will sell raffle tickets for donated items.  They will erect a start/finish line and have a PA system for announcements.
Wayne makes a motion to approve this event on July 6 at the Big Field Pavilion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  6 in favor, none opposed; Alden abstains.

Avian Sanctuary Discussion
Wayne Johnson
Wayne invited someone, who is with Avian Sanctuary and Protection, to this meeting.  (He hasn’t showed up yet.)  Wayne explains that his organization received a $7,000 grant for riparian and wants to adopt the park for a habitat improvement project that includes water sampling of the pond and creek, trash pick up and saving wildlife.  Would SHPA be interested in this?

Financial Matters

Elizabeth MacGregor
Elizabeth sent a letter to Ann Stoddard, with the County Treasurers Office, requesting the County’s contribution plus the $7,500 fireworks donation money.  Ann said that the request had to be re-formatted; the request cannot combine the normal County contribution with the fireworks contribution because they come out of different financial accounts.  Elizabeth will work on re-doing this.  We thought they wanted this request combined?!?
Joedy asks about the County CIP request time line.  When should we be submitting a request for the second park restroom?  Wayne says to make the request by August.
Mark M. asks Alden about  the City’s status on funding for the restroom.  Mark M. also asks about the mechanics of how payments are to be made for the restroom.  Wayne says SHPA will pay the architect directly.  The County and City will pay for the construction.
Wayne makes a motion to approve the April financial statements.
Joedy seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  7 in favor, none opposed.
President’s Report
Park Benches
Wayne says the first bench has been delivered to the Park Operations office.  
Mark M. says: there are two benches being donated.  The first bench is from Beth Thomas who hasn’t paid yet.  The second bench is by the Hatch’s who have already paid the Parks Office for a bench plus a tree through Tree Utah.  So this first bench is actually for Beth Thomas who wants to have a ceremony on Monday, June 10.  She wants her bench located near the third bench donated by Lex Hemphill.  Mark M. is researching on where to get a plaque for Beth’s bench; she didn’t like the bench maker’s limit on the number of letters allowed in their plaques.   It’s not clear what the ceremony will consist of.

Parking
Mark M. has received more than one complaint about people parking their vehicles in the pedestrian walkway lane.  Mark M. e-mailed Alden about parking enforcement.

George proposes that a “no parking” sign be attached to each light pole instead of on every other one.  Alden says an agreement is going to be written up between SHPA and the City.  The agreement will outline parking enforcement expectation and target problem times.  Mark M. says late afternoon, early evening weekdays are the most problematic.  George says the expectations of parking enforcement shouldn’t be to break up conflicts.   Alden will write up a short agreement document.  Mark M. doesn’t want a patron’s visit the park to be an unpleasant one with too many “no parking” signs and too many tickets being written.  Alden explains the procedure of writing a parking ticket includes taking a picture of the vehicle and of the “no parking” sign.  This could be problematic unless the signs were everywhere. 
Scott Workman 
Scott contacted Mark M. about getting his permit for the 4th of July.  Scott needs it in order to continue his permitting process with other jurisdictions.   Mark M. will draft a letter to indicate SHPA’s agreement with Scott.  The board discusses issuing the permit and getting the permit fee from Scott.
The Streetcar (of Un-Desire)
Mark M. mentions the City Council’s decision to have the second phase of the streetcar to go along 1100 East instead of up 2100 South.  The 2100 South option caused a lot of discussion at last month’s meeting.  Mark M. wrote a letter addressed to everyone and it made clear SHPA’s position on the 2100 East route and that the Authority is not asking for that option.  Chad says that Mark’s letter was quoted by someone at the Sugar House Community Council meeting.  
PRATT Project
Mark M. noted the landscaping of the berm looks to be about done.  Wayne says that Walt Gilmore,  with Salt Lake County Parks Planning, has been there and will be planting ninety plus replacement trees.  
Mark M. and Wayne says the Draw bid package has been awarded to Clyde Construction.  Construction should start about the first of June.   The Draw (tunnel/bridge phase) should be completed by March, 2014.   Mark M. says that Juan Arce-Letta, with PRATT, said the trail will be constructed beginning in June and be completed by August.   Wayne mentions the PRATT agreement includes a new volleyball court at the Sego Lily Pavilion and bocce ball will replace the horseshoe pits at the Sugar Beet Pavilion.

Other Business
In regard to the new restroom, George says that the County restrooms to look at for comparison are the ones at Big Cottonwood Regional and Geologic View Parks.  When the board approved the construction of a new restroom, they specified the “single stall” model.  However, the more traditional model would be better.  It would be easier to heat.  Also, it would safer than the single stall model from a sexual assault scenario.   The subcommittee recommends demolishing the existing restroom first and then rebuild.  Construction may not start until August or September.  Chad went to the restroom at Evergreen Park; the ¼” diamond plate stalls dividers looked good.  Wayne says that restroom is the “Taj Mahal” compared to the more typical ones at Big Cottonwood and Geologic View Parks.  
In regard to safety, Alden counters that the City has had more issues with the open style; if the stalls in the single style are small enough then it is hard to get more than one person in it.   Wayne says in the case of this restroom, which must be open all year, the open style design is easier to heat.

Adjournment
Wayne makes a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Time is 7:15 pm.
