Daggett County Sheriff’s Office submitted a letter appealing a decision made by the Advisory Board in the April meeting. Tara led a discussion on what items remain reimbursable versus those items that are seen non-compliant and will be denied.  Lana Taylor suggested developing specific wording and guidelines to direct the board and those involved in the SAR Financial Assistance Program.  Tara and Lana will meet to work on developing the guidance and this will be presented at the year-end meeting.  Items to be discussed: Maintenance, Clothing, Searches, Command Center Stocking, fuel gallons and membership dues.

Lana Taylor led a review on the Open Meetings Act training.  This training must be done once a year. There have been some changes, mainly what has to be available for the public.  As a board, an agenda must be posted.  Also, minutes must be published, both written and audio, within 30 days of the meeting.  Minutes are considered “pending” until the board meets and approves the minutes, then they are considered the “official minutes”. 

Sheriff Nelson brought up the question of the current status of the Utah Search and Rescue Association.  There was a small discussion of if the said association disbands, how it will affect the Advisory Board and what will need to be done to ensure the board remains intact and abiding state laws. 

Tara notified the board that she has been organizing the Search and Rescue financial assistance applications.  Applications previous to 2009 will be noted with detail with State Archives and then destroyed. Sheriff Nelson suggested having these records for the board to review.  Tara will have the archived records ready for the board at the year-end meeting.
The FY13 end of year meeting has been scheduled for Thursday, August 1, 2013 at noon.

Sheriffs Steven White and Cory Pulsipher suggested Tara present at a sheriff’s meeting on the Search and Rescue Financial Assistance program.  Once Tara and Lana have met and determined new wording for SAR guidance, it will be determined when Tara will present to the sheriffs.
