The Board of Davis County Commissioners met in room 303 of the Davis County Administration Building, Farmington, Utah on May 21 at 10:05 a.m.  Members present were Vice-Chair Louenda H. Downs, Commissioner P. Bret Millburn, Clerk/Auditor Steve S. Rawlings, Deputy Civil Attorney Neal Geddes, and Deputy Clerk/Auditor Linda May. Chairman John Petroff Jr. was excused as he is attending a Western Interstate Regional Conference.

	
	
Cheri Mayer, Davis County Tax Administration Office, led the Pledge of Allegiance.  All were invited to stand and join in.

	
	
Vice-Chair Downs announced she is excited for the 2nd Annual Davis County Art Exhibit. “The first exhibit has been a great experience and successful.  We are busy planning the Second Annual Davis County Art Exhibit.  A thank you was extended to the Art Committee who has worked to make the art exhibit possible.”  Vice-Chair Downs introduced two of the Art Committee members Emma Dugal and Elise Allred of the Art Committee and asked them to each make a few comments.

Emma Dugal stated, “I am very excited about the upcoming exhibit. The Administration Building and the Memorial Courthouse are becoming a corner of Davis County that is an art mecca.  It is a wonderful opportunity for local artists and for people to come and enjoy the arts.  It is a unique opportunity for collaboration.”  The 2nd Annual Art Exhibit will be a little different than the first.  The exhibit will be a juried entry exhibit. This concluded the 2013 Davis County Clerk/Auditor Real Property Delinquent Tax Sale.

Commissioner Millburn made a motion to ratify the sales, approve the minutes and approve the Auditor’s Tax Deeds that will be recorded.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  All voted aye.

	
	
Steve Rawlings, Davis County Clerk/Auditor, stated it is probably very appropriate at this time since this part of the sale is handled under the Clerk/Auditor’s Office to thank Dale Peterson and Cheri Mayer, Tax Administration Office, and the other staff for all the support we get in the Auditor’s Office.  They make sure taxpayers have their parcel information, have the information necessary to redeem property, and make sure nothing happens to jeopardize life or limb.  We work for about a three month time frame to go through a refined process that Bill McGuire and Neal Geddes, Davis County Attorneys, have put together in a county ordinance that is followed from year to year.  

Cheri Mayer stated that Weber County and Utah County are taking a look at the procedure followed by Davis County.

	
	
Lewis Garrett, Davis County Health Director, presented agreement #2013-168 with Easter Seals. The program is operated under Title V of the Older Americans Act.  This is a senior community service employment program where the Health Department will provide a safe and healthful work site, orientation, and training as needed for participants to engage in productive duties and tasks as assigned at each of our Senior Activity Centers:  Autumn Glow, Golden Years, and North Davis.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Scott Hess, Davis County Planning Office, asked the commissioners to ratify grant application #2013-169 to the Utah Division of Parks and Recreation.  The application deadline was prior to the meeting today and was signed by Commissioner Petroff.  The funds would be used for an installation of a vault restroom at the 500 South trail head on Legacy Trail.  The grant request is for $20,861.24 with a split of matching funds from Woods Cross City in the amount of $10,430.62 and Davis County in the amount of $10,430.62 for a total of $41,722.48 for the restroom.  Letters of support from citizens, Wasatch Front Regional Council, Utah Department of Transportation, and Woods Cross City have been received and attached to the grant application.  The trail is used recreationally by many.  It is anticipated that by early fall we will receive word on the grant.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Kent Sulser, Davis County Community and Economic Development Director, presented agreement #2013-170 with Utah Transit Authority (UTA).  The purpose of the project is to evaluate the transit travel market in Clearfield City, specifically links between the FrontRunner North Clearfield Station, Freeport Center Associates manufacturing complex, Weber State University (Davis Campus), Legend Hills mixed use development, downtown Clearfield, Falcon Hill mixed use development, Hill Air Force Base, and possibly to include the Conference Center and Layton Hills Mall area.   The purpose is to procure a consultant to complete the Scope of Work to deliver a Clearfield Circulator that supports the goals of creating a more livable, sustainable, connected community while increase the quality of life for residents.  The study will summarize and present recommendations regarding possible transit corridors and transportation technologies within the study area.

The project cost is $60,000 of which UTA agrees to contribute the sum of $30,000 in match money to complete the project while other funds are coming from Clearfield City ($10,000), Weber State University ($5,000), Utah Department of Transportation ($5,000), the Military Installation Defense Authority (MIDA) ($2,500), and Davis County ($2,500).  This has regional significance.

Kent Sulser introduced Brett Coulam and Hal Johnson with UTA.  Hal Johnson spoke about the jobs that are centered in the designated study area and in many cases the difficulty to walk from current transportation sites to job sites.  The circulator study for a transportation system is to be modeled after a similar system in Phoenix, Arizona.  The study will also look at the possibility of adding a pedestrian path from the rail station to the Freeport Center industrial park.

Commissioner Millburn stated UTA has proposed a great plan.  The infrastructure now available is a good skeleton.  This study will allow putting meat on the bones.  This a great effort in helping the economy and addresses air quality concerns.  It is an attraction to businesses.


Hal Johnson said that he also teaches at the University of Utah and his students have done some precursor work that will be incorporated into this study.  The study proposed will commence soon and results should be available by the end of summer.

Commissioner Downs stated that a circulator route to the rail station, in addition to improving rider accessibility will also address safety concerns for those currently walking to and from the station.

Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.


Commissioner Millburn noted there is a potential of an addendum to this agreement to look at the possibility of adding a similar circulator route around Layton City’s mall area and the FrontRunner rail station in Layton.


	
	
Dave Hansen, Davis County Legacy Events Center Director, presented the following two items: 

	
	
Agreement #2013-171 with American Family Mutual Insurance Company.  American Family Insurance will be a sponsor at the 2013 Davis County Fair.  It is a receivable of $1,000.00.  The sponsorship includes two vendor booths, banner placement, logo on fair brochure and other amenities.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Amendment #2012-253B with MGB+A, The Grassli Group.  The County has had to make necessary changes to the construction documents prepared by MGB+A.  The changes needed are:  (1) Moving sidewalks/fences/irrigation near the outdoor arena to accommodate growth of the BMX races; (2) Add details to the secondary water connection as required by Weber Basin Water; and (3) Move the fence lines/irrigation of the fenced dog area to give access to the area without passing by the exhibit buildings.  It is a payable of $2,320.00.  This will allow the BMX dirt track to be extended by approximately 25 ft. in length to allow the site to qualify and be marketed for national BMX bike racing competitions. Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.
