WELCOME:
Mr. Woodward welcomed the Board to the meeting.

MINUTES:


Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve the minutes of the Library Board meeting held April 16, 2013.  Mrs. Page seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.

BOARD CHANGES – ANN SUMMERHAYS APPOINTMENT:
The Board recognized and welcomed Ann Summerhays to the Board.  Mrs. Summerhays will fill the remainder of Flora Shumway’s term effective April 16, 2013 – September 30, 2016.  
SUMMER READING CONTRACTS - RATIFICATION:
Mrs. Sanford gave the Board a calendar of events for our Summer Reading program.  She also told the Board that the contracts for Summer Reading were approved at recent Commission meetings and needed to be ratified by the Board.

-Commissioner Downs made a motion to ratify the contract with Ogden Nature Center for seven conservation and preserving species programs in the amount of $1,020.  Mrs. Rasmussen seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

-Mrs. Rasmussen made a motion to ratify the contract with Elias Caress for seven renaissance programs in the amount of $700.  Mrs. Smith seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.

-Mrs. Page made a motion to ratify the contract with David Miller for seven Egyptian artifacts programs in the amount of $100.  Mr. Tucker seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
-Mrs. Smith made a motion to ratify the contract with Scales & Tails Utah for seven animal/reptile programs in the amount of $1,225.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

-Commissioner Downs made a motion to ratify the contract with Tammy Coleman for two art programs in the amount of $100.  Mrs. Page seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.

-Mr. Tucker made a motion to ratify the contract with Ginger Brakke for five art programs in the amount of $250.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

-Mrs. Smith made a motion to ratify the contract with Karen Bergeson for seven music principles programs in the amount of $525.  Mrs. Rasmussen seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
-Mrs. Page made a motion to ratify the contract with Clive Romney for seven Pioneer songs and story programs in the amount of $700.  Mrs. Smith seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.

-Mrs. Rasmussen made a motion to ratify the contract with George McEwan for seven simple machines and engineering principles programs in the amount of $100.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  The motion as passed unanimously.

-Mrs. Smith made a motion to ratify the contract with Renee Johnson for seven art programs in the amount of $350.  Mrs. Page seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
-Commissioner Downs made a motion to ratify the contract with Brady hall for two art programs in the amount of $100.  Mr. Tucker seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.

POLICIES – PROPOSED CHANGES:
Policy #130 Schedule of Average Replacements Costs
Mrs. Sanford told the Board that we would like to amend Policy #130 Schedule of Average Replacements Costs to include Books on CD, DVD’s and Playaways.  Videocassette prices have been lowered and there were other minor revisions also.  Mr. Tucker made a motion to accept the proposed changes to the policy as presented.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

STAFF TRAININ DAY – PROPOSED:
Mrs. Sanford told the Board that we have set aside Friday, August 9 at 8:00 a.m. for our annual staff training day.  Following past practices, we would like to delay the opening of our branches until 1:00 pm on that day to permit all staff an opportunity to attend this training session.  Mr. Tucker made a motion to open the libraries at 1:00 pm on that day.  Mrs. Smith seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mrs. Page made a motion to accept a contract with 3 Key Elements for training related to body language on that day and send it to the Commission for their approval.  Mr. Tucker seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
TECHNOLOGY – UPDATE:

Mrs. Sanford told the Board that Jerry Meyer continues to work on Facebook, Twitter and our web page.  We continue to tweak things as they are brought to our attention. 
ADULT PROGRAMING – UPDATE:

-Mrs. Sanford told the Board that the Brandon Mull author program was a success.  It was a delightful program and 510 people attended.  Mr. Mull graciously agreed to two mini presentations to accommodate the number of patrons who came.  The staff worked tirelessly to make the program a success.
-We have a program pending in August with a mystery author.  There will be a food demonstration from a recipe in her book also.
BUDGET – UPDATE:

Mrs. Sanford told the Board that we continue to expend the 2013 budget.  The 2014 budget process is also underway.  She told the Board that storage at the Syracuse Branch has hit a critical point.  Plans are being made to redistribute the existing space and build more storage.  Some of the Building & Grounds projects for 2013 will have to wait until next year.
BUILDINGS – UPDATE:

-Mrs. Sanford told the Board that the modular units for Internet use have been installed at the South Branch Library. 
-The North and Central Branch’s specialty desks should be installed by July.

-The compressor at North Branch has been installed and they are in the process of testing it.  
-The final punch list for the Headquarters Library is being finalized.  The warranty expires on September 24, 2013.  

-Mrs. Sanford told the Board that planning for the Kaysville Branch continues.  The lease agreement is being drafted by the Kaysville City Attorney and Bill McGuire and Neal Geddes, from our County Attorney’s Office.  Soil sampling of the proposed site is under way.  The Commission has given their official permission to proceed with the project.  We have begun the initial planning and RFP for the selection of an architect

CHILDREN’S AND YOUNG ADULT PROGRAMMING – UPDATE:

-Mrs. Sanford told the Board that the Children’s Committee has been busy preparing for our Summer Reading programs.

-Mrs. Sanford told the Board that the Babysitting Boot Camp program is set for June 15, 2013 at the South Branch Library.

ADVOCACY - UPDATE:

-Mrs. Sanford told the Board that we presented to the Woods Cross Senior Citizen Group on May 9, 2013.  It was a receptive and fun event.  June 4, 2013 is our presentation to the Administrative Officers and on June 19, 2013 we present to the Council of Governments.
Our next Board meeting will be on June 18, 2013.

RATIFICATION OF BILLS – FEBRUARY 2013:
Mr. Tucker made a motion to ratify the bills paid in March 2013 in the amount of $463,762.66.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
ADJOURNMENT:

Mrs. Page made a motion to adjourn at 8:59 a.m.  Mrs. Smith seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.
