Ordinance 2013-01 - Amending the Official Zoning Map of Tooele County; Rezoning Approximately 1,000 Acres of Land Located in the Knolls Area of the West Desert, North of I-80, from MU-40 to MG-EX.  Kent Page, Building and Development Services, stated the Tooele County Planning Commission unanimously voted to recommend approval of this ordinance.  The mining will also require a conditional use permit.  Commissioner Milne moved to approve Ordinance 2013-01.  Commissioner Clegg seconded the motion.  All concurred.

Public Concerns.  Proclamation for Radon Action Month.  Jeff Coombs, Health Department, asked the Commissioners to sign a “Proclamation Making January Radon Action Month.”  Wade Matthews asked that the proclamation be signed and approved today, even though it was not on the agenda, since the next meeting will be after January.  The Tooele County Health Department received an award from the State Department of Environmental Quality for their work in mitigating radon gases.  The Health Department has been testing and monitoring the schools in Tooele County for radon.  The Health Department has free kits available while the supply lasts.  After that kits will be available for purchase.

Flu in Tooele County.  The Commissioners asked Jeff about the flu in Tooele County.  He stated that we are at a high level but not at an epidemic level.  He encouraged everyone to get their flu shots if they have not received one this year.  Every year is a different strain.

Deseret Peak Complex.  John Beagley asked Commissioner Milne some questions.  The Deseret Peak Complex (DPC) seems to be taking the brunt of the county’s problems.  He feels it is run efficiently.  Quoting from an article in the Transcript Bulletin, Commissioner Milne felt it wasn’t fair for the county to be asking citizens to pay taxes even though they don’t use the DPC.  John pays for schools and has no kids in school.  Commissioner Milne said he felt the current way of spending money out there has got to change.

John said he knew that the DPC isn’t under Commissioner Milne’s purview; that it comes under Commissioner Hurst’s jurisdiction.  Commissioner Milne asked Attorney Hogan to address this issue.  Attorney Hogan stated that all three Commissioners are over everything within the county, it is for internal administrative convenience that Commissioners are assigned as points of contact for a Department.

Commissioner Milne stated that he likes the complex and wants to see it succeed.  There is a value in the recreation value it gives to the county.  Citizens have asked if the county is raising taxes by 82%, with 60% of that going to the DPC.  He has had a number of citizens come to him and not be okay with that.

John reminded the Commissioners that it is a recreational facility and will not make money.  Commissioner Milne agreed, but he feels the amount the county general fund subsidizes it with should be much closer to zero.

Award for Former Emergency Management Director.  Wade Mathews, EOC, stated the former Tooele County Emergency Management Director, Kari Sagers, is being inducted into the Utah Emergency Managers Hall of Fame at the U of U.  This is a very elite recognition.

Radon Gas Testing.  Tom Poyner stated that he built his home in 1998 with an unfinished basement.  His wife got a radon test kit, and it showed that they were high on radon gas.  They had to seal the cracks in the cement, which they did, before they finished the basement.  He was in full support of the testing.

Deseret Peak Complex.  Raymond Dixon echoed John Beagley’s comments on DPC.  It benefits the residents of the county, as well as the Search & Rescue.  That’s where their budget comes from, the things they do at the DPC.  The public deserves a place to recreate for their tax dollars.  The city parks and city swimming pool keep kids off the street, and they are paid for by the PAR tax as well as other monies.  He would hate to see the DPC be closed after all of the money that the county has put into it.
