

MINUTES

 OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE
TOOELE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
HELD FEBRUARY 19, 2013


	Commissioner Clegg called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m.  The time, place and agenda of the meeting had been provided to the Tooele Transcript Bulletin and to each member of the governing body by delivering copies of the notice and agenda at least two days before to each of them.
		
1.	PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.

2.	ROLL CALL.  The clerk called the roll which showed Commissioners Bruce Clegg, Chair, Jerry Hurst and Shawn Milne present.  Also present were Doug Hogan, Attorney, and Marilyn Gillette, Clerk.

3.	GIRL SCOUTS.  The Tooele Girl Scouts gave an account of the service they have provided throughout 2012.

4.	COMMISSION MEETING SCHEDULE FOR 2013.  Commissioner Clegg read the meeting notice setting the dates (1st and 3rd Tuesdays) and time (3:00 p.m.) for the 2013 Commission Meeting schedule.  No motion was made to approve the notice.  Commissioner Milne moved to accept it if the time is changed to a later time.  Commissioner Hurst stated that later meetings have been tried and the attendance goes down; also, staff has to attend the evening meetings which would require them to come back after regular hours.  He would be open to trying some evening meetings.  He moved to amend the motion that we try it on a temporary basis and see how it works.  Commissioner Milne amended his motion that the Commission Meetings be held at 7:00 p.m. on the same days through June.  Commissioner Clegg seconded the second amendment, to try it on a temporary basis.  The vote on first amendment that we try having meetings at a later time, which is 7:00 p.m., was unanimous.  The motion carried.  The vote on the motion with amendments to have regularly scheduled Commission Meetings in the county building on the first and third Tuesdays of every month was unanimous.  The motion carried.  Commissioner Milne made a motion to proceed with the amended motion of a trial period for Commission Meetings to be held at 7:00 p.m. on the first and third Tuesdays of the month through June at which time it will be reassessed. Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.  All concurred.

5.	MINUTES.  Commissioner Milne moved to approve the minutes from the Commission Meeting held February 5, 2013, as corrected.  Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.

6.	CONSENT AGENDA.  Commissioner Hurst moved to approve the consent agenda as presented.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

Tax Adjustments:  A) State of Utah Wildlife Resources, Acct #BL-17-0001.  A portion of this account is tax exempt.  Adjustment ($494.18); B) Vivian Harvey, Transaction #20130044210030001.  The owner renewed her registration a month early (it was due in February) because she was leaving the state.  The vehicle was totaled January 7, 2013.  Relief amount ($175.00); C) Frank F. Fabian, Transaction #2013031STA01N4459.  The owner qualifies for an active duty military abatement.  Relief amount ($110.00); D) KSTU-20, Account #BL-19-0064.  A tax levy was not created for tax year 2012.  Adjustment $3,259.28.

7.	PREPARED STATEMENT - FINANCIAL CRISIS.  Commissioner Milne read a prepared statement concerning the county’s financial status.

8.	PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING THE RE-ALIGNMENT OF THE INTERSECTION AT ERDA WAY AND SR-138.  Kerry Beutler, Building and Development Services, discussed this with the Commission.  Robert Miles and Mason Palmer, UDOT, thanked the County for being a part of this change.  Commissioner Hurst moved to open the public hearing.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.  Those in attendance were: Mike Jensen, Joyce Hogan, Sandy Critchlow, Jared Hamner, Robert Warner, Mark McKendrick, Tom Wilson, JaNae Titmus, Sunnie Titmus, Wade Mathews, Debbie Winn, John Beagley, Shirley Beagley, Tom Poyner, Wendy Shubert, Kendall Thomas, Gary Walker, Trevor R. Williams, Renee Milne, James Etling, Helen Hyrake, Chris Sloan, Jeremy Walker, Robert Miles, Jeff Lewis, Dian McGuire, Kimberly O’Reilly, Tim Gillie, Rod Thompson, Shannon Carlson, Jay Harwood, Matt Hilderman, Annette York, Jerry Houghton, Joshua Maher, and Brent Marshall.  Sunnie Titmus, Bountiful Livestock, stated that his land surrounds this intersection.  They are grateful for this change.  He also asked that the turn be a little wider so the semis will be able to make it without difficulty.  Mason Palmer, UDOT, read a statement from Mayne Mortenson requesting that a turning lane for east bound traffic on SR-138 be included, and extend the 40 mph speed zone out past the intersection in question.  Jeff Lewis, UDOT, stated that the curve design is sufficient for larger vehicles.  Myron Barkley, owner of the triangle being used to expand the turn, asked if he is ending up with property on both sides of this or are they taking it all.  He also asked how it will affect the zoning on the other 20 acres he owns.  Diane McGuire, UDOT, stated they will be taking the entire triangle on the south side of SR-138.  Kerry Beutler stated from a zoning perspective, it will remain A-20 and will be allowed whatever the A-20 zoning allows.  There were no further comments.  Commissioner Hurst moved to close the public hearing.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

9.	RESOLUTION 2013-01 - AUTHORIZING AND SETTING A DATE FOR A SPECIAL ELECTION IN THE SOUTH RIM SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT; THE ELECTION WILL SEEK TO AUTHORIZE A PROPERTY TAX LEVY AND ESTABLISH THE MAXIMUM AMOUNT OF REVENUE THAT CAN BE GENERATED BY THE LEVY.  Attorney Hogan discussed this with the Commission.  Gary Walker stated that this date, June 25th is critical so taxes can be assessed and collected.  Commissioner Hurst moved to approve Resolution 2013-01.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

10.	RESOLUTION 2013-02 - APPROVING THE EXECUTION OF A COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT WITH UTAH STATE UNIVERSITY FOR THE TOOELE COUNTY SMALL BUSINESS DEVELOPMENT CENTER.  Attorney Hogan discussed this with the Commission.  Commissioner Hurst moved to postpone Resolution 2013-02 until the next regular meeting.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion, asking that Mr. Murray be present at that meeting to discuss this resolution, especially in light of the financial crisis statement read earlier.  All concurred.

11.	RESOLUTION 2013-03 - SUPPORTING THE CONCEPT OF RELOCATING THE UTAH STATE PRISON FACILITY (DRAPER) TO TOOELE COUNTY.  Commissioner Hurst discussed this with the Commission and read the resolution.  He reviewed some of the pros and cons of the prison coming to Tooele County.  Commissioner Milne moved to approve Resolution 2013-03.  Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.  All concurred.


12.	ORDINANCE 2013-03 - AMENDING SUBSECTION 8-7-2(4), IMPOUNDING OF ANIMALS -- RECORDS TO BE KEPT, AND SUBSECTION 8-7-3(1), IMPOUNDING OF ANIMALS -- DISPOSITION OF ANIMALS, OF THE TOOELE COUNTY CODE [RESULTS OF THIS CHANGE: (1) ANIMALS MUST BE KEPT AT LEAST 120 HOURS INSTEAD OF 72 HOURS PRIOR TO FURTHER DISPOSITION; (2) THE MANNER OF DISPOSITION MUST BE RECORDED].  Commissioner Hurst moved to approve Ordinance 2013-03.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

13.	PROFESSIONAL SERVICES CONTRACT WITH MOUNTAINLANDS PROFESSIONAL LAND SURVEYS, LLC.  Commissioner Hurst moved to postpone items #13 and #14 to the next regular meeting.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

14.	PROFESSIONAL SERVICES CONTRACT WITH PROFESSIONAL LAND SURVEYING AND DEVELOPMENT SERVICES, LLC.  See item #13 above.

15.	LOBBYING AND CONSULTING SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH JAMES R. GOWANS.  Commissioner Hurst, after discussing this agreement, moved to approve the Lobbying and Consulting Services Agreement with James R. Gowans.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

16.	SOLID WASTE - SALE OF BANK RUN SAND TO PACIFIC WEST LLC.  Robert Warner, Solid Waste, discussed this with the Commission.  Commissioner Milne moved to approve the agreement.  Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.  All concurred.

17.	CONTRACT REVIEW. Commissioner Hurst moved to appoint Dustin Hall to replace Jay Harwood on the Trails Committee.  Commissioner Clegg seconded the motion.  All concurred.

19.	PUBLIC CONCERNS.  Tom Poyner pointed out some typos on a contract and on the webpage.  He commended the Commissioners for exploring the late meetings.

20.	ADJOURNMENT.  Commissioner Hurst moved to adjourn the meeting at 4:03 p.m.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.
