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Chairman Clegg called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The time, place and agenda of the meeting had been provided to the Tooele Transcript Bulletin and to each member of the governing body by delivering copies of the notice and agenda at least two days before to each of them.

ROLL CALL.  The clerk called the roll which showed Commissioners Bruce Clegg, Chair, Jerry Hurst and Shawn Milne present.  Also present were Doug Hogan, Attorney, and Marilyn Gillette, Clerk.

3.
MINUTES.  Commissioner Milne moved to approve the minutes of the March 5, 2013 meeting, as corrected.  Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.  All concurred.

4.
CONSENT AGENDA.  Commissioner Hurst moved to approve the consent agenda as presented.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

6.
STATE OF UTAH CONTRACT - LOG #27967 BETWEEN TOOELE COUNTY AND STATE OF UTAH HUMAN SERVICES, DIVISION OF SUBSTANCE ABUSE AND MENTAL HEALTH.  Commissioner Milne moved to table this item since there was no one here to speak on it.  Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.  All concurred.

7.
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN U.S. ARMY DUGWAY PROVING GROUND AND TOOELE COUNTY HEALTH DEPARTMENT DIVISION OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT.  Bucky Whitehouse, Emergency Management, stated this MOU makes technical revisions to the MOU that is currently in place.  It changes language to read from Tooele County Emergency Management to Tooele County Health Department, Division of Emergency Management.  Commissioner Hurst moved to approve the Memorandum of Understanding between the U.S. Army Dugway Proving Ground and Tooele County Health Department Division of Emergency Management.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

8.
RATIFY QUESTLINE ACCESS AGREEMENT BETWEEN QUESTAR GAS AND TOOELE COUNTY.  Commissioner Milne stated that he and Auditor Jensen approached the Commission to purchase gas at a wholesale price rather than the retail price.  We can save $45,000 on the gas bill with just the administration building, DPC, and the jail.  Commissioner Milne moved to approve the agreement.  Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.  All concurred.

9.
RATIFY CONTRACT FOR SALE AND PURCHASE OF NATURAL GAS BETWEEN SUMMIT ENERGY, LLC AND TOOELE COUNTY.  Commissioner Milne discussed this contract in relation to item #8.  He moved to approve the contract.  Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.  All concurred.

10.
ORDINANCE 2013-05 - AMENDING SECTION 1-6-3, OFFICIALS' FEES, OF THE TOOELE COUNTY CODE.  Jerry Houghton, Recorder, worked with the GIS Department, Surveyor’s Office, and the Building and Development Services Department in an effort to coordinate and make fees for like items more uniform.  Commissioner Hurst moved to approve Ordinance 2013-05.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

11.
RESOLUTION 2013-05 - DELEGATING AUTHORITY TO THE NORTH TOOELE COUNTY FIRE PROTECTION SERVICE DISTRICT ADMINISTRATIVE CONTROL BOARD.  Attorney Hogan stated this resolution designates the authority that is being transferred to the North Tooele County Fire Protection Service District (NTCFD).  Randy Willden, Fire Chief, stated that this was taken care of previously, but documentation could not be found, so they are redoing it.  Commissioner Hurst moved to approve Resolution 2013-05.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

12.
RESOLUTION 2013-06 - AUTHORIZING AND SETTING A DATE FOR A SPECIAL ELECTION IN THE NORTH TOOELE COUNTY FIRE PROTECTION SERVICE DISTRICT; THE ELECTION WILL SEEK TO RE-ESTABLISH THE MAXIMUM TAX RATE CAP.  Attorney Hogan stated because NTCFD is a special service district, the maximum rate they can tax is set by election.  With the growth and changes in the certified rate, they need to reestablish that cap.  The special election will take place on the fourth Tuesday in June.  Commissioner Milne moved to approve the resolution.  Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.  All concurred.

13.
CONTRACT REVIEW.  A) 07-02-03 - Qwest Total Advantage Agreement Between Qwest Communications Corporation and Tooele County Emergency Management;  B) 07-07-09 - Operating and Maintenance Agreement Between State of Utah Administrative Office of the Courts and Tooele County;  C) 07-11-06 - Agreement Between Wendover City and Tooele County for Law Enforcement Services;  D) 09-03-02 - Memorandum of Understanding Between Tooele County and Heritage West Credit Union for Use of Facilities and Requests for Volunteers in a Public Health Emergency;  E) 09-03-05 - Lease Agreement Between Tooele City and Tooele County for Establishing a Trail System;  F) 09-03-07 - Stansbury Park Improvement District - Improvement Installation Guarantees;  H) 10-03-03 - Memorandum of Agreement Between Tooele County and Utah State University Extension;  I) 10-03-09 - Base Contract to Retain Jviation, Inc. to Perform Engineering Services at the Wendover Airport;  K) 11-03-04 - Fire Protection Mutual Aid Agreement Between Tooele County and Dugway Proving Ground;  L) 12-03-02 - Memorandum of Understanding Between Tooele County Emergency Management Department, Tooele County Health Department, Mountain West Medical Center and Tooele County School District for Use of School Facilities in a Major Emergency or Disaster will be reviewed March, 2014.

G) 09-06-01 - Demolition Derby Agreement Between Tooele County and the Tooele County Search and Rescue.  Raymond Dixon, Demolition Derby, stated under the present circumstances he doesn’t think he wants to have this contract renewed.  If they will be required to provide more volunteers for functions at the DPC, they may request an increase in their fee.  They would like to set up a meeting with the Commissioners. Attorney Hogan stated that with the changes that have been made in the DPC staff, he recommended that notice be given to the Tooele County Search and Rescue of our intent to cancel the agreement.  Commissioner Milne moved to give notice to terminate this agreement.  Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.  All concurred.

J) 10-12-01 - Cooperative Agreement Between Utah Department of Corrections and Tooele County Sheriff's Office has no further need for review.

14.
BOARD APPOINTMENTS.  Attorney Hogan discussed the Career Service Board which has openings.  This board reviews everything from an employee who is grieving discipline internally to the recruitment and recommendation of possibly a new HR director.  The members on the board that have been established have expired.  He listed the qualifications for board members.  Citizens must be living in Tooele County for at least one year, divulge political party affiliation, understand merit principles as they apply to government employment, and cannot hold a government job.

15.
PUBLIC CONCERNS.  Curtis Beckstrom volunteered to help with DPC fields at the last meeting and has filled out the paperwork and background check.  He wanted the Commissioners to know that he is officially ready to help out.
Gerald Hill and his wife volunteer at animal shelters.  His wife felt that the Tooele County shelter is overcrowded and there is not enough room.  She asked about working on a cooperative agreement with the Tooele City shelter.

Tom Poyner brought up the discussion from the last meeting comparing the amount Tooele County spends on each citizen ($354) compared to what Utah County ($141) spends.  He asked where that comparison would be with the proposed tax increase added in.  Between property tax and sales tax, we currently pay only $70.80 of the $354, while using other sources to make up the difference.  After the property tax increase, it will be $116, still not near the $354.  The 82% property tax increase only increases the county’s portion of the property tax bill, not on the entire bill.
Wild Horse and Heritage days has been cancelled for this year.  In the last meeting, Mark McKendrick and Dal Shields were given 30 days to come up with plans for the newly formed Facilities Management Department.  Tom asked for some follow-up on this.  Mark has presented several plans to the Commission for their consideration.  Several things are in the works right now.  Tom asked if there are fees, would they go to the Lesee so he would have to pay the county for use of the fields.  The answer was yes.

Commissioner Hurst followed up with that by stating as far as the building maintenance is concerned we have a contractor that has been working for us.  He has been asked about a price to increase that contract.  Also an RFP has been put out for lawn care.  Commissioner Milne stated the contracts that we have discussed for the two different grassy areas are just for this year to see how things go.  The DPC will be open for use, just at a different level than it was used before.
Bill Dixon stated, after all of the work that has gone into the county fair and the demolition derby, it doesn’t make him feel very good to hear they may be cancelled.  The Wendover Airport doesn’t do anything for the citizens of Tooele County unless you have an airplane.  DPC has activities for all of the citizens of the county.  The Wendover Airport makes money, but so does the DPC, perhaps not enough money to cover the cost.  He felt the money the county puts into the airport doesn’t come close to paying for that either.  Commissioner Milne stated that just because there is income doesn’t mean it’s profit.  Neither of those facilities pay close to what they cost.  The Wendover Airport brings in a lot of money through grants.  They help the Nevada side of the line more than the Utah line.  The question is, is there anyone willing to take over the Wendover Airport?  The demolition derby makes good money, but the fair loses money ($190,000 last year).  It is being looked at.
John Williams asked if the Commissioners knew the Federal government is ready to close the tower at the Wendover Airport.  Commissioner Hurst said the tower is not operational.  John Williams stated that the function of the air traffic controllers, whether in the tower or elsewhere, is what is going to be closed.  The Commission will check on this.

Mel Sweat, Rotary, presented a letter and a pledge of support for Relief Services and the Food Bank Operations.  He read a letter from the Rotary Club asking that the Commission give in-depth consideration to the proposals that will come before them in the next few weeks to ensure a successful transition.
Commissioner Milne stated that the Commission is relooking at every department within the county.  They have a Plan A and a Plan B that they are looking at to help the county with those services.  There will be no interruption of service, but the intention was to announce something a couple of weeks ago; however, we need to be a bit more patient until everything comes together.
Raymond Dixon also commented on the Wendover Airport.  He read an article in the paper that the county is not required to provide recreation for the residents.  He asked if they are required to provide an airport.  He felt that the Wendover Airport benefits Nevada far more than Tooele County.  With the grants and the Federal funds, you don’t know what’s going to happen.  If the county took the money they are spending on the Wendover Airport and hire some of the workers back at the DPC, he felt the facility would be used more than it is now and make more money.  Commissioner Milne stated, we are poor enough that even if we did that, we still couldn’t hire 8-10 full-time employees in the Parks and Recreation Department.  He stated that our situation is terrible; it’s going to be 18-24 months of holding our breath.  As to the statement that DPC would make money, Ray has the vision that we need here in the county.  He made a boat load of money for the derby, but it came nowhere near to covering the cost of the rest of the fair.  You could hold the demo derby and make money without the county being involved.  There could be a contract or agreement for the use of the motorized arena for the demo derby.  Ray asked if they do the demolition derby with volunteers, could those volunteers use the county equipment.  That is being looked into.

The Commission was asked how the meeting went with Governor Herbert.  Commissioner Hurst felt it went well and said they talked about the situation with the vitro tailings being forced upon Tooele County many years ago, which evolved into Energy Solutions.  DPC rose and is falling because of what is happening with the mitigation fees.  All of the money for the DPC came from those mitigation funds.  We asked the governor to let Energy Solutions do their job; to let the science speak for itself.  Energy Solutions has completed a performance assessment, and it is now under review.  A company will be chosen to go through this assessment by mid-April.  Rusty Lundberg, Department of Environmental Quality, will decide what will happen with the depleted uranium.  This process is going to take some time.  The depleted uranium is sitting in a metal building at Energy Solutions.  He asked if it is better to have it setting there or in some company’s yard or to be buried by Energy Solutions.  According to the people at Energy Solutions, the supply of depleted uranium that could be buried out there is huge.  There is hope, but it is going to take some time.
Sandy Critchlow asked if the county is required to provide a county fair.  Commissioner Clegg stated in 1982 there was no county fair.  Arlene Brown and a few of the ladies got with Bruce and they started up the county fair.  Commissioner Hurst felt it is an important thing for the county to do.  They have a meeting Monday to discuss whether to have the fair or not.  With the financial situation they are in, they need to consider everything.  BJ Salmond felt if the county fair is going to sink us further in the hole, why would you want to go through with it.  Commissioner Hurst stated that the Tooele County Livestock Show has been going on for decades and the kids already have their animals; he feels it has to happen.  It used to be a stand-alone event and can be again, just like the derby could be.
Jeremy Walker, Treasurer, referred the public to county audited budgets on the State Auditor’s website.  These are performed by independent auditors.  These reports will show them the numbers over the years.
Leslie Rodgers asked if the DPC pool is going to remain open or will it be shut down.  Commissioner Hurst stated we want to keep it open, but it has to get to the point where it is at least revenue neutral.
Tim Booth, Pioneer Museum, announced that Jim Bevan has retired as President of the Pioneer Museum, so Tim is the new director.  He thanked the Commission for their support for the museum through the TRT tax grants.

ADJOURNMENT.  Commissioner Hurst moved to adjourn the meeting at 8:00 p.m.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.
