Chairman Clegg called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The time, place and agenda of the meeting had been provided to the Tooele Transcript Bulletin and to each member of the governing body by delivering copies of the notice and agenda at least two days before to each of them.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.
2.
ROLL CALL.  The clerk called the roll which showed Commissioners Bruce Clegg, Chair, Jerry Hurst and Shawn Milne present.  Also present were Doug Hogan, Attorney, and Marilyn Gillette, Clerk.

MINUTES.  Commissioner Milne moved to approve the minutes of the Commission Meeting held April 2, 2013.  Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.  All concurred.

CONSENT AGENDA.  Commissioner Hurst moved to approve the consent agenda.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.
Tax Adjustments:  A) Charlee McNeill, Transaction #20130724210020046.  The owner registered this trailer in error.  He does not own this trailer.  Relief amount ($68.88); B) Terry L. Norton, Transaction #2013065INR4127573.  The owner renewed the registration on this vehicle and then completed a lease buy-out which required a new registration in the owner’s name.  Relief amount ($150.00); C) Adrian Capurso, Transaction 320130784210030019.  The owner registered the vehicle March 19, 2013 and sold it March 29, 2013.  Relief amount ($80.00); D) Edward A. Henricks, Parcel ID #09-023-R-0026.  Shed was remodeled into a guest house and has been rented out for five years (per current occupant). ORDINANCE 2013-08 - AMENDING CHAPTER 8, I-80 CORRIDOR PLANNING DISTRICT, OF THE TOOELE COUNTY GENERAL PLAN AND AMENDING SUBSECTION 18-1-3(9) OF SECTION 18-1-3, EXISTING PERMIT AMENDMENT PROCEDURE, OF CHAPTER 18, HAZARDOUS WASTE INDUSTRIES, OF THE TOOELE COUNTY LAND USE ORDINANCE – [RESULTS OF THIS CHANGE: (1) THE GENERAL PLAN NOW STATES THAT A MAJORITY OF PUBLIC CITIZENS SUPPORT NEW HAZARDOUS WASTE FACILITIES IN TOOELE COUNTY; (2) THE HAZARDOUS WASTE CORRIDOR IS EXPANDED TO INCLUDE A FOURTH FACILITY (PROPOSED); (3) NEW MG-H (HAZARDOUS WASTE INDUSTRIES) ZONES WITHIN THE HAZARDOUS WASTE CORRIDOR ARE NO LONGER PROHIBITED].  Kerry Beutler, Building & Development Services, discussed this with the Commission.  The applicant is Charles Judd.  Kerry gave a history of this hazardous waste area and clarification of the requested changes to the code.  Charles Judd made a presentation to the Commission when he asked for this zone change a few years ago.  He was asked to make some changes and do some things before coming back with a presentation.  He has completed those requested items and is now back here with his request.  The property he is proposing is on SITLA land, so some of the money will go to the schools in Tooele County.  He felt like the approval of this change would do many positive things for Tooele County.  Commissioner Clegg asked about the notion that the feds are low in funds so they are not paying to clean up superfund sites.  Mr. Judd stated that is why it won’t go back up to the 23 million cubic feet, only to 7 million cubic feet.  It will be measured by cubic foot and paid accordingly.  Justin Distin stated this is about education, the jobs that it will create, leasing the money from school trust lands, 100% of school income tax goes to education.  This is a win/win for Tooele County and the State Education system.  Bart Ratcliff noticed that the county revenues have been going down; this would reopen the facilities and get people back to work.  Tom Poyner asked if the draft red lines on the map were Mr. Judd’s supposed changes or if they were the county voids or both.  Mr. Judd stated it was both of them.  Commissioner Hurst didn’t feel like Mr. Judd had met all of the criteria given to him by the Commission in 2010.  Commissioner Milne asked for a list of the things asked for in the past and that they be taken care of before coming here for approval.
Mr. Judd passed out a diagram of the open cell area that they have.  A cell can only be open for so many years and then it has to be covered.  By the year 2020, a majority of Energy Solutions’ open cell area will have to be covered, so there won’t be any cell capacity.  Commissioner Hurst stated we are getting mixed messages from Mr. Judd and Energy Solutions.  Mr. Judd is asking a lot of the Commission; these are very drastic changes.  They do want to have economic growth in the county, but it has to be done right.  He didn’t feel like anything has been done since the last time Mr. Judd was here.  He needs some assurances that the county is heading in the right direction.  Mr. Judd can provide legislative reports that back up what he has been saying.
Commissioner Hurst suggested getting together with Mr. Judd and the Siting Criteria group.  What Mr. Judd really needs is that there is some indication to move forward because they have an indication from the county that they are interested.  Attorney Hogan stated this would be a significant commitment of county resources to get to the point that Mr. Judd wants.  The county also doesn’t see that there is any assurance that there is anything to be harvested after the county spends all of the county resources.  Mr. Judd stated they will give the county $50,000 when they apply for the conditional use permit, once they have the assurance that the county is interested.  Commissioner Hurst wants to look at the steps and the order they need to be taken in.
Dean Williams felt waste is revenue for this county.  It is not our job to ensure they are profitable; it’s our job to ensure these revenue streams.  Vicki Griffith was at the hearings in 2010 and she didn’t see anything different tonight other than the numbers have gone up some.  There are no guarantees or promises.  He feels like because of the county’s financial situation, we are vulnerable.  Brandon Dew stated there are many construction workers out of work; this may provide jobs.  Commissioner Hurst stated he isn’t opposed to it; it just needs to be done in the proper way.  There are three major changes in this ordinance.  Brandon felt long-term they’re not hurting anything, if the state says they’re not willing to make the changes, then nothing can be done.  Without this change, the company can’t move forward.  Commissioner Milne moved to table this ordinance.  Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.  All concurred.

ORDINANCE 2013-06 - AMENDING THE OFFICIAL ZONING MAP OF TOOELE COUNTY; REZONING APPROXIMATELY 40 ACRES OF LAND JUST SOUTH OF STOCKTON CITY FROM MU-40 TO MG-EX.  Kerry Beutler, Building and Development Services, stated the applicant would like to have this postponed to the next meeting on May 7.  Commissioner Hurst stated he asked the applicant to postpone this item because there were a lot of questions.  Several residents of Stockton are opposed to it, and he would like to see no impact to Stockton.  The applicant asked for more time to get the information the Commission asked for.  Commissioner Hurst moved to postpone this ordinance to the May 7, 2013 meeting.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

ORDINANCE 2013-09 - AMENDING SECTION 1-6-3, OFFICIALS' FEES, OF THE TOOELE COUNTY CODE, ESTABLISHING A FEE FOR NOTARY SERVICES.  Clerk Gillette stated the Commission has asked all of the offices to reconsider the fees they charge.  The Clerk’s Office did 600 notaries last year at no charge.  The State allows notaries to charge $5 per signature, so that is what she’s suggesting.  There are three departments in the county that provide notary service; the Clerk, Sheriff, and Building and Development Services.  Commissioner Milne moved to approve the ordinance.  Terry Garrard, Health Department, asked about the notarizing they need to do for changes to birth certificates.  Attorney Hogan stated if a notary stamp appears on the document they are already paying for, under this ordinance it would not apply to this service.  The difference is when people come in with their own document, rather than a document they get from the department that has the notarization on it.  Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.  All concurred.

SHERIFF'S OFFICE FLEET LEASE PRESENTATION AND APPROVAL.  Frank Park, Sheriff, stated in 2009 they did not purchase vehicles and turned the money back to the county.  They paid a high maintenance fee for the next couple of years.  Lt. Jeff Morgan came up with an idea to save the county money on vehicles, he let Jeff explain it to the Commission.  Jeff started gathering information on leasing vs. purchasing vehicles.  Under the lease program, they could lease vehicles under a three-year lease, under warranty, with a $100 deductible and it’s covered under warranty the entire time they have the lease.  New equipment, cameras, and radars are included with the leased price.  The gas mileage would offer savings alone.  They are getting 11 mpg on vehicles now, but the leased vehicles will get between 18-22 mpg.  The savings over a three-year period of time is $165,000 per year.  They have vehicles under the canopy which have been redlined with problems for three to five years.  They have 11 vehicles they will trade in for $56,000 which will help with this year’s savings, along with insurance money from crashed vehicles.  Doug Roberts, Ken Garff, stated as the vehicles die they are willing to take them in on trade-ins for the lease.
Commissioner Milne asked if there was an opportunity to purchase the vehicles in the county.  Jeff stated they have usually gone through Quality and they have matched the state price on some vehicles, but some they couldn’t match.  Commissioner Milne asked with just changing vehicles if they had a number on how much would be saved on vehicles.  Jeff stated probably $3,000 to $4,000 per year per vehicle.  Attorney Hogan asked what the mileage restrictions are on these vehicles.  For the Investigative Division, it’s 54,000 for three years and for patrol units it’s 100,000 per year.  Commissioner Milne asked what the penalty is if they go over.  Jeff stated they would park them and there would be no off-duty use.
Steve Hanson, Sheriff’s Department, had a situation in Stansbury Park where they had to jump their vehicle before they could offer aid.  Ray Dixon stated if these vehicles are coming equipped, that is a great savings to the county.  Eric Gumbrecht asked if they have checked references with other counties that have done this.  Jeff stated they have checked references and they say it’s the best program they’ve ever got into.  Mayor Marshall, Grantsville, stated it has cut their maintenance budget drastically.  They have no complaints.  Rachel Hester, Health Department, challenged the numbers.  Commissioner Milne asked that the numbers be put down on paper for him to review before a vote is taken.  Commissioner Hurst agreed.  Commissioner Milne moved to postpone this item to the next meeting with the requisition of a spread sheet out to year four.  Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.  All concurred.
9.
HAWKS CLEANING CONTRACT APPROVAL.  Mark McKendrick, Facilities Department, asked for a new quote from Hawks Cleaning who cleans the county buildings.  The new quote will be based on the fact that Tooele County employees are cleaning their own offices now.  The cost prior to the new quote was $5,000 per month.  The new quote is $3,500 for the county building, $125 per month for the Road Department building for one day of service, and $17 per hour at the Deseret Peak Complex, as needed.  They also priced out the Health Department, Tooele Senior Center, and the Grantsville Senior Center, but their director, Myron Bateman, asked that they hold off on those while he looks at other options.  This contract will run from May through September at which time they will open it up for bid again.  Commissioner Hurst moved to approve the Hawks Cleaning contract for the county building, Roads building, and the Deseret Peak Complex.  Commissioner Milne asked if the $17 per hour will be charged to anyone using the DPC.  Yes, it will.  Rachel Hester, Health Department, was concerned that for this amount they are not getting garbage taken out as well as other services.  She asked why they don’t hire high school kids and provide our own cleaning supplies.  Mark stated this is for the short-term; then it will go out to other companies for bids.  Commissioner Clegg seconded the motion.  Commissioners Hurst and Clegg voted yes.  Commissioner Milne voted no.  The motion carried.
10.
CONTRACT REVIEW.  A) 09-03-03 - Interlocal Cooperation Agreement Between Tooele County and Box Elder County for Exchange of Road Maintenance; B) 11-04-02 - Master Electric Service and Facilities Improvements Agreement Between Rocky Mountain Power and Tooele County; C) 11-04-05 - Route Deviation Service Agreement Between Tooele County and Utah Transit Authority will be reviewed April, 2014.

D) 11-12-16 - Interagency Agreement Between Utah Department of Workforce Services and Tooele County Economic Development will be reviewed at the next meeting.

E) 12-04-02 - Tooele County Senior Meal Agreement Amendment Between Tooele County and Trinity Services I, LLC f/d/a/ Compass Group USA, Inc. will be attached to the Trinity Services original agreement for review.

BOARD APPOINTMENTS.  None.

PUBLIC CONCERNS.  Jerry Edwards asked about item #5D, what is the cost per meal on this contract?  Attorney Hogan stated the cost for an individual senior meal is $2.89, Prices may be increased or decreased depending on menu changes.  Mr. Edwards’ second question was, since the county quit publishing the agenda and the meetings because of the $5,000 per year cost, are we still paying for the County Seat television program?  He was told we are not.  He suggested putting a notice about the Commission Meeting in the “Doings” part of the newspaper.
Tim Booth, Pioneer Museum, asked if the museum will receive funding from the TRT tax.  Commissioner Milne stated they are not sure; they may need to use that money to pay the county’s bills.  The money needs to be used for the express purposes, but the county may need to borrow the money to pay bills.  Tim stated if the county does, they are jeopardizing a lot of other organizations that rely on that money.  Commissioner Milne stated if we are using it for the purpose to pay the bills so we don’t bounce checks, they realize the gravity of the situation, but it becomes a situation of which one do we pay.  The museum is a big draw for the tourism industry for Tooele County.
Allison McCoy and Jared Hammer - Chamber of Commerce.  Take the basic principles that the Chamber is all about, the voice of business, single point of contact; when there is something going on, they call the Chamber of Commerce.  Celebrate the community prosperity, the board has talked in depth on the subject of the county fair and they would like to take over the fair and run it for this year.  They have talked with entities that would be involved in the derby and stock show and they would be willing to participate.  Allison has been approached by the Utah State Fair and they are willing to help, as well as the National Fair Board and the Utah Board of Fairs.  The goal is to make it a true community event.  They would like to fill a need they feel is in the community right now.  The Commission needs some time to digest this, but Commissioner Hurst felt like this is a great idea.  They have a Fair Board meeting the last Monday of the month and invited Allison and Jared to the meeting.  Commissioner Milne stated this is exactly the kind of community spirit and volunteerism they were looking for.
Robert Warner, Solid Waste, thanked Mark McKendrick for his help at the Landfill.  He asked if, while the DPC is idle, if they could use some of the equipment at the Landfill.  Mark stated that he would be happy to discuss it.  Commissioner Hurst stated things just need to be coordinated.
13.
ADJOURNMENT.  Commissioner Hurst moved to adjourn at 9:05 p.m.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.
