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An ordinance amending Section 13.60.010 
Subdivision Minimum Requirements to update the sign requirements

	
WHEREAS, the City Council of Hyde Park City, Cache County, Utah passed and adopted the Hyde Park City code on May 13, 2015; and

WHEREAS, The City Council of Hyde Park City determined there is a need to update, repeal, amend and/or modify certain provision contained in the referenced Municipal Code; and   

NOW, THEREFORE, that City Council of Hyde Park City, Utah hereby adopts, passes and published the following:


13.60.010 Minimum Improvement Requirements
I. Street Name Signs. To assure uniformity the City shall furnish and install all required street signs and the cost thereof shall be charged to and paid for by the subdivider within a period of thirty (30) days after installation. The developer shall have the option of installing the signs and eliminating the installation labor charge. Street name signs are required at all street intersections.The developer shall install and pay the cost of traffic control signs, street name and other street signs required of his/her development, under the direction of the public works director.  All signs and traffic control devices shall be designed and installed according to the current Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD).  Street name signs shall not be mounted upon Stop signs, but be located on opposite corners as directed by the Public Works Department.  Signs required of the developer but installed by the City shall be paid within 30 days after installation.  The required signage shall be included in the escrow for improvements of the development and will not be released until either installed by the developer or until payment of the costs incurred by the City to install the necessary signs have been made.
