 ITEM #1. – TECHNOLOGY COMMITTEE PRESENTATION.  Mr. Wilson began the 
presentation by having each of the Technology Committee members introduce themselves.  He 
thanked them for their time and efforts in serving on the committee and felt it had been a very 
productive endeavor.  A PowerPoint presentation was prepared and reviewed, which provided 
good discussion points.  There was discussion in accelerating the ten-year building committee 
and combining a bond election for construction of a new Richfield High School with the voted 
leeway. 
 
 The committee’s recommendation to the Board was to combine the voted leeway with a 
bond election to be placed on the November 2013 ballot. 
 
 President Johnson expressed gratitude and appreciation to the committee for their work, 
diligence, efforts, research, and taking the time to travel to the different schools.   
 
 Mr. Wilson extended his personal thanks to the committee and echoed President 
Johnson’s comments.  He commented on the diversity of the thoughts of the committee that 
came into the meetings and site visits as well as the perspective.  He said that diversity is 
probably one of the greatest assets that exist if it is used appropriately.  The synergism of more 
than one becomes greater than the whole.  He felt the committee functioned very well and did 
an excellent job.
