Todd asked the city if there is a way the city can have center street striped in the center of the street or a white line down the side. He has had people hit trucks parked in front of his house, the discussion was that the city will check with Castle Valley Special Service District to see if that is something, they can do for us. 

Shawna Caroll
Shawna Caroll Cottonwood Creek Elementary Librarian applied for a Steam Program Grant this last year, she wanted to thank the city for contributing the funds needed to provide a match for this grant. The steam program provided classes and learning for the school kids, it taught them social skills, self-reliant skills and self-development skills. She states “Thank you Orangeville City for your contribution and support to help these kids learn these things.” She also stated that they would be continuing some of the steam projects.

Peacock cottage
Jan Hansen has requested a business license for her Air B&B called the Peacock Cottage. It has been approved by planning and zoning. A motion was made by Carole Larsen to approve the Peacock Cottage Business License it was seconded by Carol Stilson. Motion passed. 

Ratify cares act agreement

Stewart Clayson
Stewart Clayson joined the meeting by phone, he had created a reinvestment policy for Orangeville City to help local businesses with support. By voting on this and approving the creation of the agency under an ordinance this will provide the information needed to help local businesses just starting out with a tax break.  A motion to approve this was made by Carole Larsen and seconded by Brandon Hoffman. Motion passed.

Utility bill change
Carolyn and Maegan asked the council if they would be alright if the city office changed the utility bill mailings. If it could be printed as a post card verses paper, it would save on postage, and cost of stamps and envelopes. From there the newsletter would be taken to the post office and library for pick up, this would also save on paper, and postage. The council agreed that it would be a good idea. 

Rocky mountain power led lighting
Maegan Wilberg received an email from Rocky Mountain Power talking about LED Lighting in buildings, she was informed by the council that they did this for all the buildings a couple of years ago. The council asked if it could be done for street lights. Maegan said she would ask. And if so, the council states they would like to get it done for the street lights. 

Resolution 6
A resolution to absolve the board of appeals and make it the board of authority. This took place in the last meeting, a motion to approve the Resolution 6 was made by Carol Stilson and seconded by Brandon Hoffman. Motion passed.

Resolution 7
A resolution to adopt a conditional use permit for the following
1. Short-term rentals, bed and breakfasts, campgrounds, and short-term home rentals.
2. Earth Shelter home projects
3. Planned residential developments and residential condominium projects
A motion to approve Resolution 7 was made by Carole Larsen and seconded by Carol Stilson. The vote was unanimous, motion passed. 

Conditional use permit fee add $150. 00 to fee schedule
The conditional use permit fee of $150.00 includes the first year of business license fee. This needs to be added to the fee schedule. A motion was made by Carol Stilson to approve the conditional use permit and to approve the fee to be added to the fee schedule for Orangeville City and seconded by Brandon Hoffman. Motion passed.

Staff reports
1. Allen- Carole Larsen reported for Allen, McKelle France is moving forward with her Joes Valley Trailer Park, she is working together with Doug and Cami Stilson, where they will be able to have their coffee shop down there with this location. She would like to do some cabins, with restrooms and showers. She also would like to do a dog park for people to bring their dogs. McKelle has some good ideas to do for this. She is working with Allen to make sure she gets everything approved. Carole suggested that she check with the neighbors to make sure there are no problems. 
2. Kim- Kim did some work on the baseball field, where the trail ends, he is getting it cleaned up. He has had a couple of dog bites in the city take place, he is waiting to check the dog in quarantine, and he is requesting the owner to have the dog when it is out to wear a muzzle while its out. He is working on Christmas lights next month. 
3. Carolyn- Carolyn asked if the Youth City Council would mind helping decorating the Christmas Trees at the community center and city hall. She also wondered about starting safety committee. Maegan suggested to have all the employees join the safety committee. 
4. Maegan- Maegan has an idea to do virtual actives for the holidays, to do grinch sightings and get a prize. Carole Larsen suggested to talk to food ranch to get a free donut if they see the grinch.

Council reports
1. Carole Larsen- Has nothing to report.
2. Carol Stilson- YCC didn’t meet together, Morgan Hughes is looking at doing a virtual service project to encourage to do service. Carol wondered if we could order more stars for Christmas decorations, and see where they got them from.   Design lighting, Carol will come in the following week to see what we need. 
3. Brandon- Kim asked about shooting deer in the city, by archery. A plan has to be set in place; Brandon suggest that we do the same thing that Ferron has done in the past. Once they dispatched the animal, they can be taken to the butcher, and the meat can either be given to a family in need or kept for who ever gets it. Kim and Brandon are going to work on plan and have a policy written up for this to take place. 
4. Roger- Roger Talked with Kent Wilson, and wanted to know what we could get with the money given to us with the Cares Act, if there is a way to get a projector with a screen, or a tv so the council and employees can attend meetings virtually.
