	Governor’s Office Municipality Business Legislative Review

	Andrew Hill, Special Project Coordinator for Governor Herbert’s office, introduced a Utah Communities Business Regulations Review that is underway.  In order to enhance and promote business in Utah, the Governor’s office is conducting a Business Regulation Review over the next several months.  As such, they are reaching out to local cities and businesses to discover concerns about regulations that impact businesses in each community.  The Governor’s office hopes to review, revise, or repeal any unnecessary regulations which may stand as an impediment to effective business development, sustainability and growth throughout Utah.  Each city is requested to actively participate in this process.  The Governor’s office has created a survey that can be used with businesses within your city and are also willing to help each city develop or customize a survey to fit their needs.  The timeframe on reporting back to Andrew Hill, or Mike Mower, Deputy Chief of Staff, is fairly flexible.  The Governor would like to report back in his next State of the State address, so providing feedback by early fall is highly encouraged. Erik Craythorne and Ronald Russell expressed that they are encouraged with the extensive efforts made by UDOT in preparing the DRAFT Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) for the West Davis Corridor.   They presented the need for the COG to come together in support of the process and manifest COG’s support and a unified desire for a workable outcome through a formal resolution/letter.  They acknowledged that UDOT has done an outstanding job of addressing the complex issues surrounding this West Davis Corridor Project.  To make this a funding priority to the State of Utah, COG resolves to stand unified and offer support as well as encouraging residents in Davis County to get involved in the process and give additional input in order to participate and obtain the best possible outcome for project design.  A preliminary letter and resolution of support were distributed for consideration.  (The final copy is attached to these minutes)

A motion to issue to UDOT a resolution and letter of support for the West Corridor selection process was made by Mayor Russell, seconded by Mayor Hiatt, and unanimously approved by board members present.  

Staff was tasked with completing final draft of the letter and resolution, incorporating suggestions made at the meeting, and forwarding the letter and resolution on to UDOT.

	West Davis Corridor Selection Process Overview

	Discussion:
	
The Utah Department of Transportation (UDOT), in cooperation with the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), worked extensively to prepare an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) to study a potential transportation corridor in western Davis and Weber counties. The West Davis Corridor Study evaluates transportation needs through the year 2040 while considering community and environmental concerns to identify a solution that will be a benefit to the West Davis and Weber area. Randy shared a comprehensive presentation that overviewed the West Davis Corridor study and selection process from its inception in 2010 through the recent May16, 2013 decision recommending Alternative B-1.  He also outlined the progression that will be followed in the next several months leading up to the actual construction of the West Davis Corridor.  This information can be accessed http://www.udot.utah.gov/westdavis/  UDOT will take all the public comments through August 23, 2013.  Comments will be considered and evaluated, with the aim of announcing a final decision by Spring of 2014.

Several attendees commented on adjustments they would like to see, particularly in regard to on/off access, particularly in regard to Highway 193 and Farmington area.  Randy encouraged all to make comments in person, by email, or by visiting the website listed above.  All comments will be reviewed and considered.

The CDBG funds relieved by Davis County came in at a higher amount than was anticipated in the March COG.  Rather than a 5% decrease, there was a 6% increase.  The committee met again and made recommendation for the use of the additional funds.  These changes were briefly reviewed and presented to the board for approval. 	Corridor Preservation – Land Purchases

Scott Hess approached the board for a direction the COG board would like to take in regard to purchasing property for the West Davis Corridor.  As the recommended route has been selected, Mr. Hess advised that with prudent scrutiny and prioritization, the County begin utilizing the fund to begin purchasing properties imminent for development in order to purchase at the best prices.  The application process, as well as the rating and ranking process, has been established and previously approved by COG.  Feasible applications could be evaluated by staff and brought forward for review and consideration by the entire board on an individual basis.  Some board members expressed hesitancy to proceed before a final decision.  Commissioner Petroff expressed that it is legal and advisable for cities to put the corridor on their Master Plan to preclude developers from building on effected properties and inflating the future purchase price to the tax payers as the corridor moves forward.  Chairman Craythorne recommended that each effected Mayor and their council look at this and move toward adjusting their Master Plans.  In the meantime, he recommended that an action plan be initiated for COG to deal with requests.
