	
	COMMISSION MEETING MINUTES

June 25, 2013

The Board of Davis County Commissioners met in room 303 of the Davis County Administration Building, Farmington, Utah on June 25 at 10:00 a.m.  Members present were Chairman John Petroff Jr., Commissioner Louenda H. Downs, Deputy Finance/Audit Curtis Koch, Davis County Attorney Troy Rawlings, and Deputy Clerk/Auditor Linda May.  Excused were Commissioner P. Bret Millburn, Clerk/Auditor Steve S. Rawlings, and Chief Deputy Civil Attorney Bill McGuire.

	
	
Ellis Bruch, Davis County Emergency Services, led the Pledge of Allegiance.  All were invited to stand and join in.

	
	
Curtis Koch, Chief Deputy Audit/Finance, opened the bids for the Soccer Fields at the Legacy Events Center as follows:

Dave Hansen, Davis County Legacy Events Center Director, took the bids packages for review.  A thank you was expressed to Public Works for their help in moving soils to help prepare the site.

	
	
Chairman Petroff stated that if you have been watching the news you have seen the tragedy of the Colorado fire.  I grew up in Colorado and know the area well and it is just beautiful in the Black Forest area.  The losses are tragic. We have asked Ellis Bruch, Emergency Management to update us on Davis County.


Ellis Bruch, Davis County Fire Marshal Deputy, Emergency Management Sheriff’s Office, stated we can just look outside and see on the mountain side weekly how the brown line is moving up the mountain side as the vegetation dries out.  The brown grass line on June 12 was 4730 ft. and the brown line is now up to approximate 5,200 ft.  It is drying up way too fast and no moisture is being received. This Thursday the Forest Service and the State Fire Marshall will issue a press release regarding fire restrictions.  Campfires are authorized only in approved campgrounds where a fire pit has been installed by a government agency such as at Sunset Campground, Mueller Park and Fernwood.  Firework restrictions will be similar to last year, particularly regarding aerials and kite (high flying) fireworks which can be carried in the winds.  We have not yet had any major event.  Costs are going up to fight fires.

Commissioner Downs said, “It is not worth the risk.  “Yet” is the key word. We want to keep fires from happening.  Water is a precious resource for fighting any fire.”

Chairman Petroff stated we encourage all citizens to obey restrictions.  

	
	
Commissioner Downs made a motion to go into a public hearing.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye. 

	
	
Scott Hess, Davis County Planning Office, stated the first hearing today is a proposal for the creation of an Agricultural Protection Area for parcel ID: 11-076-0064 and 11-076-0061, owned by Dix Roberts, Ruth Roberts, Tyson Roberts, and Danna Roberts. (The parcels are located in West Layton with Layton Parkway on North side and Weaver Lane and on the west between Flint & Angel St.) It is 16.6 acres.  Layton Parkway as far as from a roadway standpoint has already been purchased from the property owner on the north side.  There is some concern of the Layton Parkway trail on the south side.  Agricultural Protection Areas by their nature do not preclude a trail going through the area.  It does limit the ability of an agency to take eminent domain action on that property owner.  However, we do not have an eminent domain or trails allowed in the State Code anyway and it shouldn’t be a restriction.  Agricultural Protection Area is a zoning protection to the property owner and allows farmers to continue even as subdivisions encroach upon them.  It limits their ability to have nuisance calls made upon them for legitimate farming activities.  In Davis County by ordinance we can go back to make and set restrictions.  

 Chairman Petroff asked where the proposed West Davis Corridor is located.  Scott said, “The proposed Corridor is quite a bit west.”


Scott Hess stated the purpose is to provide zoning protection per State Code. The area must be at least 5 acres and truly used for agricultural purposes. In December the Conservation District gave their approval.  The Davis County Planning Commission has reviewed and given their approval.  Those residents within 1000 ft of the proposed Agricultural Protection Area have also been mailed a notice.  The notice has been posted in five locations and on our Davis County Website.  The State Code states the public hearing must happen at the level of the Legislative body.


To date there have only been two comments submitted:

  (1) Dick Schaffer in support.  He thinks it is ridiculous the farmer has to jump thru hoops.  He said he moved to this rural area for a reason….because it was rural.  I would gladly speak up for the farmers anytime if needed.

 
(2) Eric Orton thinks the home and barn (2 acres) should be pulled out due to aesthetics.  It should remain residential.

Scott Carter, Layton City Planning, stated Layton City fully supports the preservation of these agricultural lands along with any others in our area. The Agricultural Protection Area has been reviewed by Layton City staff, Scott Carter, and Alex Jensen, Layton City Manager, who prepared the letter the Commissioners were sent.  Farming is a very important industry in the Davis County area and those families and individuals who want to carry forward with their farming activities should be afforded whatever protections can be grant to them.  In this case we would also like to preserve the ability to continue the long-planned Kays Creek Trail along the creek at the south edge of the property.  Layton City would be happy to work with the Roberts family to determine the exact location of the trail.


Tyson Roberts stated he is the 6th generation on the land.  He is opposed to having the home and barn taken out of the designation.  I have just completed an 8 month remodel and the out buildings are my farm base.  The farming operations base is vital to me.  I am not opposed to the trail and  it can be managed by the city or the county.  I have farmed all my life and my roots are deep in agricultural and I desire to farm.  To the east a development of home will probably go in within about a year.

Scott Hess stated that today at 5:00 pm will be the close of time to receive comments.  A resolution will be brought to a future meeting.

Commissioner Downs made a motion to close the public hearing.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye. The recommendations will be reviewed and the decision given at a future meeting.

	
	
Commissioner Downs made a motion to open the public hearing regarding the second Agricultural Protection Area.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.

	
	
Scott Hess stated a proposal for the creation of an Agricultural Protection Area for property surrounding the North Davis Sewer District has been received.  (A complete listing of all property Tax ID numbers is available at Davis County Planning Office).  All property applied for is owned by the North Davis Sewer District, and is currently in agricultural use as farmers lease the property back from North Davis Sewer District.  It serves as a buffer between residences and the district’s sewer treatment plant.  395 acres is unincorporated area of Davis County and the remaining acres will need to be addressed through the process with Syracuse City for a total of 446 acreas.  The North Davis Sewer District wants the farming to continue in perpetuity.  

Rusty Eskelsen, Syracuse, Utah, (neighbor to the north) stated he thinks it is giving the sewer plant a lot of leeway if we grant an Agricultural Protection Area to the sewer district operations.  To protect farmland is ok but no check and balances on the sewer district.  No reason to protect a commercial/public entity.  It doesn’t fit.  We have had struggles with light, noise, and smells from the sewer district.

Scott Hess stated the facility operates under the conditional use permit as currently issued.  


Kyle Hill, Syracuse resident, stated it is good to protect the farmer.  The sewer district is a government controlled agency and the same protection should not be used for the sewer district.  He expressed concerns about the expansion over into the former Eames property for composting.

Commissioner Petroff stated the facility has increased digesters and clarifiers at a great cost.  The facility itself is still on the same footprint.  Kevin Cowan, Manager of the North Davis Sewer District is very conscious of the plant’s operations.

Tyson Roberts stated the surrounding area needs the buffer from the sewer district.  He would like some kind of protection for the farming operations in the area.


Commissioner Downs made a motion to close the public hearing.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  

Scott Hess stated that he will talk with Neal Geddes, Davis County Attorney’s Office, about the option of taking the sewer district plant out of the Agricultural Protection designation.  The recommendation will be reviewed and the decision given at a future meeting.

	
	
Dave Hansen, Davis County Legacy Events Center Director, presented agreement #2013-379 with Davis Hospital and Medical Center.  It is a sponsorship for the 2013, 2014, and 2015 Davis County Fair.  Sponsorship includes Title Sponsor of the baby derby, logo placement in fair brochure, vendor area, and co-sponsor of rodeo, and banner placement throughout the fair.  It is a receivable of $4,335.00 in 2013; $4,421.00 in 2014; and $4,507.00 in 2015.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Kevin Fielding, Davis County Sheriff’s Office, presented the following three items:

	
	
Agreement #2013-380 to be ratified for Scout LLC, Locations and Production.  Last week the Davis County Sheriff’s Office provided security for the company during a Harley Davidson photo shoot.  They agreed to pay Davis County $50.00 per hour for each sheriff’s deputy provided.  This was coordinated through 
the Convention and Visitors Bureau.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to ratify. Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Amendment #2010-172C with Second District Court.  It is a receivable of $242,000.00 for bailiff services and $484,122.00 for security services by the Davis County Sheriff’s Office for the Second District Court.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Plan #2013-381 for submission to the UCCJJ office as to how the Sheriff’s Office and Attorney’s Office will proceed to be eligible for funds from the Utah FY 2014 Beer Tax Funds.  The actual amount receivable will be determined by the State of Utah at a later date.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Lewis Garrett, Davis County Health Director, presented the following four agreements:

	
	
Agreement #2013-382 with ConsulMed, LLC.  The company will lease office space to WIC for one year (July 1, 2013 thru June 30, 2014).  It is a payable of $58,138.80. Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Agreement #2013-383 with MedSource, Inc. to provide for direct purchase of needed in-home services for clients of Davis County. Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Agreement #2013-384 with the Utah Department of Workforce Services, Housing and Community Development Division.  It is a receivable of up to $359,147.00 to provide Utah Weatherization and Energy Crisis services to LIHEAP (Low Income Home Energy Assistance Program) to eligible households.  The contract period runs thru September 30, 2015.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Agreement #2013-385 with United Way of Salt Lake.  It is to provide funding for dental services to those who meet income parameters.  It is a receivable of $5,000.00 to provide services from July 1, 2013 thru June 30, 2014.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve. Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Robert Smith, Davis County Public Works, presented agreement #2013-386 with NuRock Asphalt Coatings.  Two other companies who do this type of work were contacted by Public Works to obtain quotes from them.  One gave a quote of $130,000.00 and the other gave a quote of $150,000.00.  The company will apply CRS2 chip oil onto various designated county roadways.  Davis County Public Works crewmembers will then embed the rock into the oil. Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Marshall Scott, Davis County Facilities Management Director, presented agreement #2013-387 for Pam’s Vending.  The company will provide vending machines for the Memorial Courthouse and the Administrative Building.  They will provide one soda machine and one snack machine on the first floor of the Memorial Courthouse, and the same on the first and third floor of the Administrative Building.  County agrees to waive any fee to Contractor for the placement of the vending machines.  In exchange, Contractor agrees to reduce the prices for soda and snacks as set forth in the contract.  The county will provide the electricity.  The contract period is June 25, 2013 thru June 25, 2015 at which time the contract will be reviewed. Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Greg Johnson, Davis County Planning Office, presented the following two items:   

	
	
Resolution #2013-197A with the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) for adoption of the 2013-14 Annual Action Plan for the Community Development (CDBG) funds.  The rating and ranking as recommended by the Council of Government committee for distribution of funds is listed as part of the action plan.  This supplemental information will be submitted in order for Davis County to receive funds in the amount of $787,193.00 with the approval of the plan by HUD.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis 
County Clerk/Auditor.  Greg stated that it is anticipated by the end of July to have approval and then proceed with sub-grantee contracts with the entities approved.

	
	
Amendment #2012-228C to the existing agreement with the Utah State Department of Human Services to receive Social Service Block Grant (SSBG) funds in the amount of $106,844.00 for the period of July 1, 2013 through June 30, 2014.  Total match requirements will be met by sub-grantees as the non-profits organizations applications have been received and are being reviewed by a committee.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Barry Burton, Davis County Planning Director, presented change order #2010-409M with Wadman Corp.  It is for various necessary changes to the Administration/Library/CJC project in the amount of $81,852.10.  The bulk of the change order in the amount of $50,000.00 is for additional supervision and is due to a number of things.  The company had to delay paving of the parking lot due to many circumstances.  Curtis Koch, Chief Deputy Audit/Finance stated the costs have been thoroughly reviewed.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Curtis Koch, Chief Deputy Audit/Finance, presented agreement #2013-388 with Wissan, Smith, Racker & Prescott, LLP to perform an external audit of services.  The fee is based on time not to exceed $7,500.00.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

If values go up the rate drops.  Jonathan stated it is important to note there is no tax increase for taxing entities with oversight by the Davis County Commissioners.  Based on an average residence value of $216,000 @55% the average taxable value is $118,800.  The portion of tax receivable to Davis County would be approximately $323.00.  It is about a 3% increase in value over the previous year (tax rated based on existing area). The revenue for new growth equates to approximately$356,000.00 (1.3% in new growth for the general fund).  There are 34 taxing entities in Davis County.  West Point City is the only entity needing to do a Truth in 
Taxation hearing as the city has determined to do a tax increase.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  

	
	
Curtis Koch, Chief Deputy Audit/Finance presented resolution #2013-390 adopting a tax rate for the purpose of levying taxes within the South Davis Recreation District for the Year 2013.  The District encompasses North Salt Lake, Woods Cross, Bountiful, West Bountiful, Centerville and an unincorporated area of Davis County for the year 2013.  The proposed tax rate is 0.000133 for operation and maintenance and additional tax rate of 0.000241 for debt service for a total combined tax rate of 0.000374 for the purpose of levying taxes within the District for the year 2013.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.  Commissioner Downs stated Commissioner Millburn services on the Board as he lives within the boundaries.

	
	
Commissioner Downs made a motion to convene as the Board of Equalization. Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.

	
	
Dale Peterson, Davis County Tax Administration Director, presented the property tax register.  The register reflects 4 veteran abatements and corrections for 2013 property values.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  

	
	
Commissioner Downs made a motion to reconvene the regular commission meeting.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.

	
	
Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve the commission meeting minutes of June 4, 2013.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.

	
	
Check registers as prepared by the Davis County Clerk/Auditor were approved with a motion from Commissioner Downs.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Documents on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	Commission Comments:


Commissioner Downs said, “Miss Utah pageant was held last week.  We seem to train them well because the new Miss Utah was a form Miss Davis County, Ciera Pekarcik.  Our own Miss Davis County Ellie Tucker was presented with the Sadie Huish Memorial Scholarship Service Award for her work with Hope Kids.  It is a project for helping little children who are terminal ill have an opportunity to be a prince or princess at a sweet little event she organizes.  Congratulations are extended to Ellie and Ciera. This Friday the public can meet Miss Davis County at the Sweets Gala and Auction at this Administration Building at 5 – 8 pm to raise funds for the Miss Davis County pageant.”


Chairman Petroff stated they are beautiful young ladies and they are just awesome. 

Troy Rawlings, Davis County Attorney, stated his office have been working very hard.  We have handled 7,000 cases with 13 prosecutors this past year and you can do the math and see the workload.  We have three investigators who assist with cases and are spread way too thin.  They work as hard as they can. I of necessity still process cases as I do like litigation.  We have great victim services and their performance is admirable.  The legal secretaries are the backbone of the office in processing paperwork and keeping attorneys informed on schedules.  The gospel of the Davis County Attorney’s office I preach is, “We make decisions that impact lives, careers, families, and futures so do the best you can, be conscientious, and don’t worry about being criticized.  We can’t do press releases and can’t discuss information about cases, so just hang in there and when the fire storms come just get over it.”  

Troy acknowledged that today we say goodbye today to Jim Kelly who started Drug Court in 2000.  There have been 694 successful graduates and 160 DUI graduates.  He has been devoted to helping others.  
The lives he has help change have a ripple effect.  It is a career we should all envy.  Every taxpayer has benefitted from his work.
