Mayor Melani Torgersen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. in the Escalante City Council Chambers.

Stephanie Steed. Council member Dan’l Lindsay was excused. 

Also present were Terence Tontlewicz, Dale Henrie, Fred Spencer, Jenny Evans and McKade Cook. Ashley Coombs and Julie Brugger joined electronically.

Mayor Torgersen led the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA
[bookmark: _Hlk10560380]Council member Wilson made a motion to adopt the agenda as written. Council member Graham seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Stowe, Barnes, Graham and Wilson voting aye. 

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 17, 2020 MEETING
Council member Wilson made a motion to approve the minutes of the November 17, 2020          meeting as written. Council member Stowe seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Barnes, Wilson, Stowe and Graham voting aye. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS
DALE HENRIE 
Mr. Henrie said the Airport is busy and nice. Mr. Henrie said a lot of people are flying in and sometimes everything is full and there is nowhere to park. Mr. Henrie said parking is difficult 
for the bigger airplanes. Mr. Henrie said he feels it is a good idea for the City to look at an expansion for more hangers. 

Mr. Henrie explained he and his wife will be doing zoom meetings for the twelve-step addiction recovery program. 

JENNY EVANS
Ms. Evans said she is in full support of the airport doing an expansion for new hangers.  
Ms. Evans said it would be awesome if there were more hangers. Ms. Evans said she would love to be able to park her airplane in a hanger and keep it out of the weather. 

FRED SPENCER 
Mr. Spencer explained when he moved to Escalante there was no hanger available to park his plane, so he had to park it outside. Mr. Spencer said airplanes do not like snow on their wings. Mr. Spencer said people are flying into our Airport looking for a hanger to park in for a few days while visiting Escalante. Mr. Spencer said having hangers available is one of the things that bring people to town. Mr. Spencer said a lot of pilots that fly in use the curtesy car to go to town to shop or go to dinner. Mr. Spencer said our Airport has a good reputation. Mr. Spencer thanked Council member Barnes for everything she does for the Airport and the pilots. 

MCKADE COOK
Mr. Cook said if there were more places to build hangers it would be an opportunity for someone to have a business renting them out to pilots that are visiting. Mr. Cook said when the weather is bad it is a value to the pilots to have somewhere to keep their plane. Mr. Cook said it would also benefit the locals that have planes to have a hanger to keep them in.  

PLANNING AND ZONING ITEMS 
PLANNING AND ZONING UPDATES
JOSEPH AND SUZANNE CATLETT- MANUFACTURED HOME – 725 WEST 450 SOUTH (RR-1-10)
Council member Stowe explained this project. Council member Stowe said the project meets all requirements and Planning and Zoning has recommended it for approval. Council member Stowe said there is a letter from the property owner that they are in the middle of purchasing it. Council member Stowe said this home will be used as a long-term rental. Council member Stowe said this lot does have a water and sewer connection. Council member Stowe made a motion to approve the Municipal Project Approval Form for Mr. and Mrs. Catlett. Council member Wilson seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Wilson, Barnes, Graham and Stowe voting aye. 

MARCIE HOFFMAN – SINGLE PARCEL SPLIT – 500 WEST 805 SOUTH (RR-1-10)
Council member Stowe explained this project. Council member Stowe said Planning and Zoning recommended the approval of the Single Parcel Split if there is a recorded road easement to the property. Council member Stowe said this lot can only be split once every 5-year. Council member Stowe said Ms. Hoffman brought in the recorded road easement that is attach to her application. Ms. Stowe said there are no sewer or water connections on the parcel. Council member Stowe made a motion to approve the Municipal Project Approval Form for 
Ms. Hoffman. Council member Barnes seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Graham, Stowe, Wilson and Barnes voting aye. 

SCHEDULED ITEMS
GARFILED COUTNY SHERIFF DANNY PERKINS – UPDATE
Sheriff Perkins was not present at said meeting. 

KATIE CROSIER – TOYS FOR TOTS DONATION
Mayor Torgersen said the City donated $250.00 last year to the Toys for Tots. Mayor Torgersen explained for every dollar donated ninety-seven cents will stay in Garfield County. Council member Barnes made a motion to donate $250.00 to the Toys for Tots. Council member Stowe seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Stowe, Wilson, Graham and Barnes voting aye. 



ARMSTRONG CONSULTANTS – AIRPORT HANGER DEVELOPMENT 
Council member Barnes said Eric Rink could not be here tonight but will be here in January to go over the figures for the Airport Hanger Development. Council member Barnes explained it would be an engineering nightmare with the topography and flashflood events to expand the existing hanger location. Council member Barnes said she has talked with Armstrong about another location for a new hanger development. Council member Barnes said, if the City were to use section six on the northwest side of the runway, it could accommodate large hangers and tie downs. Council member Barnes said the City would have to put in the infrastructure, then look for funding to help with the project. This item was discussed at length.  
 
CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS LIST – CDBG
City Recorder Steed explained this list for the CDBG Grant application that is due in January. City Recorder Steed said, if the City is not applying for a CDBG Grant this year, we do not need to do the Capital Improvements List. City Recorder Steed explained the process to be able to apply for CDBG grant money. The Council decided not to apply for a CDBG grant in January so they will not provide a one-year capital improvements list.  

PROPOSALS FOR PROFESSIONAL GIS SERVICES
Mayor Torgersen said the City received two proposals for the GIS services. City Recorder Steed said she posted this on the Utah Public Website Notice and sent out emails asking for bids. Mayor Torgersen said the proposals are in tab 6 for review. Council member Graham said after reviewing the proposals he would suggest going with Sunrise Engineering. Council member Graham said Sunrise Engineering has a good GIS system for small users. Council member Graham made a motion to move forward with Sunrise Engineering’s proposal for the GIS maps of the City Utility Lines using CARES Act Funds. Council member Wilson seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Graham, Stowe, Barnes and Wilson voting aye. 

CHRISTMAS BONUSES AND HAMS
City Recorder Steed asked the Council if they would like to do the Christmas Bonuses and Hams the same as last year. Council member Wilson made a motion to do the Christmas Bonuses and Hams the same as last year. Council member Graham seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Stowe, Graham, Barnes and Wilson voting aye.
