Minutes of the public hearing held by the Local Building Authority of Duchesne County Water Conservancy District at the Roosevelt City Municipal Building, 255 South State, Roosevelt, Utah, at 5:00 p.m. to solicit input regarding its application to the State of Utah Permanent Community Impact Board for the purpose of securing a grant/loan combination for construction of a permanent office building.  The approximate amount of the project is $900,000.00 with a $300,000.00 loan and a $300,000.00 grant from the permanent community impact board fund and $300,000.00 from Duchesne County Water Conservancy District.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Lynn Burton called the public hearing to order at 5:00 p.m. then turned the time over to Mr. Randy Crozier to discuss the proposed building project and answer questions from those in attendance.

Mr. Crozier presented a brief overview of the project and  discussed the purchase of 1.5 acres of prime commercial property for $70,000.00 by the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District (DCWCD) specifically for the purpose of constructing a permanent office complex on the property.  Mr. Crozier also discussed the hiring of the architectural firm of Lloyd Architects (contract price $52,410.00) and the completion of the design work for the proposed office complex and adjoining outdoor spaces, parking, etc.

Mr. Brad Hancock inquired about the cost of the project and proposed funding.  Mr. Crozier explained that the total projected cost of the project was $900,000.00.  It was proposed that DCWCD would provide $300,000.00, and would apply for a $300,000.00 PCIF grant and a $300,000.00 PCIF zero-percent loan.  Mr. Crozier stressed the effort of the District to operate frugally and set aside a portion of tax revenue funds for the past eleven years (since the creation of the District) with the express purpose of constructing a permanent office complex.  Mr. Crozier also described the desirable location of the property and Roosevelt City’s desire to develop the area as a business park.

Mr. Crozier also described many of the ongoing water projects that the District had recently completed and was currently working on, both culinary and agricultural water projects. 

Ms. Carolyn Wilcken inquired as to the time frame for moving ahead with construction.  Mr. Crozier replied that because of the need for additional office and storage space it was important for the District to be able to move ahead on the project as soon as possible.  Mr. Art Taylor commented that it was a good project and that it would be of benefit to the county residents.  Mr. Lynn Burton, DCWCD Chairman, commented that the project was unanimously supported by the DCWCD Board of Directors.

There were no opinions in opposition of the project expressed by those individuals attending.  It was the general consensus of those attending that the construction of a permanent office complex would be of benefit to the residents of Duchesne County.

Chairman Lynn Burton asked if there were any further public comments.  As there were no further comments, he thanked those in attendance for their participation and adjourned the public hearing.
