ROLL CALL.  The clerk called the roll which showed Commissioners Bruce Clegg, Chairperson, Jerry Hurst and Shawn Milne present.  Also present were Doug Hogan, Attorney and Marilyn Gillette, Clerk.

CONSENT AGENDA.  Commissioner  Hurst moved to approve the Consent Agenda as presented.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

This vehicle was a gift from his grandfather.  There were issued with the vehicle, so he gave it back to his grandfather and is going to get something different.  Relief amount ($10.00).

Presentation of 2012 Audit (Presenter Haynie and Co.)  County Commission.  Randy Jensen and Tyler Curtis, Haynie and Co., reviewed the 2012 audit with the Commission.  The net balance sheet position of the county is $68 million in total assets compared to $72 million last year.(Copies available in the Auditor’s Office).   With the changes the Commission has made (1) Creation of a surplus; 2) Repayment of restricted funds and 3) Creation of a Capital Facilities fund), funds will be repaid within 3-5 years.  They felt the plan is viable and will accomplish what the county needs to accomplish.  There were no public comments or questions.

5.
Resolution 2013-14 - Reducing the 2013 Tooele County Budget From $20,243,158 to $17,204.71 (Presenter Mike Jensen, Auditor)  County Commission.  Auditor Jensen reviewed the adopted vs. the amended budget and the percentage change for a total savings of $8,773 million.   He stated, with these adjustments and assuming the tax increase goes through, the amount of money contributed to the rainy day fund will increase from the amount in the adopted budget of  $259,647 to an amended budget amount of $3,262,734.  Commissioner Milne thanked all of the departments for their help during these cuts and changes.  He moved to approve Resolution 2013-14, Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.  All concurred.    There were no public comments or questions.

6.
Appeal Filed by Citizen James Lear.  Mr. Lear is Appealing the 
Tooele County Planning Commission's Approval of Henry Walker Construction's Northport Village PUD Final Plat.  (Presenter Kerry Beutler, County Planner)  County.   Commission.  Kerry Beutler, Planner, gave a play by play of what has taken place with the Northpoint Village PUD.  Mr. Lear discussed his appeal with the Commission.  He felt a road amendment was hidden in the subdivision approval. Leslie Mascaro, Henry Walker Homes, stated that this subdivision is part of the master plan that was approved 30 years ago.  Commissioner Clegg asked for a motion to study this appeal further.  Commissioner Milne moved to take this under advisement.  Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.  All concurred.

Development Agreement with Henry Walker Construction of 
Northern Utah, LLC for Northport Village P.U.D. (Presenter Doug Hogan, Attorney)  County Commission.  Commissioner Hurst moved to postpone a decision on this until completion of the review of the appeal.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

8.
Award Bid for Oil Changes on County Vehicles (Presenter 
Commissioners)  County Commission.  Commissioner Milne stated that Clerk Gillette issued an RFP for oil changes for county vehicles.  The average price came in at $35 per oil change.  He made a motion to set a ceiling of $35 or less and allow the departments to manage their decisions themselves, except for the UTA vans which require an inspection with every oil change, according to contract.  Commissioner Hurst clarified that the $35 is for light duty vehicles only (passenger cars, light duty trucks and vans).  He seconded the motion.  All concurred.

RFP for County Liability Insurance (Presenter Doug Hogan, 
Attorney)  County Commission.  Attorney Hogan stated that Clerk Gillette was asked to make arrangements to have the county liability insurance rebid.  Working with the county’s broker, she has posted the RFP on the Clerk’s website.  Local insurance agencies have also been notified.  Bids are due by the end of this month, during August the Commission will review the bids and decide what to do moving forward.  The county currently has most of it’s liability insurance with the Utah Counties Indemnity Pool.

Contract Amendment - Emergency Item,-funds for the Children’s Justice Center (CJC).  Attorney Hogan stated this contract is for funds to run the CJC.  The county has been allocated slightly more funds this year than last year.  The amount the county receives is based on the number of interviews at the CJC.  He expects the funds to be reduced because the number of interviews at the CJC are down.

Commissioner Milne would prefer to be able to read the contract before signing it and ratify it at the next Commission Meeting.  Commissioner Hurst concurred.  The item will be put on the next Commission Meeting agenda for ratification.
