July 16, 2013

The Board of Davis County Commissioners met in room 303 of the Davis County Administration Building, Farmington, Utah on July 16 at 10:05 a.m.  Members present were Chairman John Petroff Jr., Commissioner P. Bret Millburn, Chief Deputy Audit/Finance Curtis Koch, Chief Deputy Civil Attorney Bill McGuire, and Deputy Clerk/Auditor Linda May.   Commissioner Louenda H. Downs was excused due to knee surgery. Clerk/Auditor Steve S. Rawlings was excused.

	
	
Commissioner Bret Millburn led the Pledge of Allegiance.  All were invited to stand and join in.

	
	
Chairman Petroff reminded everyone about the upcoming Moonlight Bike Ride to be held on Friday July 19 on Antelope Island.  It is a great opportunity and is a cool event.  Last year we had approximately 2,500 attend.  It is not a race, but a really fun event for friends and family.

	
	
Dave Hansen, Davis County Legacy Events Center Director, recognized Jo Ann Callahan a fair volunteer who has served for 17 – 18 years on the Fair Board.  She has worked with the Living Arts (quilts, photographs, paintings, etc.) and has been Chairman the last few years.  She has been invaluable in her work with the Living Arts.  If something needed to be done, Jo Ann has always been so helpful to keep things running smooth. There has been an increase in the number of entries.  She is a great personality and fun to be around.  Dave said that she always brings her family to the fair and they have helped her out.

Chairman Petroff said, “We understand how valuable your services have been with the fair.  Everyone enjoys the displays and the workmanship of others.”  The commissioners presented Jo Ann a Davis County Coin for Recognition of Outstanding Service.  The commissioners also thanked Jo Ann’s husband for his support and for coming to meeting today.

Jo Ann thanked Dave Hansen for being a remarkable manager.  She said that she hopes he is paid well.  Anything we ever needed whether it was chocolate, a ladder or a coke, Dave would make sure he met the request.  Please make sure he stays.

The following individuals should also be recognized Jean Shaw, Chief Deputy Treasurer’s Office and the following individuals from the Clerk/Auditor’s Office:  Curtis Koch, Jonathan Lee, and LynnAnn Winterton.  Lest you think I have forgotten Mr. Doug Stone, I want to give him a special word of thanks and acknowledgement.  He is the gentleman who prepares this report and this is a very well prepared report.  I have been doing municipal audits for about 34 years and this consistently is the best report we see each year.  On page 12 of the Comprehensive Audit Financial Report, you will see the Government Finance Officers Association Certificate for the 19th year in a row.  Doug has a lot to do with keeping it going every year.

· The governmental accounting board is consistently busy.  They have changed some of the terminology you will see in the report.  One example is the area of net equity for the government wide financial statements which is the difference between assets minus liabilities is now changed to net position.  When GASB 34 came out it was called net assets but it is now net position.  They feel that is a better term.


Page 20 – 28
Discussion and analysis of Davis County’s financial performance and activities.

·  During the last couple of years you issued some bonds and cash has decreased as you built assets including the building we are in.  Cash has gone down but the capital assets have gone up.  Assets have grown at a greater pace than liabilities.


Curtis Koch thanked Jeff for the level of professionalism.  The report is an audit on the auditors.  We appreciate the work they put in to ensure the highest level of financial reporting is being obtained.

Commissioner Millburn stated we appreciate this report.  We thank the Clerk/Auditor’s Office in particular for the tabs they keep on the finances of the County.  The bottom line is the County is in healthy shape.  We express appreciation to all the other offices of the County who contribute to the healthy shape of our bottom line.

	
	
Commissioner Millburn made a motion to accept the Comprehensive Annual Financial Report (CAFR) for the Fiscal Year ended December 31, 2012.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  

Doug Stone, Davis County Clerk/Auditor’s Office, Lead Reporting Auditor, stated the CAFR is available in hard copy or is available on the Davis County website.

	
	
Johnathan Ward, Zions Bank Public Finance, said that today is the kick-off resolution for the $5,000,000 Tax and Revenue Anticipation Notes (TANS).  We will be pricing them next Tuesday when we ask underwriters from all across the country to bid on these notes.  Davis County has maintained a Moody’s MG 1 rating for the last 10 – 12 years.  The rating helps when we price these notes because the par is a little smaller than most market participants like.  We are trying to tell the story Davis County is a great investment and easily marketed so bid on them and then resell them to buyers.  The market is moving up.  Short term notes are not as volatile. We will move forward next week on July 23 for the actual sale and anticipate the closing on August 1.  

Commissioner Millburn stated we have just heard a presentation on the CAFR outlining the good standing the County is in.  It might be well to take 30 seconds and have reflected in the record what the Tax Anticipation Notes are for.  They are not long term notes and are a minimal cost to the County.

Curtis Koch, Chief Deputy Audit/Finance, stated the County begins services on January 1 and we do not collect taxes until the end of November.  It is a cash flow issue. The Tax Anticipation Notes provide the cash flow and the Notes will be paid off December 27, 2013.  It bridges the gap.  


Johnathan Ward stated to the County’s credit over the last few years we have seen the tax note amount drop from $12,000,000 as a high to now $5,000,000.  It means the County is operating in a fashion where it has built up reserves which can be used.  Reserves are absolutely critical from a rating perspective.  The historical practices of the County are important for the short turnaround time on the collection and payment of the notes.  Thanks were extended to the Attorney’s Office for their reviews and to Linda May, Davis County Commission Office, for all the movement of paper.


Resolution #2013-404 authorizing the issuance and sale of $5,000,000 Davis County, Utah tax and Revenue Anticipation Notes, Series 2013 was approved with a motion from Commissioner Bret Millburn.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Dave Hansen, Davis County Legacy Events Center Director, presented the three following items:

	
	
An amended Notice of Award for Allstate Construction for the Legacy Events Center Soccer Complex was read into the minutes of June 25, 2013.  Each bidder had been asked to also submit an alternate bid for topsoil for the South parking lot.  However, the amount for the alternative was not read in on June 25.  The budget has since been reviewed and the alternate can be done and can be read into the record.

The agreement includes the construction of the fields, the south parking lot, the parking lot to the west of the fields, RV hookups with power and water, a RV dump station, realignment of the off-leash dog park, and several sections of sidewalk and fencing.  It is a payable of $1,017,422.00 and to issue the Notice to Proceed.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Agreement #2013-406 with the Legacy Junior Rodeo Association.  The Association will produce the Junior Rode at the 2013 Davis County Fair.  Davis County will pay for half of the stock contractor’s fees.  It is a payable of $700.00 for the event on August 15, 2013.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Alli Barnes, Davis County Legacy Events Center Fair Coordinator presented the following four agreements:

	
	
Agreement #2013-407 with the Standard Examiner.  This is a trade agreement.  The county agrees to purchase $3,500 worth of advertising in the Standard Examiner.  The Standard Examiner will give the County an additional $5,250 worth of advertising as a sponsorship for the 2013 County Fair.

Agreement #2013-408 with the Standard Examiner.  This is the other part of the trade agreement.  The total dollar value of advertising the fair will receive will be $8,750.00.

Agreement #2013-409 with Utah Pony, Party & Rides.  They will provide the free pony rides at the 2013 Davis County Fair.  It is a payable of $2,500.00. Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Agreement #2013-410 with Creature Encounters.  Creature Encounters is an attraction in the Science Discovery Tent.  They bring lots of different animals, including birds, snakes, spiders and more.  It is a payable of $3,000.00.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Chris Sanford, Davis County Library Director, presented agreement #2013-411 with the Utah State Library Division.  It is a library lending grant.  The amount will be determined based on the amount of lending to other libraries that the Davis County Library does with other libraries.  It is a “not to exceed” amount of $15,182.00.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Lewis Garrett, Davis County Health Director, presented the following agreements and budget changes:

	
	
Agreement #2013-412 with the Utah Department of Health and Human Services.  It is a receivable in the amount of $1,435,923.00 to provide an array of in-home and out-of-home services for functionally disabled senior citizens; help Medicare beneficiaries with questions/issues; and investigate complains at long term care facilities.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Agreement #2013-413 with Utah Legal Services.  They will provide legal education presentations and direct legal assistance to senior citizen residents of Davis County consistent with the requirements of the Older Americans Act.  It is a payable of $5,804.00.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Agreement #2013-414 with the University of Utah/Institute for Clean and Secure Energy.  The University of Utah will provide testing to determine the amount of particulate matter from vehicle exhaust and the related opacity measurement on vehicles provided by Davis County.  It is a payable of $4,947.00.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
License applications #2013-415 to the Utah Division of Occupational and Professional Licensing.  It is to obtain contractor licenses for Ian Spangenberg, Timothy Symonds, and Jason Gapinski for their work with the weatherization program.  It is a payable of $795.00.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Budget change to increase line item 15-3340-041 MRC by $2,500.00 and increase line item 15-4319-220 Public Notices by $2,500.00.  It is a receivable for funding to recruit volunteers.

Budget change to increase line item 15-3340-052 STD/HIV/AIDS/TB by $3,000.00 and increase line item 15-4317-230 Travel by $3,000.00.  It is a receivable for an employee (Brian Hatch) to provide state-wide training.


Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve both budget changes.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Greg Johnson, Davis County Planning Office, presented amendment #2012-228D with the Utah Department of Human Services.  It is the allocation plan for the 2013-14 Social Services Block Grant (SSBG) provided by the State of Utah.  Davis County will allocate to non-profit service provides funding per the allocation plan as developed by the SSBG Review Committee after reviewing applications submitted. The total grant amount is $106,844.00.  Commissioner Millburn thanked Greg for the coordination of the grant and the review committee.  It is a balancing act to decide the distribution.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.  


Greg stated he will notify the agencies of the approval and work on the sub-grantee contracts.  I will ask them to do revised budgets as they are getting less than what they applied for.

	
	
Scott Hess, Davis County Planning Office, stated we have before you today a subdivision application #2013-416 by Chevron Pipe Line Company.  The subdivision actually exists on the east side of the property owned by Chevron U.S.A. Inc. and is approximately 1 mile from Redwood Road to where the subdivision exists.  (Chevron Subdivision location map included in documents.)  The easement we will talk about is for access.  The plat shows two lots A and B at approximately 651 South Redwood Road, North Salt Lake City.  A public hearing was held December 6, 2012.  We met all our notice requirements.  We held a public meeting for the Planning Commission.  The one recommendation from the Planning Commission was getting a fully executed and signed access easement to these lots off of Redwood Road.  This is an easement that crosses Chevron USA Inc. property in order to have access to the subdivision Chevron Pipe Line is proposing.  Chevron Pipe Line is interested in subdividing their property in order to sell a portion of the distribution services to a third party agency.  In order to do that, we need to secure formal access.  The access easement is on a road that has been in existence and used for a number of years.  It is an agreed use between Chevron Pipe Line and Chevron USA Inc. but once the subdivision is sold to a third party a formal access needed to be in place.  So that was the hold up in between December 6 and now.  The subdivision itself does not change any exterior lot lines, it just pulls off two lots on the inside.  The zone this resides in for unincorporated county does not have any side yard setbacks.  There is a structure that is on one of these lots that is fairly close to a lot line.  The major thing that hinged on our approval at Planning Commission was approval of the access easement.  The other issue is the easement is longer than our standard block but because Chevron is essential a self-supporting fire and safety services and the subdivision essentially cannot exist without the access, it allowed us to push 
the boundary of what a traditional block would be and the fact that it is privately held. Thus, nothing will change from the county perspective.  The Planning Commission gave their approval.

We will address the two lots formally after the commission takes action. And if approved you will see a mylar plat with all the signatures leading up to a commission signature.  North Salt Lake has been informed as an effected entity.  We go out 300 ft to determine any affected entity.  With this one it is two or three rail companies, another oil company, and North Salt Lake.  North Salt Lake is fine with it.  There is no physical on the ground change.  It is really a paperwork change and no use change, just name change on the ownership.

Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve the subdivision changes as explained.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Document on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.  

	
	
Commissioner Millburn made a motion to convene as the Board of Equalization.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.

	
	
Dale Peterson, Davis County Tax Administration Director, presented the property tax register.  The register reflects three veterans tax abatements, a Treasurers Adjustment, and an Assessor’s Adjustment on a vehicle registration.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.

	
	
Check registers as prepared by the Davis County Clerk/Auditor’s Office were approved with a motion from Commissioner Millburn.  Chairman Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Documents are on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.
