1.  Open Meeting
Chairman McCall called the meeting to order at 5:06 p.m.

3.  Discussion:
- Comprehensive Financial Plan
Introduced by Randy Sant/Presented by Jason Burningham

Randy explained that Jason Burningham had done a financial plan presentation at the Utah League of Cities and Towns conference.  Randy thought it would be a good idea for the council to hear the presentation because it could be beneficial to the city to have a comprehensive financial plan.  
Jason presented:  "Financial Sustainability Planning, an overview of best practices to enhance the financial performance of your municipality.  Comprehensive Financial Sustainability Planning (CFSP) is a tool designed to ensure the financial viability of your city or town.  The CFSP is a means to link the planning processes with implementation strategies over a long-term planning period."  The plan is a living, breathing implementation tool that can evolve over time.  It's not something to get done and place on a shelf.  
Mayor Dunlavy would like a plan in place for the future.  Councilman Pratt stated that it would be wise to have a long-term plan in place so that as councilmen come and go, the plan would be there as a guide to new council members and staff.  
- Utah Avenue Water Service Replacement Project

The Council was notified in earlier discussions that in order to complete the work on Utah Avenue in a timely manner, and due to cancellation of the July 3rd meeting, the city would need to move ahead with the award of this project.  Work is being done right now to the get the water services replaced on Utah Avenue.  It will take 3-4 weeks to complete.  The road will be closed while they are doing the work.  Kilgore is lined up to do a 2 inch overlay as soon as they are done.  Paul is bringing a contract for this project to the Council to approve and ratify tonight.

- 4th of July Recap
Presented by Mayor Dunlavy

The Mayor felt that the 4th of July week was very successful.  This was the first time for the triathlon and he was surprised at the number of people that participated.  The 4th of July committee is meeting next week to look at the activities and to see what can be done better.  If the council has ideas for next year, they should let the Mayor know.  The Mayor has been happy with the response from the community.  

- USU Update
Presented by Randy Sant

USU has retained an architect to design their engineering building that will be built in the city’s commercial park.  Randy will come before the council in a couple of months to talk about creative ways to fund that building.  The city has been planning to develop the commercial park and this building will open 40 to 50 acres that the city can start marketing.  
Councilman Wardle stated that he met with the Dean of the space dynamics lab.  They are hoping that the space dynamics lab will facilitate a workforce and integrate some of the things here that they are doing in Dugway.  The city and USU are thinking about funding a position that would help research and bring projects to the park, work with associate professors and meet with Dugway on a regular basis.  
Paul talked about the design of Tooele Boulevard between the TATC building and connecting to 700 South.  He also presented a plan for sewer and storm drain in this area.  The estimated cost for demolition, roadway improvements, and utilities would be approximately $2 million. Randy recommended that Paul start putting bid documents together so that utilities could be put in this year, weather permitting.
