Chairman McCall called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.  

1. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Open Forum for Public Comment

Chairman McCall invited anyone from the public who would like to come forward and address the Council to please do so.  

Shirley Beagley, 486 W 500 S addressed the Council.  Ms. Beagley said she is thankful that 2nd West is now finished.  She also noticed that on 4th South and Main on the south side of the street when it rains the rocks end up on 4th South and she asked if anything can be done.  

Mr. Bolser stated that the rocks are part of the park strip landscaping so it is the home owner’s responsibility to clean it up.  He indicated that the streets crew has been cleaning up the rocks after it rains so they do not block the storm drain.  

Brandon Clark, 915 N 1380 E, addressed the Council.  Mr. Clark is a member of the Tooele City Library Board and he thanked the Council and the City for their support of Jami Carter and the Library. He noted that Tooele City has a library that the rest of the state looks up to.

Chairman McCall thanked Mr. Clark for his efforts and said that the library is doing well.   

Dr. Joe Roundy, 1182 N 80 E, with Tooele Veterinary Clinic addressed the Council. He feels that he is competing with the Tooele City Animal Shelter.  He said that the shelter is vaccinating animals and they are not trained to do so; they are putting public animals to sleep, and micro-chipping animals.  These things should only be done by a licensed veterinarian. He said that he has offered free vouchers for free examinations for any animals adopted at the shelter.  He feels that the animals at the shelter need an examination from a licensed veterinarian.  The shelter is not telling people what vaccinations they are giving the animals.  He said that he accepts the voucher from the shelter of $50 toward getting the animal fixed.  Recently he has seen a $15 voucher toward rabies vaccinations and he was not notified of this voucher and not asked if he would accept it.  He feels that the voucher should be all inclusive toward an examination.  

Dr. Gary Gowans, 731 N 200 S, addressed the Council.  He echoed some of the frustrations of Dr. Roundy. He said that the clinics in the community could provide the services of vaccinating animals, putting animals to sleep and micro-chipping animals. He doesn’t feel that the shelter employees have the knowledge base to recommend what needs to take place with the animals.  He feels that the veterinary clinics and the City should work together to solve some of these issues and look at the voucher system to see if it is working.  He has noticed people price shopping and they can go to the shelter and have these things done for free.  In the larger cities shelters have veterinarians on staff, which is probably not feasible for Tooele City.  He has worked with Tooele City for several years on spayed vouchers and never had problems with reimbursement.  He said that some of the things have been sprung on them and he feels that the City should try to work things out with the veterinarians in the community.

Councilman Pruden stated that this is an administrative issue and that they need to talk to Chief Kirby about these issues.    

Councilman Wardle thanked Dr. Roundy and Dr. Gowans for what they do.

Chairman McCall asked Dr. Roundy and Dr. Gowans to contact the chief to get the issues resolved.  

Dr. Roundy said that he has contacted Chief Kirby and feels like things have not been resolved.  He also said that one issue he has had is stray dogs show up at his clinic and he ends up turning them loose because he does not want to be responsible for them because no one from the animal shelter will come and get them.  

Councilman Wardle asked if a County deputy is dropping them off.

Dr. Roundy said no it is the public.

Councilman Wardle asked how he knows who is dropping them off.

Dr. Roundy said that when the County drops off a dog it is followed by paperwork. 

Chairman McCall closed the open forum at 7:18 p.m.

4. Resolution 2013-27 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Authorizing the Application for and Acceptance of a Byrne Justice Assistance Grant Funding for Police Department Equipment

Presented by Chief Ron Kirby

Chief Kirby said that he thanked Dr. Roundy and Dr. Gowans for their suggestions.  He has talked with Dr. Roundy and the shelter has discontinued the practice of euthanizing dogs and feels the discussions have been productive.  He looks forward to meeting with them again.

Chief Kirby said this is resolution is for a Justice Assistance Grant in the amount of $11,926.  The police department can use these grants for lots of different things.  They are proposing to enhance the security in the police station.  There have been increasing acts of violence that take place in police stations and feel the added security would be beneficial to them.

5. Resolution 2013-25 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Ratifying and Approving a Contract with Broken Arrow Construction for Construction of the 2013 Utah Avenue Water Service Replacement Project

Presented by Paul Hansen

Mr. Hansen said this is a project that has been discussed with the Council in the past.  There was verbal authorization to proceed with the waterline service replacement on Utah Avenue, over the Fourth of July holiday, because of the time constraint that the City was under. Broken Arrow was the apparent low bid.  The City changed the scope of the work from $350,000 to $228,455.  There is a discrepancy between the written number and the typed out language number because they saved an additional $6,000.  The number amount was changed but not the language; the correct amount is $228,455.30.  The work is underway and they realize it is an inconvenience but they are working with the contractor to get the work completed as quickly as they can.  Once the waterline service work is completed the City will have the paving contractor, which has already been approved, Kilgore Paving overlay the entire segment of Utah Avenue from Main Street to the railroad.  The City is asking for a ratification of this contract.  

Chairman McCall said that this will be very beneficial to the City. He noted that he drives on Utah Avenue a lot and this road needed some work.  

Councilman Pruden moved to approve Resolution 2013-25.  Councilwoman Winn seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilman Pruden, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, Councilman Pratt, “Aye”, Councilwoman Winn, “Aye” and Chairman McCall, “Aye”

Mr. Hansen said that contractor is re-routing the traffic around the neighborhood and they have had some problems with trucks still using Utah Avenue, which is not a truck route. Mr. Hansen has spoken with Chief Kirby and he has increased his patrol in this area to remind the truck drivers to not use Utah Avenue.  He wanted the Council to know they are aware of the concerns and the City is taking steps to elevate the problems.

6. Minutes: Business Meeting and Work Session June 19, 2013

Councilwoman Winn moved to approve the Tooele City Council Work Session Meeting Minutes as presented for the meeting held June 19, 2013.  Councilman Pruden seconded the motion.
