OF THE
REGULAR MEETING
OF THE
ORANGEVILLE CITY COUNCIL
HELD ON
THURSDAY, JULY 11, 2013

Present at said meeting were Mayor Pat Jones, Council members Carole Larsen, Mark Tuttle, Brent Tuttle and Ben Orgill.  Also present City Recorder Ruanne Leeflang, City Treasurer Cindy Nielson.  Excused Carol Stilson.

Mayor Jones opened the meeting at 7:30pm.  Carole Larsen offered the prayer and Riley Rasmussen lead  the Pledge of Allegiance.

1.  PUBLIC COMMENTS
Katelynn Nicholson was present to report on Girls State.  She said that she learned a lot about the government and how the council works.  She thanked the council for helping her to attend.

2.  APPROVAL OF BILLS AND WARRANTS
Brent Tuttle moved to approve all bills and warrants as presented.  Second Carole Larsen.  Voting:  Mark Tuttle – aye, Carole Larsen – aye, Brent Tuttle – aye, Ben Orgill – aye.  Motion passed.

3.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING	
Mark Tuttle moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Second Brent Tuttle.  Motion passed.

4.  GERRY STOTLER – COMMUNITY DAY OF SERVICE  - not present

5.  RELAY FOR LIFE – not present

6.  SWEARING IN OF NEW ANIMAL CONTROL OFFICER
City Recorder Ruanne Leeflang administered the Oath of Office to Katlin Bell.  Mayor Jones welcomed him to the position.

7.  APPROVAL OF EAGLE PROJECT – RILEY RASMUSSEN, MASON MOSS, LOGAN COX
Riley Rasmussen was present to inform the council of his Eagle Project.  He will be pouring concrete for a sidewalk at the Welcome Park as well as installing a bench.  He will start as soon as the project is approved with the scout commission.

8.  CRAIG JOHANSEN – COTTONWOOD CREEK IRRIGATION COMPANY
Mr. Johansen was in attendance to inform the council of the water situation for the remainder of the year.  Mr. Johansen stated that water is about 36% of normal.  From May 1 until July 6 we used about 6.5 acre ft. per day.  If we reduce to 241 acre ft. divided by 50 days left that would be 4.8 acre ft. per day.  Mayor Jones asked if it would be possible to fill the old secondary pond for a backup.  Mr. Johansen stated it would be the same block of water.  They do need another 14 million dollars for funding for the Blue Cut and Mammoth.  They needed 18 million to put in the new reservoir.  Joes Valley cost 12 million in 1960.  They have made an application for 5.5 million for the salinity form.  They found 6 million through the Bureau and that will be grant.  Will go to the Water Resource Board for 2.5 million.  The remaining will be paid through water assessments.  If everyone conserves we could have water until Sept. 15.

9.  APPROVAL OF NEW WATERING SCHEDULES
Mayor Jones explained that all citizens will be cut to two days per week.  If the school, church and city only water two times per week those lawns will really go brown.  Maybe they should stay at three days per week through the city celebration.  Mark Tuttle moved to accept all new water restrictions.  Mayor Jones explained further that the city has been broken into three sections.  The east side of Main Street will water Mon. and Thurs.  The west side of Main Street will water Tues. and Fri.  The north side of Cottonwood Creek will water Wed. and Sat.  No watering on Sun.  Do not make cross connections and do not hook up culinary to the secondary system.  This is against the law.  This will go into effect July 15.  Second Brent Tuttle.  Motion passed.

10.  REQUEST FOR WRITE – OFF  - MILES
Mayor Jones explained the overage.  Overage cost is $210.21 and the problem has been fixed.  Mark Tuttle moved to write off ½ of the overage for Mervin Miles.   Second Ben Orgill.  Voting:  Mark – aye, Carole Larsen – aye, Brent Tuttle – aye, Ben Orgill – aye.  Motion passed.

11.  APPROVAL TO BUILD ON CITY PROPERTY
Mayor Jones explained that the homeowners at 370 West 200 North have installed a fence along the front of the property which is city property.  This license agreement is so the owners understand that any utilities that need to be dug up will be at the owner’s expense.  Carole Larsen moved to approve the license agreement at 370 West 200 North to build a fence on city property.  Second Mark Tuttle.  Motion passed.

12.  2014 CVSSD PROJECT LIST
It was determined that Mayor Jones and Brent Tuttle would work on this for approval before July 31.

Murleen Bean will be the grand marshall for the fair parade.  We will need signs for both sides of the vehicle she is in.  City should also have a float.  All kids who participate in the childrens parade will receive a certificate to feed the string rays.  The sting rays will be at the fairgrounds.

13.  DISCUSSION ON PLAQUE FOR BALL PARK RESTROOMS
