July 30, 2013

The Board of Davis County Commissioners met in room 303 of the Davis County Administration Building, Farmington, Utah on July 30, 2013.  Members present were Commissioner John Petroff, Jr. - Chair, Commissioner Louenda H. Downs – excused, Commissioner P. Bret Millburn, Clerk/Auditor Steve S. Rawlings, Chief Deputy Civil County Attorney Bill McGuire, and Deputy Clerk/Auditor Janet Hanson. 

	
	
Steve S. Rawlings, Davis County Clerk/Auditor, led the Pledge of Allegiance. All in attendance were invited to stand and join in.

	
	
Commissioner Petroff excused Commissioner Downs who is recuperating from knee surgery.

	
	             Steve S. Rawlings, Davis County Clerk/Auditor and Mitch Matern, Davis County Sheriff’s Office, prepared to open the Request for Proposals:  DCSO Jail Inmate Video Visiting System.  Commissioner Millburn inquired if these were “proposals” or if they were an actual “bid”.  Curtis Koch, Davis County Chief Deputy Audit/Finance, indicated they were proposals for pricing good through February 2014. The County can determine if it is in its best interest to purchase the system this budget year or to defer to 2014 having a good price base for budgeting purposes.  There are two pricing options (companies can bid on one or both); 1) The County outright purchases the equipment which is installed.  All revenue, from internet visiting, would come back to the County; 2) Company offsetting expenses using revenues generated from the internet visiting. Chief Deputy Kevin Fielding explained the current electronic video system purchased in 2007 has become outdated and the company has gone out of business which has made the system difficult to maintain. It is felt it is time to change and update to an internet system.

	             Chris Sanford, Davis County Library Director, presented agreement #2013-427 with Summit Engineering Services (SES) in the payable amount of $3,200.00 for the time period of July 30 through September 24, 2013.  SES will provide geotechnical engineering services related to the pavement distress in the parking lot (seeping/standing water) at the Centerville Branch Library.  Commissioner Millburn asked for clarification as to arrangement with Centerville City as their park is adjacent to the library branch and there is shared use of the parking lot. Mrs. Sanford indicated Centerville City is responsible for the landscaping and Davis County is responsible for the parking lot.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	
Brian Hatch, Davis County Health Department, presented agreement #2013-428 with the Utah Department of Health for Cluster 1 funding which includes Targeted Case Management (TCM) and Community Health Evaluation & Care (CHEC) programs.  It is receivable funding for TCM up to $1,000,000.00 and $37,704.00 for the CHEC program for the time period of July 1, 2013 through September 30, 2014.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	
	                 Greg Johnson, Davis County Planning, presented agreement #2013-197B with the US Department of Housing & Urban Development (HUD) for acceptance of the 2013-2014 (July 1, 2013 – June 30, 2014) Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funding in the amount of $787,193.00.  Commissioner Millburn confirmed that the proposed allocations for funding had been sent for review and approved by HUD, and this is the federal government’s last step in the process to receiving the funding.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.  

	
	                 Marlin Eldred, Davis County Community & Economic Development, introduced Ken Leetham, North Salt Lake City Assistant City Manager, Jason Burningham and Cami Hamilton of Lewis Young Robertson & Burningham, Inc. in attendance.  Mr. Eldred presented resolution #2013-429 for Davis County to enter into an interlocal cooperation agreement (#2013-429 Exhibit A) with the City of North Salt Lake Redevelopment Agency (Agency) whereby the County would remit to the Agency a portion (45%) of new tax dollars for the purpose of generating economic development along Redwood Road in North Salt Lake over a period of 15 years. A good portion of the area is in open fields, older building stock causing blight and no sidewalk, curb, gutter or streetscape.  With the proposed new infrastructure it will become a bookend to Davis County and an inviting area for business development. Jason Burningham indicated the Davis School District has already agreed to participate.  The area entails 600 acres (some in greenbelt) of which 250 acres are under-utilized.  It will create an area for business and industry to locate to. Commissioner Millburn commented that this appeared to be a win-win situation as it will enhance the gateway into the County and is a better use of land which will invite more business and job creation.  Mr. Eldred expressed his appreciation to the Davis County Surveyor’s Office for their assistance with the legal description for the project.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve the resolution.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve the interlocal agreement.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The documents are on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	                  Dale Peterson, Davis County Tax Administration Director, presented the Property Tax Register which reflects; five abatements, four Veteran abatements and one correction.  Commissioner Millburn commented the property valuation notices have been sent out to Davis County property owners.  Mr. Peterson concurred and noted the opportunity to appeal the value is September 16, 2013.  The forms and instructions to appeal the value were included in the mailing. Commissioner Millburn also clarified it was a “property valuation” and the tax notice will be forthcoming.  He also wanted to clarify information he felt may have been misleading from a local newspaper article.  He indicated that on average some of the “values of property” have gone up 3%, not the “tax rate”.  Because of the improvement in the economy values of property have increased. Steve Rawlings agreed and said that in order for the County to get more revenues there would be a tax increase noted or there would have to be new growth (which came in at 1.2%).  There is no tax increase. There are, however, properties in the County that were appraised by the Assessor’s Office for more than the 3% who would be paying more tax but that is because their value has increased not the tax rate. He indicated the notice states in red: “This is not a tax bill.  Do not pay.”  Mr. Peterson also noted there is not a tax increase but because some properties values have gone up and some have stayed the same there is a little bit of shifting from one property to the other of the tax burden.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.
