1. MOTION TO START MEETING

2. GARY RICHARDS – VARIANCE REQUEST 
Mr. Richards presented his request to place a small apartment and connect to city services on the back portion of his lot at 300 East 100 South.  Discussion followed.  Council tabled the request so that they might review the ordinance to come to a better conclusion.

3. IRRIGAITON – TROY PRESTWICH
Councilmember Troy Prestwich led the discussion stating that with the summer of 2020’s watering schedule the city had a savings of 1,036,340 in gallons of water pumped at well #1.  Councilmember Prestwich would like to continue with the same schedule as last summer.  Discussion followed regarding the enforcement of the ordinance regarding the watering schedule.  Council agreed to have the schedule placed in an upcoming newsletter and work to enforce the timetable.

6. DISCUSSION OF SALE OF PROPERTY AT 138 EAST 100 NORTH
Mayor Bailey led the discussion of selling the lot at 138 East 100 North.  The proposed sale of the property will be noticed in the newspaper for two weeks and presented for a public hearing at the March 25, 2021 council meeting.

7. DISCUSSION OF SALE OF 1994 GMC SIERRA DUMP TRUCK
Council agreed to place an ad for the sale of the dump truck by closed bid.  Mayor Bailey will get with Carol and one other councilmember and open the bids after the closing date of April 2, 2021.

8. FRAUD RISK ASSESSMENT – GARY KEDDINGTON
Mr. Keddington led the discussion regarding the Fraud Risk Assessment that will be turned into the Utah Auditors’ Office. The assessment will need to be done yearly.  

9. CULINARY IMPACT FEE ANALYSIS – ROBERT WORLEY/COLLIN PACE, SUNRISE ENGINEERING
Collin Pace with Sunrise Engineering presented the Culinary Impact Fee Analysis study. 
1.  Purpose
a.  Identify the anticipated impact on existing facilities by new development.
b. Identified the anticipated impact on system improvement by anticipated development.
c. Demonstrate how those impacts are reasonably related to the anticipated development.
d. Estimate the proportionate share of costs to be recouped by the impact fee.
e. Identify how the impact fee was calculated. 
2. Demand
a. Current and projected demand – 2% annual growth projection
i. Current – 1497 population, 644 ERC’s
ii. Projected – 2269 population, 954 ERC’s.
3. Impact Fee Eligible Projects
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4. Monthly User Credits
a.  New Debt Service
i. Annual Payment:  $96,289.06 with $84,898.75 of that payment impact fee eligible.
b. Average of 8.84 years for new connections in service
c. On average $108.93 per year per ERC will contribute to debt service
d. A credit of $962.91 is calculated by multiplying 8.84 years by $108.93.
5. Proposed Maximum Impact Fee
a.  Maximum impact = eligible impact fees – credit
b. $4,207.28 - $962.91 = $3,244.37
c. Maximum Impact Fee per ERC: $3,244.37


10. DISCUSSION OF CULINARY WATER RATE INCREASE – JANELL BRAITHWAITE/CURTIS LUDVIEDSON, RURAL WATER
Ms. Braithwaite presented the council a Water Rate Analysis that she had prepared for them as a work sheet to show the needed rate increase to meet the payment of the new culinary bond.  The council along with Gary Keddington discussed possible scenarios for a proposed culinary rate increase.  Council thanked Ms. Braithwaite for her time in preparing the speed sheet. 
Council will hold a work meeting March 11, 2021 to further discuss the needed rate increase.
