Welcome by Chairman, Brad Giles at 7:00pm

1.	Review and Approval of Minutes of June 20, 2013
Motion was made by JoAnn Behling and seconded by Hilary Gordon to approve the minutes of June 20, 2013.  All those present voted for.

2.	Citizen Concern – Water Softener Concerns, Ferron
Brad stated that he spoke with Kendal Yost.  Kendal reported that citizens have been using cleaners in their softeners and a lot of those softeners are now working.

Jacob asked if Kendal received the test results.  Brad said they have not, but that Kendal would like to wait until fall/early winter to see if the same thing happens again.

JoAnn stated that no matter what they find out, the water is good; and we should not spend any more money on this issue.

Brad stated that Kendal asked him to get the replacement or refurbishing of the water treatment plant on the list with the Community Impact Board.
 
Jacob reported that this is on the medium (5 year plan) list with the Community Impact Board.

JoAnn stated that she would do what she could to move this to a higher priority list.

3.	Public Comments – Comments From the Public on Items Not on Agenda
There were none.

4.	2013 Construction Projects
a.	Chip Seal Project
	Jacob stated that the chipping is complete.  Clean up, fog coat and striping still remain to be done.  The pay estimate is $515,370.22 with $27,124.75 going toward retainage.  If weather permits, they will fog coat on Monday.

	Brad stated that the Castle Dale City concerns were that some of the streets were pretty thin; the crack seals can be seen through the chips.

b.	Street Project 
	Jacob stated that Nielson Construction has finished up in Cleveland and Elmo.  They are working in Huntington, Castle Dale, Orangeville and Ferron.  The pay estimate is $249,908.43 with $13,153.08 going toward retainage.  They are 49% complete with the project and 35% complete on performance time.

c.	Drainage, Sewer Project
	Jacob stated that Johansen Construction is still working in Ferron on the sewer replacement.  They have the drainage portion mostly complete.  They still have work to do in Clawson.  Pay estimate #2 is in the amount of $98,655.37 with $5,192.39 being held in retainage.  

Jacob stated that we need to discuss the time issue as they are 44% complete with the project and 79% complete with performance time.

Merrial stated that they lost a week in Orangeville, due to mud problems and they lost time in Ferron due to utility problems where they had they had to wait for the utility company.

Their completion date is July 27.  Merrial stated that they have at least 21 days of extended time.  The board will re-visit the contract time in August.

d.	Curb & Gutter Project
	Jacob stated that B. Hansen Construction is working in Huntington.  The work in Cleveland and Elmo is complete.  Pay estimate #2 is in the amount of $68,862.48 with $3,624.34 being held in retainage.  They are 24% complete with the project and 29% with performance time.

e.	Review of Funding Status
	Jacob went over the funding status stating that next month we will show outside revenue from Orangeville.  That will bump our contingency up from $40,000 to $90,000.  

	Jacob stated that if we had contingency money we were going to do curb and gutter in Huntington.

5.	Discussion of Partnering with Emery Water Conservancy District for New Service District Office
Jacob reminded the board that we have been in discussion of partnering with Emery Water Conservancy District, Castle Dale City and Castle Valley Special Service District for a new office building.  

Jacob explained that Emery Water Conservancy District’s plan is to move forward.  They are going to approach the Co-Op and TC West building owners.  They are moving forward whether they have any partner or not; although it would be beneficial if there was a second or third partner.

We will discuss numbers during a closed session next month.


6.	Manager’s Report
a.	2014 Project Lists
Jacob reminded everyone we need all lists turned in by next month.  

b.	Culinary Water Production Costs
	Jacob reviewed the fee schedule and reminded everyone that we were going to consider raising the outside water overage charge.  

	Jacob reiterated that inside city limit overage charges go to the city and outside city limit overage charges go to the District. 

The board agreed to establish rates for outside water connection overages next month.  If the rates increase, we will plan to hold a public hearing in September.

c.	Consideration of Purchasing New Trucks for the District
	Jacob explained that he would like to get approval to for two new crew trucks.  He stated he will get rid of the old trucks.  He went over the options…

· 4-door crew truck similar to Emery Water Conservancy District - $30,605
· Extended cab truck with the same features - $28,678
· Regular cab - $25,086
	
	Jacob explained that local dealer JN Auto gave an estimate on a 4-door 2013 with 10,000 miles for $31,800.  Local dealer Basso says they will match the state pricing, but will have to verify with his sales manager and get back with us.

Motion was made by JoAnn Behling and seconded by Dean Allen to allow Jacob to pursue the purchase of two new 4-door 6’ bed crew trucks.

Jacob suggested that Delena contact Hydro Specialties.  

Brad asked why the secondary pump was failing so often in Castle Dale on the secondary pond.  He stated that it happens about once a week and that it happened at 5:45am this morning.

Jacob stated he knew nothing of this, but will find out.
