5. Citizen of the Month—Mayor
· Recognition for the Citizen of the Month
Jerry Kelso has volunteered the last 4 years as the director of Miss Mt. Pleasant, and she is stepping down as the director.  The City would like to recognize her for all her time she has put into this position.

6. Discussion/Action – Devan Shields
· Impact Fees for the City’s Culinary Water System
Devan came forward and handed out the Culinary Water Impact Fee Study.  (The booklet can be observed at city hall).  Devan gave a brief explanation of the study.  He then fielded questions from the council.  The maximum allowable impact fee based on this analysis is just over $5,800.  There was a brief discussion on what the impact fees can be used for.  Council was reminded that they have a Public Hearing next week, March 2, 2021 at 6:30pm.

Devan also provided an update on the Culinary Water project.  It was discussed to have the Well-Witcher come back and confirm where to bore the test for the well.

7. Discussion/Action—Natalie Burnside/Shane Ward
· Possibility of Changing Reconnect/Disconnect Fees and Shut-off Amount.
A copy of the ordinance was provided to the council.  Natalie & Shane discussed the changes they are proposing.  They would like all fees to be $50.  They also would like to add that the past due amount for shut off be changed to $50 as well.  It was also suggested that a photo ID be required with the application.  It was also discussed that the Security Deposit should not be refunded until the business closes or resident moves out.  Natalie said she would investigate what other cities do as far as the security deposit.

8. Discussion/Action – Mark Beck
· Sewer Line
Mark Beck came forward.  He is proposing getting the sewer line extended up to some property he has.  He is wondering about doing a trade, giving an easement for the power to extend near 900 East, and he would get the sewer extended to the property he has.  His request is that all utilities be put in at once so that his property does not keep getting dug up. Mayor Olsen asked for a couple weeks to investigate the costs.  The Public Works Director and Power Superintendent said that both really need the easement.  Councilmember Black thinks it is a generous offer.  
Motion: Approve the proposal from Mark Beck for a 25ft. easement in exchange for the sewer line extension on 200 North for approximately 500 ft.

· Discussion/Action on Water Connection outside city limits.
It was proposed in the last council meeting that the city would provide the   materials and Tod will provide the labor to extend the line.  This would help to get the water line extended down by the city ConToy Substation.  There was a brief discussion on what this would entail.
Motion: Enter into an agreement with Tod Beesley/MKJ Construction to extend the water line west (on 1000 S) to the City substation, including 2 fire hydrants, with a line across the road to Tod's property and a line to the substation.  Tod will pay to bore under for his connection and the city will pay to bore under for the substation.  Making sure that the pressure test and bacteria test get done. With a provision that if anyone else taps into the line within the next 5 years, they pay a portion of the labor and material fees.
