WELCOME:
Mrs. Rasmussen welcomed the Board and guests to the meeting.

MINUTES:


Mr. Woodward made a motion to approve the minutes of the Library Board meeting held July 10, 2013.  Mrs. Smith seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.

POLICY #305 INTERNET ACCESS THROUGH PERSONAL ELECTRONIC DEVICES – PROPOSED CHANGES:
At our April Board meeting, discussion was tabled on the review of this policy.  After discussions with the IS Director, Mark Langston, and Neal Geddes, Deputy Civil Attorney, it was verified that we do not have the ability to filter a patron’s use of the Internet when they are using their own wireless connection.  We will continue to use staff intervention to manage the public space.  If use of an electronic device falls outside the guidelines established in policy #300, Access to Electronic Information, they would take appropriate steps outlined in that policy.  There is a minor change in the policy striking part of a sentence as it is not necessary for it to remain within the policy since we will not disable filters on a personal device that is used to access the Internet through our wireless connection.

2014 INFORMATION SYSTEMS PLAN – PROPOSED:

Mrs. Sanford presented the proposed Information Systems Plan for 2014.  It outlined equipment and special computer projects for next year, including system computer and laser printer replacements.  We will by buying three I Pads for the branches that didn’t get one this year.  
Mr. Woodward made a motion to accept the plan as presented.  Mr. Tucker seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
BUDGET – UPDATE:

Mrs. Sanford told the Board that we continue to spend the 2013 budget at our projected rate.   She then went over the working documents for the preliminary 2014 budget.  Commissioner Downs brought up the possibility of fund raising for some equipment for the Library.

BUILDINGS – UPDATE:

-Mrs. Sanford told the Board that we are waiting for the results of the geotechnical analysis of the Centerville parking lot area.  Once we have a plan in place for that we will move forward with other projects.  

-We are finalizing the punch list and walk through for the Headquarters building.

-Discussion on the lease for the Kaysville Branch continues.  We hope to have it finalized in the near future, and then we can sign an agreement with the architect.
TECHNOLOGY – UPDATE:

-Mrs. Sanford told the Board that the server that the Library and Fair used went down, but has now been repaired.  

-Our Face book page continues to amaze us.  Jerry Meyer puts in posts that are well received.

- We continue to expend the 2013 IS Plan items.
ADULT PROGRAMING – UPDATE:

-Mrs. Sanford told the Board that the author program with Josi Kilpack, on August 17, 2013 had about 100 attendees.  We don’t have any authors secured for the fall at this time.  A writing workshop might be possible in November.
CHILDREN’S PROGRAMMING – UPDATE:

Laurel Pedersen and Ellen Peterson gave an overview of the successful Summer Reading program this year.  They said they reached out to non-library users.  Applications for Children’s cards went way up.  There were a lot of hands on programs.  Mrs. Sanford said that the Summer Reading team and support staff did a fantastic job with extraordinary success that was enjoyed by everyone.  The Board also expressed their thanks.

ADVOCACY - UPDATE:

Jerry Meyer, Chris Sanford and Trudi Cooper did a presentation for the Kaysville Rotary Club on August 7, 2013.  Mrs. Sanford said it was a lovely experience and they met businessmen and officials.  Mrs. Smith suggested giving a presentation to school teachers also.  
RATIFICATION OF BILLS – JUNE 2013:
Mr. Woodward made a motion to ratify the bills paid in June 2013 in the amount of $618,273.70.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Commissioner Downs made a motion to adjourn at 8:57 a.m.  Mrs. Smith seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.
