A) Opening Ceremonies-

1. Welcome – Chairman McConnel opened the meeting and welcomed the public at 5:00 p.m.



2. Invocation and/or Moment of Reflection- The invocation was given by Commissioner McConnell.
3. Pledge of Allegiance-The pledge was led by Commissioner McConnell.
B) Consent Items-

Request for approval of minutes for the meetings held on February 2 and February 16, 2021

Corrections were made to the minutes of February 2 and February 16, 2021 at a previous meeting.
Commissioner Newton moved to approve the minutes of February 2 and February 16.  Seconded by Commissioner Wilson.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion passed.
C) Commission Declaration of Conflict

Commissioner McConnell stated that he has represented the applicant of public hearing item number 2.
D) Public Comments (please limit comments to 3 minutes)

Kent Singleton made comment regarding the impound of his camping trailer from his recreational property and requests a full investigation.
E) Action Items –

1. Austin Turner – Morgan County Emergency Equipment

Austin Turner, County Emergency Manager, presented the Commission with a proposed list of equipment that he feels the county would benefit for the purposes of Emergency Management. He proposes to using a dormant FEMA flood fund to make the purchases. 
Commissioner Wilson moved postpone this item to understand the availability and use of the FEMA flood fund from the auditor.  Seconded by Commissioner Fackrell.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion passed.
2. Boyd Carrigan/Mike Newton – Review and implementation of Standards of Performance policies for volunteers with Morgan Fire/EMS
Boyd Carrigan, County Fire Chief, presented the Commission with an updated Fire Department/EMS policy regarding volunteers with the Morgan Fire/EMS department.

Commissioner Newton moved to approve the updated Fire Department/EMS EMS section 1.100 as most recently amended.  Seconded by Commissioner Wilson. The vote was unanimous.  The motion passed.
3. Mike Newton/Blaine Fackrell – Bylaws for Tourism Tax advisory board (TTAB) – In order to properly allocate funding received through TRT taxes, the County needs to implement a Tourism Tax Advisory Board
Commissioner Newton moved approve the creation of a tourism tax advisory board.  Seconded by Commissioner Fackrell.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion passed.

F) Public Hearings – 
1. Lance Evans - A proposed amendment to the Zoning Zap of approximately 9 acres from A-20 to CH to RM-15.  Located at approximately 4875 W Old Highway Road, Mtn Green, Utah

The Morgan County Planning Commission reviewed this application at their February 25th meeting and recommends approval of the requested zoning map amendment from the A-20 and CH zoning district to the RM-15 zoning district. The approval recommendation is based on the following findings listed below:

Findings:

1. That the proposed amendment is in harmony with future land use goals and objectives.

2. That the proposed amendment is in harmony with existing proposed land uses in the area.

3. That the rezone will not adversely impact the adjacent properties. 

4. That there is adequate facilities and services to service the property.

This application is for an amendment to the Morgan County zoning map. The applicant is proposing to rezone 9 acres currently zoned A-20 (Agricultural 20) and CH (Commercial Highway) (See Exhibit B) and located in the Mountain Green area directly east of the Mountain Green Village Development Agreement.

Action on proposed amendment to the Zoning Zap of approximately 9 acres from A-20 to CH to RM-15.  Located at approximately 4875 W Old Highway Road, Mtn Green, Utah

Commissioner Andersen moved to approve the Soderby Rezone Map Amendment, application number 21.009, changing the zoning district from A-20 and CH to RM-15, based on the findings listed in the staff report dated March 16, 2021.  Seconded by Commissioner Newton.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion passed.

2. Haylie Hale – A proposed amendment to the Future Land Use Map of approximately .18 acres changing the designation from Agricultural to Rural Residential.  Located at 2551 N 7000 E, Croydon, Utah

The Morgan County Planning Commission reviewed this application at their February 25th meeting and recommends approval of the requested zoning map amendment from the A-20 zoning district to the RR-1 zoning district. The approval recommendation is based on the following findings listed below:

Commissioner Newton moved I move we approve the Johnson Rezone Map Amendment, application number 21.007, changing the zoning district from A-20 to RR-1, based on the findings listed in the staff report dated March 16, 2021.  Seconded by Commissioner Wilson.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion passed.

3. Haylie Hale – A proposed amendment to the Zoning Map of approximately .08 acres going from A-20 to RR-1.  Located at 2551 N 7000 E, Croydon, Utah

PLANNING COMMISSION RECOMMENDATION
The Morgan County Planning Commission reviewed this application at their February 25th meeting and recommends approval of the requested future land use map amendment based on the following findings listed below:

Findings:
1. That the proposed amendment is in harmony with future land use planning efforts.
2. That the proposed amendment will be in harmony with existing land uses in the area.

3. That the amendment will not adversely impact the adjacent properties. 

Travis Johnson applied for the Future Land Use Map amendment in order to change the designation of the back 0.18 acres of his lot from Agricultural to Rural Residential-1, removing the non-conformity that exists with the property being zoned in two districts. The property is located in the Croydon area of unincorporated Morgan County and is lot 1 of the Hamby Subdivision. The property is currently in the Rural Residential and Agriculture designation for the Future Land Use Map.

The associated zoning for the property (which is currently zoned at RR-1 and A-20) would only allow for one home to be built on the 2-acre parcel. The parcels acreage does not allow for any agricultural use to be done on the property. The proposed Future Land Use Map amendment would change the 0.18 acres from Agriculture to Rural Residential-1.
