Concerns were brought up regarding the septic tank and asked if this was professionally installed or inspected.
Mayor Bob Abercrombie stated that Tri-County Heath Department needs to inspect the current septic tank system.  If the Health Department gives the okay on the septic tank, it as suggested that the Taylor’s can stay in the trailer for 1 (one) year while building their home. 
Mayor Bob Abercrombie said that he would like Jim Lisonbee to issue a certificate of occupancy stating that in 1 (one) year if home is not built, they need to come in for review and an extension.
