	[bookmark: _GoBack]Richard Ziebarth noted that at the last CCJJ meeting the Commission voted to add the DMC – Community and Strategic Planning project to the Project Queue.  He said he should have been aware of a deadline they were facing for an RFP for this particular project and it has created urgency to get a funding source secure before they release the RFP.  The funding source they are interested in using is the FY 2013 JAG program and are looking for a commitment of $100,000 for the DMC project.  The funding will be awarded as a grant to an individual or entity that will perform the following duties in Salt Lake County with possible expansion to Weber and Utah Counties:  1) conduct a literature review of evidence-based, best practices, and promising programs that lead to the reduction of minority youth arrests and referrals to juvenile court at the school level, 2) identify current policies, regulations, procedures and current practices, including but not limited to schools/districts and law enforcement agencies; determine their effectiveness and make recommendations for improvement, and 3) develop and evaluate the program/training identified and implement based on the recommendation.
