Kirk Schmalz, Davis County Public Works Director, led the Pledge of Allegiance. All in attendance were invited to stand and join in.

	Fire on Farmington Foothills
	             Commissioner Petroff spoke regarding the fire on the hillside here in Farmington.  On behalf of the Commissioners he thanked all those involved in the efforts to control the fire.  We’re very appreciative of all the agencies involved; local, cities, State Wildlife Resources and the Forest Service.  We’re grateful for them! 

	4-H Junior Livestock Presentation and Special Commendation to Maddie Ball 
	
Scott Bass, 4-H Junior Livestock Superintendent, gave a report of the 4-H Program in Davis County.  There were several 4-H participants in attendance. He noted there are currently over 1000+ participants in Davis County.  He spoke of the values that agriculture teaches the youth.  There is a donated meat program created by 4-H, whereby, the livestock raised by the participants is auctioned off and the meat is donated to the needy.  In 2011, 3,000 pounds of meat was donated to needy families. In 2012, 160,000 pounds of meat was donated to the Utah Food Bank.  This year, there was a special story of one of the participants, Maddie Ball, donating the proceeds of the sale of one of her three pigs to a 3 year old neighborhood girl being treated for cancer.  Pigs are usually auctioned off for about $600.00.  This special pig brought in $4,500.00.  Maddie’s father, Jon Ball, spoke how the 4-H Program impacted his family.  He thanked the Commissioners for their support of the program.  The Commissioners made commendations to Ms. Ball, Mr. Bass and the 4-H Program leadership.  Ms. Ball was presented a Davis County coin.

	Agreement #2013-446 with UTA for Denver & Rio Grande Rail Trail operation & maintenance
	                 Scott Hess, Davis County Planning Department, presented trail license agreement #2013-446 with Utah Transit Authority (UTA) for the operation and maintenance of the Denver and Rio Grande Rail Trail located in unincorporated Davis County areas between Farmington and Centerville cities.  There are no financial terms.  The period of the contract is for twenty-five years with an automatic twenty-five year renewal.  Mr. Hess requested approval along with consideration for the Chair to sign a slightly revised copy of the agreement that is forthcoming this week.  The change is to two sections of the agreement, 12.2 and 12.3, relating to the scope of the indemnity of the contract which includes claims of personal injury to trail users due to exposure to pre-existing environmental contamination.  The slag road base out on the rail/trail is effectively low-level contaminate. The Davis County Civil Attorney’s have requested these sections be removed from the agreement which will set all entities on the same bar as to where UTA would be held liable to future claims.  In the interest in moving this agreement along, it is being presented today.  Commissioner Millburn was made aware of this situation by UTA and it is their intent to remove that language. There was some discussion as to the consistency of maintenance of the trail by each city.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve contingent up the clean copy of the agreement being received as outlined by Mr. Hess.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	              Alli Barnes, Davis County Fair Coordinator, presented agreement #2013-447 with Mountain America Credit Union in the amount of $500.00 as a 2013 Fair sponsor. 4-2013 amending Chapter 2.16 (Duties of the Clerk/Auditor) of the Davis County Code
	                 Curtis Koch, Davis County Clerk/Auditor Chief Deputy Audit/Finance, presented ordinance 4-2013 amending Chapter 2.16 (Duties of the Clerk/Auditor) of the Davis County Code by enacting Section 2.16.030 Relating to County Financial Responsibilities.  Mr. Koch explained it is reflective of recent changes in legislation to ensure and clarify the duties and responsibilities of the Clerk/Auditor and therefore defined by County ordinance. It does not change how the department currently operates.  It clarifies any changes that may have occurred because of State statute. Commissioner Downs stated, “It is moving procedure into an ordinance.” Commissioner Millburn noted Senate Bill 124 made some changes, and by putting it into an ordinance it codifies how Davis County operates.  Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Millburn seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

              Commission Millburn commended the fire departments for the tremendous job handling the wild land fire on the foothills of Farmington.  With special thanks and attention to the first responders, Layton City Chief Ward and Dave Wilkes for their expertise.  Some of the actions they took Friday evening on their initial attack saved time, heartache and resources.  They, along with South Davis Metro Fire, Kaysville, Farmington, Layton, almost every agency in the County initially were involved, and because of their efforts they are to be commended.  It could have been a very traumatic fire.  Great job to all them.  The Fair was wonderful.  The participation at the Fair by the 4-H group helped make it a great event.  It was a fantastic demolition derby.                 Commissioner Downs spoke about another fire that keeps cropping up.  She’s aware of having been to a Library Board meeting and a couple of other meetings that the Information Systems (I.S.) Behind most everything we do we have to have technology that works.  She commended Mark Langston, I.S. Director, and his personnel for the efforts they’ve made, and she is aware of the many recent challenges they’ve been dealing with.
