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Currently, Maeser students are required to take 4 years of math, earning at least 3 unique credits.  Some students, in order to earn their 4th year of math, are repeating previously passed courses, often low level course.  This limits their schedule and prevents many from taking more rigorous courses.  

It is proposed that seniors can count one mathematics-rich science class (i.e. Physics, AP Physics, and AP Chemistry) toward the 4-year Maeser math requirement.  

Students would not be able to use this option to avoid lower level math courses, as those courses are pre-requisites for the math-rich science courses. 

Note that the following courses are not mathematics-rich: Anatomy, Astronomy, Biology, Chemistry, Geography, Geology, and Psychology.
