1. Minutes:
a. Motion made by Commissioner Craig Fry to accept the Minutes of April 2021.    Commissioner Jackson Coleman seconded this motion.    Approved 3-0. 

2. Financial statements: 
a. Motion made by Commissioner Jackson Coleman to accept the financial statements of May 2021. Commissioner Craig Fry seconded this motion. Approve 3-0. 
3. Guests Joining the Meeting:
a. Heather Christopherson with Ulrich and Associates came and spoke to the board about auditors and gave the board a breakdown and helped the board make a decision with who to choose as an auditor and gave us her suggestions. After a lengthy discussion, the board decided on going with Keddington & Christensen out of Sale Lake City Utah. The board agreed upon this 4-0. g. Pump testing and the airpack and compressor tests were discussed, Mike from Larsen Fire talked to Scott Anderson about this the other day, because of covid we haven’t done a couple of them. The board decided to continue this and keep up on all the testing.
h. Hydrants was discussed by Chief Scott Anderson, Scott drafted up a letter for all the municipalities to be sent to them. Scott had the board look over this draft to see if there were any corrections that needed to be made. The board liked everything and approved this to be sent to all municipalities. 
i. Commissioner Jackson Coleman discussed medical supplies that we need, the company that he is using needs a company address to send it to. So he will do that, get tracking on it and someone will wait for it here. Jackson ordered everything except pulse oxes.
j. Responsibility regarding EMS was discussed. The on call people need to respond, they need to investigate, they need to take duty and respond and at least try, even if EMS doesn’t need fire to assist. 
k. Outside, south side lettering above the bay doors was quoted by two different companies, the board looked over the bids, the board agreed upon Signarama to do the lettering. Chief Scott Anderson will give them a call. 
l. Station 41 projects was discussed. Asst Chief Mike Sanderson got a bid from a flooring company, they will be here on May 27th to do the flooring upstairs. The board approved this. The board also discussed doing the awnings and presented a bid from Backwoods Construction. The board agreed upon doing the two man doors. Chief Scott Anderson will give them a call as well.
m. New shirts and hoodies was discussed and Mike Sanderson will get a quote/bid for us on some new shirts and hoodies.
n. New hats update, Krista Mitchell is almost done with the hats and will get them to us soon.
o. Chairman Kent Leavitt discussed the town celebrations and what is going on. We will do the derby, and the kids water activity. The board discussed that to do the derby, we will need a rate to do the derby. The board will look at our rates and what is established.
