Minute Review: board looked over the minutes from last month.  Todd motioned to approve, Barclay second, motion passed.
Financial Review: There is currently a $540.00 balance in the account. Reimbursements: taxes on the banner for $6.17, and $23.98 for in motion hosting.   Todd read a thank you card from Nicole Haslam for her scholarship money. 
Weed Board: Mike wondered if Burr Dock could be removed from the County noxious weed list.   He also asked if the board would like to add puncture vine to the list. The board doesn’t feel Burr Dock needs to be removed and they are not especially concerned about puncture vine.   Fred motioned to leave things as they are on the list right now, Barclay second, motion passed.   
Buzz: received an email regarding the Medusahead grant.  Morgan piggy backed with Cache County who received the grant and will provide mapping for Morgan County.  They will begin as early as tomorrow.  The total grant awarded to Morgan is unclear but if progress is apparent there may be more funding for next year.  Also, Buzz has been working on some watermark projects on Barclay and Jason’s property.  He brought in some of the stats for the board to look over.  Barclay’s property showed a slight over watering issue.  Jason recommended sending out some information to neighbors so that they realize how much watering is actually necessary.  Barclay would like the board to host a workshop to discuss the issue.  Buzz suggested having NRCS come to one of the irrigation meetings.  James suggested making the watermark monitors more accessible.  Garret wondered if the board could provide the sensors for experimental and educational purposes on interested party’s properties.  Buzz volunteered to go measure different properties in the community to help boost awareness.  
Loralie: passed around the brochures for the canal work project for the board to look at and discussed the MOU.  The county has adopted the MOU but needs signatures still.  Loralie brought a state contract for Todd to sign.  She discussed the elections that were coming up.  Fred and Garret are up for election this year.  Loralie presented the new mileage affidavit and allowed the board to look over the current records and make corrections. The board looked over the insurance requirements for errors and omissions.  They would be required to pay $1210.53 a year. Todd will review the application.  The board feels like they need more clarification before they can commit to this insurance plan.  Loralie went over the open public meeting act with the board.  Morgan does meet the budget requirements so from now on the agenda will have to be posted on a public meeting website and the meetings will need to be recorded.   She went over the bill that discussed the timing with which the minutes need to be posted for the public.  Approved minutes need to be posted within three days, preapproved need to be posted in a timely manner.  She also discussed including a time on the agenda for closed meeting issues.  Loralie asked about interest in ARDL loans.  Logan says more people may want them now the interest rates have gone up.  She went to a meeting last week on the catastrophic fires and informed the board of pieces of interest. She also asked about dust bowl videos, Hannah and Garret are still viewing.
Nikki: Reviewed the Program Plan of Work and Program Report.  Nikki made corrections and will submit both articles.  Todd made a motion to approve the Program Report, Fred second, motion passed.  Todd motioned to approve the Program Plan of Work, Garret second, motion passed.  
Grill Your District:  Barclay suggested hosting it on the 18th of September, 11:00-2:00pm.  Nikki will schedule the park. The board determined that date and time would work.  The board will plan out all of the details during the meeting on the first Wednesday of September.  James will provide a booth about the watermark sensors.
