	Transportation Update

	Informational Discussion:
	Commissioner Milburn, assisted by Andrew Gruber, led a discussion on Davis County transportation funding

The Class B & C road system funding program was established by the Utah Legislature as a means of providing assistance to counties and incorporated municipalities for the improvement of roads and streets throughout the state.  Localities are struggling to determine a way to supplement B & C funds in order to meet their growing transportation funding needs—particularly road maintenance.  There was much discussion in the last legislative session, but no official solution or legislation was reached or formalized into a bill to address this issue.  Supplementing those funds with money from localities’ general funds is a growing challenge and the subject of discussion with Utah League of Cities and Towns, Utah Association of Counties, Chambers throughout Utah, and the business community.  Local option funding is being considered through two different sources of funding:   per gallon fuel tax or sales tax on fuel.  The tax would be a 10 cent fuel sales tax increase or an equivalent 10 cent fuel tax per gallon of fuel.  The key component is that this would be a local tax with most of the funds retained to be used locally; the state would not take a cut of the tax.  Currently,  with the highway tax, the State takes 70% of the funds while 30% becomes available to be distributed as B & C funds.  Disbursement of the new tax funds would be 2-fold:  50% will be distributed to the cities and county on formula basis under existing B & C formula, with the remaining 50% available for this body to determine prioritization and distribution.  A portion of the 50% designated to the B& C funds will still come back to Davis County Cites.   It is important to have all 29 counties participating in this new tax initiative.   Andrew Gruber stated that WFRC estimates that either tax option (10 cents sales or gas tax equivalent) would bring in just over $13 million dollars-- approximately doubling what Davis County and Davis County Cities are receiving from the 30% of the highway tax currently appropriated to Davis County through the B & C funding as it stands.

There is a technical working group examining both options of tax with the purpose of allowing for a fair accounting of the collection and distribution of the tax, as well as the technical requirements to implement these taxes.

Barbara Riddle asked for clarification to which Commissioner Milburn responded that this is different from the tax initiative for a third quarter tax which was passed a few years back in which state lawmakers gave all Utah counties the authority to approve a third quarter-cent sales-tax hike for transportation.  Box Elder and Weber County adopted the third quarter-cent sales-tax, while Davis County did not.  That third quarter-cent sales-tax is different from the proposed fuel tax currently under discussion.

	A Community Health Status Assessment (gathered from over 50 sources) was provided for each COG Member.  This document is meant to be very user-friendly. Each subject has been designed to stand alone as a fact sheet.  This document is also available online.  The Health Department met with each city earlier this year in order to gather accurate and timely information.  Isa also provided a one page guide, or quick reference, for local jurisdictions in order to point attendees to subjects of particular interest to local leaders.  This document is included as an attachment to these minutes.
Davis County is the sixth healthiest county in Utah and ranks very high nationally in multiple other categories.  DC Health believes that engaging with the community to gather information contributes a community voice to assessment efforts and allows collective efforts to be as effective as possible.  These efforts provide valuable information about community strengths, unique issues in the county, and perceptions and priorities of the population.

	WFRC Broadband Project

Information:

	The WFRC Broadband Project is a statewide effort directed through the Governor’s Office of Economic
Development with funding from the Department of Commerce, National Telecommunications
and Information Administration, in partnership with Utah Broadband Planning Council and
Utah’s Automated Geographic Resource Center.  The project will result in the creation of a Regional Broadband Planning Council and a Regional Broadband Plan for the five-county WFRC region that includes Davis, Morgan, Salt Lake, Tooele, and Weber Counties. The Project seeks to improve Broadband use and access.  WFRC is seeking public and private participation.  Those involved will meet monthly for the next year or so.  
The project has the following goals/timelines:  (A handout on the WFRC Broadband Project is attached.)

1. Create a Regional Broadband Planning Council “BPC” to guide the Project
     a.  Include members from the following sectors: business, healthcare, public service,
         public education, local government, transportation, tourism, economic development
     b.  BPC will begin meeting in August and continue each month through early 2014

2. Conduct Regional Coordination Meetings to guide the Regional Broadband Plan
     a.  Needs assessment meetings held in each county – early September
     b.  Statewide Broadband Summit – late October
     c.  Prioritization meetings held in each County – late October through early December 2013.

The Wasatch Front Regional Council's Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) is a six-year program of highway and transit projects for the Salt Lake-West Valley and Ogden-Layton Urbanized Areas.  It is a compilation of projects from the various federal, state, and local funding programs for all the cities and counties in the Region, as well as for the Utah Department of Transportation (UDOT) and the Utah Transit Authority (UTA).  Projects included in the program will implement the Long Range Highway and Transit Plans for the Region, help meet the short range needs of the area, and provide for the maintenance of the existing transportation system.
