Mayor Jones called the meeting to order at 7:30pm.  Carol Stilson offered the opening prayer and Shaun Alton led the Pledge of Allegiance

1,  BILLS AND WARRANTS
Carole Larsen moved to approve all bills and warrants as presented.  Second Carol Stilson.  Voting:  Ben Orgill – aye, Carole Stilson – aye, Brent Tuttle – aye, Carole Larsen – aye.  Motion passed.

2.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING  
Brent Tuttle moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Second Ben Orgill.  Motion passed.

3,  RESOLUTION 2013-4 A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE UP-DATED NATURAL HAZARDS; PRE-DISASTER MITIGATION PLAN FOR THE SOUTHEASTERN REGION OF UTAH AS REQUIRED BY THE FEDERAL DISASTER MITIGATION AND COST REDUCTION ACT OF 2000
Carole Larsen moved to approve Resolution 2013-4 A Resolution Adopting The Up-dated Natural Hazards; Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan For The Southeastern Region Of Utah As Required By The Federal Disaster Mitigation And Cost Reduction Act of 2000.  Second Carol Stilson.  Motion passed.

4.  PLANNING AND ZONING
Dennis Tuttle informed the council that there is a new subdivision.  This property is at 315 South Main.  The owner, Teri Wright, is wanting to subdivide and make two lots.  There are two dwellings on one lot, a mobile home plus the red brick home.  This comes under the code of subdivision of three lots or less.  Mr. Tuttle read the requirements.  Mrs. Wright is selling where the house is located.  Tracy Justesen is buying the property.  The property was surveyed and it does meet the requirements.  A water share is required for the secondary water but the Planning and Zoning Committee has the option to waive this requirement.  They did waive the secondary water share.  The mobile home will be required to obtain secondary water.
