	Finance/ Audit- Brian Murray
	· Brian discussed about the yearly audit.  Every year the auditor will ask how we got the estimates. 

· At year end we have about $5 million in accounts receivable.  Various allowances are made to create for the portions we will not get paid.  Our goal is to estimate the actual value that we will get back in charges, in cash. 
· These estimates are created by putting them into financial classes, Medicare, Medicaid, contract insurance, self-pay etc. Brian takes the per day rate and multiplies out the amount of days that person will use to calculate the amount that we will receive. 

· In a separate sheet, Brian runs a report of the payments that happened in the year and the activity in the accounts and then he figures out the percentage paid in each category. 

· Casey asked why we would bill more than we know we can get. 

· Mark explained the inequity in health care.  Those of us with insurance end up paying out more out of their pocket because Medicare and Medicaid will only pay a certain amount and the money needs to be made up somewhere.

· Mark asked Arien to contact Mike at IFOUR and discuss whether or not we could use the smaller LED sign for the front sign and replace the sign on the corner with a larger LED sign. Arien will get some pricing and some different styles of casing for the sign. 

· There was also discussion on whether or not we could use COVID CARES ACT money for the sign.  That would be a possibility if the CARES ACT is extended.
